The impression mooted in the White Paper is that competition in Generation car 
be easily achieved by building many more power stations as though they were 
cheap throw away items instead or costing many millions if pounds,requiring 
many years to construct and which have useful lives of 40 years and more.These 
stations also require many years to plan properly with careful site selection- 
this latter is most important for the reasons that there are not many wholly 
suitable sites and many if not all would meet with local objections as well as 
environmental ones.However the Minister studiously avoids ail this and 
suggests multiplicity of ownership of Power stations scattered around like 
confetti,and at paragraph 13 of the White Paper makes proposals which can only 
lead to utter CHAOS and gross over expenditure to be met by the electricity 
consumers i.e.Higher prices than they are even now.

The question of an Interconnector with Scotland is also one not thought 
through properly.First the cost is not known with any precision,the physical 
problems of laying a cable under the Irish sea on a very difficult sea bed with 
with the added risk of storm damage,shipping hazards and not least the I.R.A. 
do not forget the interconnector with the South and what happened to that,the 
sea may not protect it when it comes ashore,have all these risks been

and deny the same cheaper electricity to be sold to the T.DiSzCompany for 
onward sale to the smaller consumer.This despite the fact that the cost of the 
generating plant producing the cheaper electricity has already been paid for 
by the smaller <as well as the larger) consumer by way of his present 
electricity bills,is this fair and equitable:
