Articles two and three, however, by laying claim to the terTitory of and Jurisdicton over
Northern Ireland are in contravention of the principles guiding relarions between States. The
principles for friendly relations and €o-operation as laid down in the United N ations Charter

European law further requires states to refrain from any action inconsistent with the purposes
and principles of territorial integrity, political independence or the unity of any participating
state. Articles two and three are clearly such an inconsistent action. The territorial integrity
and unity of the United Kingdom is inviolable and ‘any claim on its territory must be

removed.

Co-operation between Northern Ireland and the Irish Republic, and improvement thereof, is
the aim of this strand. Co-operation, however, can only work properly on a voluntary basis
