MR. PRESIDENT: • 

Your Com1nittee on Legi:lative, to w horn ''was referred 
Article III, entitled "Legislative Department," have considered 
the same and have compared aid Article III with the Sioux 
Falls Constitution and the Act of Congress kno\vn as the "Omni­
bus Bill," and have instructed me to report the following as 
Article III of the Constitution, and that the same is in accordance 
with the Sioux Falls Constitution and the "Omnibus Dill." 

No amendments made. 

AR TI CLE III. 

LEGISLATIVE DEPARTMENT. 

SEcTro 1. The legislative power shall be vested in a Leg­
islature, which shall consist of a Senate and House of Repre­
sentatives. 

SEc. 2. The number of members of the House of Repre­
sentatives shall not be less than seventy- five nor more than one 
hundred and thirty-five. The number of member of the Senate 
shall not be less· than twenty-five nor more than forty-five. 

The s~ssions of the Legislature shall be biennial except as 
othervvise provided in this Constitution. 

SEc. 3. No person shall be eligible to the office of Senator 
who is not a qualified elector in the district from which he may 
be chosen, and a citizen of the United tates, and who shall not 
have attained the age of t,venty-five years, and who hall not 
have been a: resident of the State or Territory for two years next 
preceding his election. 

o person shall be eligible to the office of Representative 
who is not a qualified elector in the district from wnich he may 
be chosen, and a citizen of the United States, and who shaU not 
have been a resident of the State or Territory for two years 
next preceding his election, and \vho shall not have attained the 
age of twenty-five years. 

o judge or clerk of any court, secretary of State, attorney 
general, States' attorney, recorder, heriff or collector of public 
moneys, member of either hou e of Congress, or person holding 
any lucrative office under the U nite<l States, or this State, or any 
foreign government, shall be a n1em ber of the Legislature; pro­
vided, that appointments in the militia, the offices of notary pub­
lic and -justice of the peace shall not be considered lucrative, nor 
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shall any person holding any office of honor or profit under any 
foreign governrnent or under the .government of the u ·nited 
States, except postmasters \vh9 e annual compensation does not 
exceed the sum of three hundred dollars, hold any office in 
either branch of the Legislature or become a member thereof. 

SEC. 4. No · person who has been, or hereafter shall be, 
convicted of briber,y, perjury, or other infamous crime, nor any 
person who has been~ or may be collector or holder of public 
moneys, who shall not have accounted for and paid over, ac­
cording to law, all such moneys due from him, hall be eligible 
to the Legislature or to any office in either branch thereof. 

SEC. 5. The Legislature shall provide by law for the 
enumeration of the inhabitants of the State in the year one thou­
sand eight hundred and ninety-five and every ten years there­
after, and at its first regular session, af~er each enumeration 
made by authority of the United States, but at no other tirpe; 
the Legislature shall apportion the senators and representatives 
according to the number of inhabit_ants, excluding Indians not 
taxed and soldiers and officers of the United States army and 
navy; provided, that the Legislature may make apportionment 
at its first session after the admission of South Dakota as a State. 

SEc. 6. 1"'he terms of the office of the m·em bers of the 
Legislature shall be two years; they shall receive for their ser­
vices the · sum of five dollars for each day's attendance during 
the se ion of the Legi lature, and ten cents for every mile of 
nee s. ary travel in going to and returning from the place of 
n1eeting of the Legislature on th most usual route. 

Each regular session of the Legislature shall not exceed 
sixty days, except in cases of impeachment, and members of the 
Legislature shall receive no other pa·y or perquisites except per 
diem and mileage. 

SEC. 7. The Legislature shall me€t at the seat of govern­
ment on the first Tuesday after the first Monday of January, at 
12 o'clock m., in the year next ensuing the election of members 
thereof, and at no other time except as provided by this Consti­
tution. 

SEC. 8. Members of the Legislature and officers thereof 
before they enter upon their official dutie , shall take and sub­
scribe the follo\~ing oath or affirmation : I do solemnly S\vear 
( or affirm) that I will support the Constitution of the United 
States and the Constitution of the State of South Dakota, and 
will faithfully discharge the duties of ( senator, representa­
tive or officer) according to the best of my abilities, and that I 
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have not knowingly or intentionally paid or GOntributed any­
thing, or made any promise in the nature of a bribe, to directl)r 
or indirectly influence any vote at the election at ,vhich I was 
chosen to fill said office, and ha vc not accepted, nor will I accept 
or receive, directly or indirectly, any money, pass, or any other 
valuable thing, from any corporation, company or person, for any 
vote or influence I may give, or withhold on any bill or resolu­
tion, or appropriation, or for any other official act. 

This oath shall be administered by a Judge of the Supreme 
or circuit court, or the presiditi g officer of either House, in the 
hall of the Honse to which the member or officer is elected, and 
the Secretary of State shall rec~rd and file the oath subscribed 
by each me1nber and officer. 

Any member or oflic·er who shall refuse to take the oath 
herein prescribed shall forfeit his office. 

Any member or officer of the Legislature who shall be con­
victed of having sworn falsely to or violated his said oath, shall 
forfeit his office and be disqualified thereafter from holding his 
office of Senator or member of the House of Representatives or 
any office vvithin the gift of the Legislature~ 

SEc. 9. Each house shall be the judge of the election re­
turns and qualifications of its own members. 

A majority of the n1embers of each !louse hall con titute a 
quorum, bt;1t a s1naller number may adjourn from day to day, and 
may compel the attendance of absent members in . uch a manner 
and under such a penalty as each I-louse may· provide. 

Each House shall determine the rules of it proceedings, 
shall choose it own officers ancl employes, and fix the pay there­
of, except as otherwise provided in this Constitution. 

EC. ro. The Governor sha11 issue writs of election _to fill 
such vacancies as may occur in either House of the Legislature. 

SEC. I I. Sena tors and Representatives shall, in all cases 
except treason, felony or breach of the peace, be privileged from 
arrest during the session of the Legislature, and in going to and 
returning from the same; and for words use<l in any speech or de-

.. bate in either House, they shall not be questioned in any other 
place. 

• EC. 12. o member of the Legislature hall, during the 
term for which he \Vas elected, be appointed or elected to any 
civil ofl;ice in the State which shall }:lave been created, or the em­
oluments of which shall have been increased during the term for 
which he was elected, nor shall any member receive any civil ap­
pointment from the Governor, the Governor and Senate, or from 
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the Legislature during the term for which he shall have been 
elected, and all such a ppointments and vote ' given for any such 
members for any such office or appoint1nent Bhall be void; nor 
shall any rnernber of the Legislature during the term for which he 
shall have been elected, or within one year thereafter be inter­
ested, directly or indirectly, in any contract with the State or 
any county thereof, authorized by any la w passed during the 
term for w bich he shall have been elected. 

SEc. r 3. Each house shall k eep a Journal of its proceedings 
and publish the same from time to time, except such parts · as 
require secrecy, and of the yeas and nays of me111bers on any 
question shall be taken at the desire of one-sixth of those 
present and entered upon the Journal. 

SEc. 11. In all elections to be made by the Legislature the 
members thereof shall vote viva voce and their votes shall be 
entered in the Journal. 

SEc. r 5. The sessions of each house and of the committee of 
the whole shall be open, unless when tpe business is such as 
ought to be kept secret. 

SEc. 16. N either house shall, vvithout the consent of the 
other, adjourn for more than three day , nor to any other pla 'e 
than that in which the two houses .shall be silting. 

SEc. I 7. Every bill shall be read three veral time .. , but 
the first . and · second reading may be on the same day, and 
the econd reading may be by title of the bill, unle · the ·read­
ing at length be demanded. The first and third readings shall 
be at length. 

SE ·. 18. The enacting clau e of a law hall be: "Be it en­
acted by the Legi -- lature of the State of outh Dakota," and no 
lavv shall be pa sed unle s by a ent of a majority of all the 
members elected to each house of the Legislature. And the 
question upon the final passage shall be taken upon its last read­
ing and the :yeas and nays shall be entered upon the Journal. 

SEc. 19. The presiding officer of each house shall, in the 
pre ence of the house over which he shall preside, sign all bills 
and joint re olutions pa sed by the I-'egislature, after their titles 
have been publicly read in1111ediately before signing, and the 
fa t of igning, hall be entered upon the Journal. 

SEc. 20. Any bill may originate in either house of the Legis­
lature, and a bill passed by one house may be amended iu the 
other. 

SEC. 21. · No law shall embrace more than one subject, 
which shall be expressed in its title. 
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SEc. 22. No act shall take effect until ninety days after the 
adjournment of the session at ,vhich it passed, unless in case of 
emergency (to be expressed in the preamble or body of the act) 
the Legislature shall by a vote of two-thirds of all the members 
of each house, other,~ise direct. 

SEc. 23. The Legislature is prohibited from enacting any 
private or special laws in the following cases: 

I. Granting divorces. 
2. Changing the names of persons or places, or constitut-

ing one person the heir-at-law of an.other. 
3. Locating or changing county-seats. 
4. Regulatiug county and township affairs. 
5. Incorporating cities, towns and villages or changing or 

amending the charter ot ·any town, city or village, or laying out, 
opening, vacating or altering town plats, streets, wards, alleys 

. and public ground. 
6. Providing for sale or mortgage of real estate belonging 

to minors or others under disability. 
7. Authorizing persons to keep ferries across streams 

wholly within the State. 
8. Remitting fines, penalties and forfeitures. 
9. · Granting to an individual, association or corporation any 

special or exclusive privilege, immunity or franchi e whatever. 
IO. Providing for the management of con1mon schools. 
I I. . Creating, incr6asing or decreasing fee , percentages or 

allo\ivances of public officers during the term for which said offi-
cers are elected or appointed. · 

But the Legi lature may repeal any existing special law 1~e-
1ating to th to.regoing ubdivi ions. 

In all other cases where a general la,v can be applicable, no 
special law shall be enacted. 

SEc: 24. The L egislature shall have no povver to release 
or extinguish, in whole or in part, the inde btednes , liability or 
obligation of any corporation ·or individual to this State or to any 
municipal corporation therein. 

SEC. 25. The Legi~:dature shall not authorize any game of 
chance, lottery or gift enterprise, under any preten e, or for any 
purpo e what ve: r. 

E . 26. The. Lcgi 'lature 'hall not delegate to any pecial 
commission, private corporation or as ociation any power to n1ake, 
superyise or interfere with any municipal improvement, · money, 
property, effects, whether held in trust or otherwise, or levy taxes 
or to select a capital site or to perform an}r· n1unicipal functions 
whatever. 
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SEc. 27. The Legislctture shall direct by law in what man­
ner and in ,vhat courts suits may be brought against the State. 

SEc. 28. Any person ~vho shall give, demand, directly or 
indirectly, any money, testiniohial, privilege or personal advan­
tage, anything of any value to any executive or judicial officer 
or men1ber of the L bislature, to influence him in the perform­
ance of any of his official or public duties, shall be guilty of 
bribery and shall be punished in such manner as shall be pro­
vided by law. 

The offense of corrupt solicitation of m embers of the Legis­
lature, or of public officers of the State, or any municipal divis­
ion thereof, and any effort towards solicita ion of said members 
of the Legislature or officers to influence their official action, 
shall be defined by law and shall be punishable by fine and im­
prisonment. 

Any person may be compelled to tes~if), in investigation or 
judicial proceedings against any person charged with having 
committed any offense or bribery or corrupt solic1tation, and 
shall not be permitted to withhol~ his· testimony upon the 
ground that it may criminate himself, but said testimony ·hall 
not afterwards be used against him in any judicial proceeding 
except for bribery in giving such testimony, ~nd any person 
convicted of eithe1· of the offenses aforesaid, shall be disqualified 
from holding any office or position or office of t~ust or profit in 
this tate.. ·

AR TI CLE XXII. 

COMP.A T " ' ITH THE UNITED SUATES. 

The following article shall be irrevocable without the con­
sent of the United States and the people of the State of South 
Dakota, expressed by their Legislative Assembly. 

First: That perfect toleration of religious sentiment shall 
be secured, and that no · inhabitant of this State shall ever be mo-, 

lested in person or property on account of his or her mode of 
religious worship. 

Second: That we, .. the people inhabiting the State of 
South Dakota, do agree and declare, that we forever disclaim 

. all right and title to the unappropriated public lands lying within 
the boundaries of South Dakota; and to all lands lying with-in 
said limits owned or held by any Indian or Indian tribes, and 
that until the title thereto shall have been extinguished by the 
United States the same shall be and remain subject to the dispo­
sition of the United States, and said Indian lands shall remain 
under the absolute jurisdiction and control of the Congress of 
the United States; · 

That the lands belonging to ci~izen of the United tates 
residing without the said State, shall never be taxed at a higher 
rate than the lands belonging to residents of this State. 1'\hat 
no taxes shall ·be imposed by the State of South Dakota on lands 
or property therein belonging to or which may hereafter be pur­
chased bv the United States, or reserved for its use. But 
nothing herein shall preclude the State of South Dakota from 
taxing as other land are taxed any lands, O\vned or held by any 
Indian who has severed his tribal relation and has obtained from 
the United States, or from any person a title thereto by patent or 
other grant save and except such lands a~ have been, or may 
be granted to any Indian or Indians under any act of Congress 
containing a provision exempting the lands thus granted from 
taxation, all such lands which may have been exempted hy any 
grant or la \V of the United tate , hall remain exem pl to the 
extent, and as prescribed b:y uch act of Congre . 

Third. That the State of South Dakota hall as ume and 
pay that portion of the debts and liabilities of the Territory of 
Dakota as provided in this Constitution. 

Fourth. That provision shall be made for the establishment 
and fi?.aintenance of systems of public schools, which shall be

R -EPOR TS OF T ANDING COMMITTEES. 

The minority of the Judiciary Com1nittee presented the fol­
lowing report: · 

MR. PRESIDENT: 

The undersigned members of the Judiciary Committee 
,vould respectfully represent that we have carefully examined 
the Sioux Falls Constitution_ and the Omnibus Bill, and are un­
able to find any provision or authority in either, by which this 
Convention can provide by ordinance or otherwise for the elec­
tion of any other than State officers at . the election held . for the 
adoption of the Constitution. That neither the clerk of the court, 
register of deeds, or any other of the county officers are by the 
said Constitution, or Omnibus Bill, considered as State officers 
nor have they ever been treated as State officers in the adminis­
tration of the affairs of government, . but_ especially does the said 
Constitution treat and consider these officers as county officers 
and provides for their election at the next general election after 
the admission of the State into the Union. We therefore beg
