Browning** Striking I’eraonality.
The society of London offers no

more striking or interesting figure
than that of Robert Browning Itmay
safely be alleged that no one meeting
him Tor the first time, and unfurnish-

ed with a clew, would guess his voca-

tion. He might be a diplomatist, a

statesman, a discoverer or a man or

science. But whatever were his call-

must feel that it must be es-

sentially practical. Os the disordered

appearance, the unconventional de-

meanor, the rapt and mystic air,
which we assume to be characteristic

of the poet, he has absolutely none.

And his conversation corresponds to
his appearance. Itabounds in vigor,
in fire, in vivacity. Itis always gen-
uinely interesting, and often striking-
ly eloquent Yet all the time it is en-

tirely Tree from mystery, vagueness or

technical jargon. Itis the crisp, em-

phatic and powerful discourse ofa man

of the world, who is comparably bet-
ter informed than the mass of his con-

geners.
Mr. Browning is the readiest, the

blithest and the most forcible of talk-
ers. Like the monsignore in “Lo-

thair,” he can “sparkle with anecdote,
and blaze with repartee,” and when he
deals in criticism the edge of bis
sword is mercilessly w’hetted against
pretension and vanity. The inflection
of the voice, the flash of the eye, the
ixise of the head, the action of the

hand, all lend their special emphasis
to the condemnation. “Ilike religion
to be treated seriously,” he exclaimed
with reference to a recent novel of

treat
renown, “and I don’t waai to

now what this curate or that curate

thought about it. No, Idon’t.” Sure-

ly the secret thoughts of many hearts
found utterance in that emphatic cry.

When an unduly fervent admirer
had buttonholed him throughout a

long evening, plying him witn ques-
tions about what he meant by this

line, or whom he intended by that

character, there was exquisite grace as

well as just rebuke in the stress on the

words, “ButIam monopolizing you,”
with which the master at last extricat-
ed himself from the grasp of the disci-

A talkative driver i.s almost invari-
ably a bail one. He may Ix 3 all there
over a difficult bit of a road, or deter-
