They glittered
with all the bravery of cut glass and sil
verware and were beautified with roses
displayed in lavish profusion.

The menu, which had been arranged on
short notice by the steward, Alexis, was a
pretty gem of gastronomy. A few min-
utes atter the appointed hour the guests
filed into the handsome dining room.

At the center of the main table sat
Hon. M. C. Brown, of Laramie, who has
presided over the deliberatione of the con
veation.

CATHOLIC ~NUTES.

A Graduating Class--Father Kuppens
- -=Bishop Burke.

A class will graduate at the cnvent
next June. It will consist entirely of
young ladies who are now n training for
the great eveot. The “‘Class of '00"" will
be the first to graduate from the schools
of the Sisters in Cheyenne.

The Sister’s schools are better patron-
ized than usual this year. Many are ask-
ing, and the question is hard to answer
in this age: “"Where do all the children
coms from?"’

Father Kunpens, 8. J.. the Indian mis-
sionary of Wyoming paid a visit to our
city daring the week. He left for St
Stephen's mission near Lander on Thurs-
day. It is interesting to hear him speak
of the ““red man.”" He knows an Indian
as a child knows its alphabet, by heart.
The Arapalioes, awong whom he is labor-
ing, are, from his knowledge of them as
intellectual, moral, religious and social
as whites. They are sober, industrious,
docile. Most of them bave now their
own log cabins and patch of cultivated
ground. Their ideas of farming and
house building and house keeping were
obtained trom the Catholic mission. The
absence of hallbreeds among the tribe
speaks well for their morality and duriog
the three years Father Kuppens has been
with them he bas not seen an Arapahoe
intoxicated. Indians, he says, are in-
creasing in numbers at least on the books
of the government agents. He thinks
however, there is a mistake, and that fifty
years hence Indians will be as scarce in
the northwest as *‘allezories on the banks
of the Nile.”

Bishop Burke will give confirmation at
Evanston on October 13, and at Rock
Springs October 20. On the 23th of Oe¢
tober he will leave tor Baltimore to attend
the century of the establishment of the
Catholic episcopacy in the United States,
and the opening of the Catholie univer-
sity at Washington, D. C. He will also
attend a meeting of the Catholic Bishops'
intercsted in Indian schbools to protest
or at least object to the appointment by
the present administration ot a Methodist
minister as superintendent ot Indian
schools. Dr. Drochester the superinten-
dent in question has discharged no less
than thirteen Catholic teachers in Indian
schools in Kansas, and [ see Senator
Plumb is in Washington after his scalp.

SCOTLAND’S GYPSIES, :

First Recognized, Then Outlawed—The
Romunce and Death of a Gypsy King.
When the restless, wanderin

crossed over from Europe lg%{r:;{

Britain be saw in the Scottish high-

Hence many of his tribe favored the

land north of the Tweed with their

presence; and there are few counties
or cities in Scotland today that have
not an array of goypsy stories of their
own. It was about the time of the

Tudors that the gypsi or_*

tians,” as they were cal&‘ made their

first appearance in England, and their
invasion was largely in consequence
of decrees of expulsion issued in Spain

Germany and France, and carri

into execution with heartless severity.

They met with scant welcome in Great

Britain, and early records speak of

them in such uncomplimenmry terms

as “sturdy roags,” ‘‘rascals,” ‘‘vaca-
bonds, masterless men, ydle, va-
graunte, loiteringe, lewde and yh dis-
¥ persons, going aboute usinge
subtiltic and unlawful games or plaie,”

“tellers of destinies, deaths or for-

tunes, and such lyke fantasticall im-

aginations.”

An expose of legerdemain and jug-
glery in 1612 says of the gypsies that
they came into the country about a
century previously, and that in spite
of repressive legislation and many ex-
ecutions, they still ‘“‘wandered up
and downe as before, and met once in
a year ata place appointed, sometimes
at the Peake’s hole at Derbyshire, and
at other whiles by Retbrook at Black-
heath.” In Scotland the gypsies start-
ed out under more auspicious circum-
stances and obtained recognition as
decent and law abiding colonists. In
the year 1540 James V issued a writ
in favor of ‘“Johnnie Faw, Lord and
Erle of Little Egipt.” Even prior to
this the plucky Faw had secured let-
ters under the great seal, calling on
all magistrates and village officers to
suppprt his authority in execution of
justice upon his company in accord-
ance with the laws of “‘Egipt,” and in
the punishment of who rebelled
against him. The subsequent writ,
which was confirmed in 1553, bore re-
ference to rebellious gypsies, who
were mentioned by name, and who
were made subject to arrest by the

vernment authorities. Faw evi-

ently completely hoodwinked the
canny Scots of the Sixteenth century.

At last, however, the true character

of the followers of Faw began to be

appreciated, and a stringent act was
passed suppressing ‘‘Egiptianis, bards,
minstrels and vagabond scholars.”

Finally, in 1603, a measure of outlaw-

ry was passed, and his majesty's sub-

jects were called upon to arrest and
deal with the gypsies as with con-
demned thieves.

Vigorous measures of oppression did
not wipe out the gypsies by any
means. On the contrary, they grew
and multiplied, and left throughout
the length of the land a number of
the most remarkable records. Some
of the stories are undoubtedly true,
while others are only founded on fact,
but all are interesting and may be
valued as at any rate illustrative of
the manners and customs of the times.
The elopement of the Countess of Cas-
silis with Johnnie Faa or Faw, one of
the gypsy knights of the last quarter
of the Sixteenth century, has been de-
scribed repeatedly, botf: in prose and
{mctr 7, but the main facts ap to
wve been these: The Earl of ilis
was betrothed to a nobleman’s daugh-
ter, who objected to the match, aad
who was detected in clandestine meet-
ing with a handsome, though low
bred, lover, who was no other than
Faw. Her relatives first upbraided,
then persuaded, and finally threaten-
ed, so that the gypsy's sweetheart at
last became the Countess of Cassilis.
Faw waited for an opportunity, and
when this arose on the earl undertak-
ing a journey, he collected his tribe
and prepared for an elopement or ab-
duction.

It turned out to be the former, for
the fair lady was nothing loath. The
prsies :md) the maiden started south,
10ping to escape vengeance by cross-
ing the border into England. But the
earl returned home a little sooner than
expected, and he lost no time in sum-
moning a host and starting in pursuit.
Just on the border the fugitives were
overtaken, and a battle ensued, in
which Faw and his followers were
slain. The earl ordered the fallen
gypsies to be beheaded, and took his
wife home. The unfortunate, if err-
ing, woman was consigned toa life
long imprisonment in a tower built
for the purpose at Maybole Ayrshire.
Eight heads carved in stone below one
of the turrets are pointed to by local
inhabitants as effigies of the leaders of
the episode.—St. uis Globe-Demo-
crat.

A Good Bag.

We mean one on which fifty toa
hundréd brace can be bagged in the
beginning of the'season by four guns
nnﬁ who observe the rule laid down
by old Christopher North in his some-
what wild rhapsody on the moors, to
shoot like a philosopher, which he pro-
ceeds to define as shooting *‘in a style
equidistant from that of the game-
keeper on the one hand and that of the
bagman on the other.” Of course such
a bag as this is absurd in the sight of
some men, and in numbers contempti-
ble beside what is done eve? zear.
The record one, over dogs, and li e&y,
we imagine, long to remain so, is the
Maharajah Dhuleep Singh’s one of
220 brace, made in 1872, on Grantully,
in Perthshire. It is said that he com-
menced at daybreak and shot until he
was not able to shoot any lonfer. In
1872, par excellence the jubilee year
for grouse—or perhaps grouse shooters
—four guns at Dalnaspiedal shot, over
logs, 2,856 birds in five days.—Na-
lional Review.
