THE FOURTH OF JULY.

How the Day was Celebrated in Mepe.

The morning of the Fourth broke brigt and
clear. Old Sol had on his war paiat, and the
earls hours of the day betokened that it would
be a screecher. All the stores and business
houses were decorated with flags and bunting,
also many private dwellings, and presented a
bright and gay appearance.

At 6 o'clock ‘a salute of guns was fired,
awakening the echoes of the hills, and our
people hardly finished their matin meal before
the country folks began to arrive. They came
in carriages, buggies with tops and buggies
without tops, vans, wagons and on horse
back—and some by the still more primitive
means of personal transportation, where the
distauce to bo traveled was mot great. By
niue o'clock the streets were filled by a happy,
good vatured crowd of people, determined to
lay aside for one day their cares aud seek re-
lief in forgetfuluess,

The first thiug on the programme was the
calithumpian parade. Iuto this was pressed
a heterogeueous lot of farming impliments,
drawn by a large traction engine, aud each
mounted by a grotesque character. There
were clowns, negroes, Iudians, warriors, mon-
keys and whataot. The pleasing thing of the
procession was a unumber of youug ladies
dressed in white, each representing one of the
states of the Union,

Immediately following the parade came the
races, which attracted the entire cruowd.

The first race was a running race, free for
all, mile heats, two best in three, for which
there were the following eutries: Warrey's
Ike and Soley’s Topo. The first pulled out;
Topo took second money. The second race
was a trolting race, free for all, one mile, for
which there were entries,viz: Scollard’s Bl ack
Dan, Luce’s Queen, Farlow’s Susle. Black
Dau 1st,Susie24. The other hurt herself in first
hoat and pulled out. The third raco was a
ruuning race for two year olls, half mile daash,
for which A. Gilman ontered his bay filly,
W. A. Wiiliams his brown filly, and Fred
Pope his brown gelding. The race was won
hy Pope's gelding. Williams first, Pope 2ad.
In the pony race were entered Henche's Dea-
con, Girant's Dan Jones, Algeo's Capt. Clay.
Dan Jones 1st, Deacon 21.

After dinncr the crowd assombled around
the baud stand and listened to an oration by
Capt. M. R. Flint of Fargo, who was intro-
duced by Mr. J. P. McMahon, Capt. Flint
made a brilliant address, and at the close was
loydly applauded, and we regret that time
and space does not permit to give a synopsis
of his remarks,

Then followed a game of base ball between
Broadlawn and Pickert, which was won by
the Pickert club, the score standing 14 to 5.

During the afternoon aud again at night the
Hope dramatic club gave performances in the
Opera house of tho “Soldier of Fortune,”
which were attracted Ly a large nwnber ot
people, All the ladies and gentlemen who
took part did remarkably well, and those pres-
ent showed their appreciation by generous and
well timed applause, '

The festivities of the day closed with a
graud display of fireworks, which were the
wost brilliant ever eeen in this seotion, follow-
ed by dancing atthe Opera and Hope House
by those not tao wearied to indulge in that
light and airy pastime.

The G. A. R, boys fed a large number of
people and their exchequer was replenished
with an agreeable amount of legal tender.

The Ladies’ Relief corps dispensed lemonade,
Ice cream and fruit, and their receipts were
(quite satisfactory.

Booths were erected at different points and
were patronized by mauy who didst hunger
and thirst,

No disturbances of any kiud occurred to mar
the pleasure of the day, and all our guests re-
turned home fecling well satisfied with their
boliday.

Farmers’ Alliance Convention.

Representative farmers to the number of
about 250 met in convention in Fargo last
Week and remained in session two days. Pres-
Ident Loucks presided. Speeches were mado
by President Loucks, Ira Lampman, of Barnes,
Fancher of Stutsman, Johnson of Nelson,
and others. President Loucks in his opening
Address advocated the control of the railroads
and all public necessitles by the genersl gov-
ernment, dwelt upon the evils of the spoils
system, aud of the policy of hoarding vast
sums in the national treasury. He fully dis-
cussed the matters of most vital interest to
farmers, saying: There are three cardinal
principles, as stated by the organizers of the
alliance nine years ago. They are social, fi-
nancial and political. To the first educational
should be added. The neceasity of edueation
and the forming of closer social ties require
no discussion. As to the financial part,—
where local dealers handle machinery on a
fair margin, support them. But when they
charge too much (as has often been the case)
we farmers have a perfect right and necessity
compels us to buy direct. In the insurance
department a very great saving has been made,
besides keeping the money paid as premiums
in Dakota, where it Is needed. As to twheat
raising, we hiave stopped where the profit be-
gins. We have been producing at cost and of-
ten at a loss. Still immense sums have been
made in wheat ralsing, but our brother farm-
ers who ship the wheat, who store it and who
grind it, are the ones who are making the
money. These men raise it—from just where
the producer drops it. If we are to profit by
our work we must come nearer the consurper.
Politicians give us lots of advice saying, *‘Tho
alliance is doing a graud work, ouly leave pol-
itics alone. Politics is a dirty pool not fit
for you; leave it to us!”  Iu all serlousness, if
politics are degraded to that level, is it not
time that we should purifythem. Haven't we,
farmers, a right to engage in politics? This is
a government of the people, of the majority,
and we are four-fifths of the people. Why
then shouldn’t we have our say? We have al-
lowed the other one-fitth to rule us and to
make laws for us. Is it any wonder they have
made laws favoring themselves and agaiost
us, though we are a large majorits of the peo:
ple. Iu the early days of the republic we bad
farmer presidents, a majerity in the national
senate aud house of representatives and in
nearly every state legislature, Then the farm-
ors owned three-fourths of tee wealth, now
considerably less than one-fourth, and very lit-
tle representation in congress, not having a
single senator and but few representatives. Ot
late we have been poor citizens, not seeing to
it that tho welfare of the people is subserved.
This work we must take up again. Shall we
form an alliance party? No. Let it bs dis-
tinctly understood that the policy of the Na-
tional alliance and of the Dakota alliance is to
work through the present parties., We farm-
ers are a largo majority of both parties, and
the majority of conrse should say who should
have the offices and what tho logislature shall
he. We aro accused of “wanting tho earth.'”
Woll, what of it? Who uses the earth more
than we do? Thero are certain of these offices
that we must have, but we are broad ‘gauged
and will not ask all that our number ns to, In
the matter of ropresentation he claimed for
the farmers both of the United States senators,
congressman, governor, lieutenant governor,
and the majority of both houses of the legislu-
ture and of the railroad commissioners. He
conceded to the newspapers the auditorship;
to school teachers, superintendent of schools;
to businesss mon commissioners of public
lands, and to lawyers judgships and attorney
generalship,

A central committee consisting of F. B,
Fancher, D. 8. Dodds and Walter Muir were
appointed to arrange the coming campaign
and wera given authority to appaint county
and precinct committees, 1t was determined
to invite the co-operation of labor organiza-
tions in the work of political reform.

The fellowing resolutions were adopted:

Resolved, That the farmers and laborers of
North Dakota, believiug that GGod belps those
who helps themselves, pledge our most earn-
est effort to assist in laying tho foundation of
our new and graud state on a broad and gene-
rous plav, and our most earnest effort to se-
cure a full representation at all primaries and
elect such delegates as will, at the vari-
ous conventions to which they are accredited,
place in nomination men who are identified
with our interests, That every legitimnate in-
terest is entitled te representation in all legis-
Iative bodies proportionate to its numbers.
That it is the sentiment of this alliance that
our object can be best attained through tle
machinery of our respective parties, as we are
in a large majorily in both of them, and we
have only to make systematic effort to possess
them. That the use of proxies should be min-
imuwmized; that in the interest of good govern-
ment we favor something similar to the Aus-
tralian system of balloting; that we are in fa-
vor of equal rights and justice to all; that we
demand of the republican and democratic cen-
tral committees that they call state conventions
not earlier than Sept. 1 nor later than Sept.
12, 8o that the farmers may be able to attend.
That we regard with unfeigned displeasure
efforts of certain of the press to defame the
knowun, honored and trusted character of our
officers aud leaders. That the Jamestown
Capital is the official paper of the alliance, and
commend it to the farmers, expresses entire
eympathy with the sentiments expressed Ly
Powderly to Loucks read before thé conven-
tion, reaflirius prohibition resolutions adopted
at Jamestown, endorses president Loucks, rec-
oguizing in him an able, wise, and counserva-
tive leader, who has not been debarred from a
conscious discharge of his duties by fear, flat.
tery or threals.

The following platform was adopted: All
public necessities so far as practicable, should
be owned and controlled by the government,
and managed in such a way that vo clase shall
be allowed to exact unjust rates for the use
thereof. Our railroads should be controlled by
the government, so as to be run in the inter.
ests of the people upon an actual cost basis,
Woe reaffirin the priociples of the alliances as
Iald down in the former national and territo-
rial alliauce platform and pledge our renewed
allegience and fidelity to those principles. We
advocate equal and just taxation of property,

a prohibition state, and the electing of Uni-"

ted States senators by a direct vote of the peo

ple of each state; courts of arbitration that
Jjustice not precedent, may govern; the Austra-
lian system of voting, and tue abolition of the

"contract system on national, state and munici.

pal works. Also that the criminals of the state
be made self supporting; that the school lands
be leased to the highest responsible bidder un-
til sola; that the constitutional conveantion be
requested te submit separately the question of
graoting full suffrage to women, and that of
the public officer as many as possible should
be elected and few appointed. Dakota for
Dakotauns, our friends to the front, carpet bag-
gers to the rear. The official oath as set forth
tn the Sioux Falls constitution. Tbhat the pay
of the members of the legislature should be
$500 aud mileage.
