Le-
tween Mitchell and Sioux Falls and be-
tween Sioux Falls and Worthington 1
saw hundreds of successful tree claims,
making the whole face of the land-
scape beautiful with their} strips and
squares of poplar groves. All the na-
tive bareness and monotony of the
prairie is gone. On many of the plan-
tations the trees have attained a height
of from twenty to thirty-five feet,

The joint commission to divide the
property of the territory of Dakola
between the two states has by far the
most diflicult task of either of the con-
ventions, awi on - which will require
the utmost diplomicy to earry out sue-
cessfully. In view ot this fact both
