ALTIIOVOH the m:t,iils of the man­
ner of raising revenue by taxation is a 
subject of legislation, whatever is 
necessary in the state constitution 
should be done to secure the assess­
ment of all property at full value. 
One of the most senseless customs 

~ that has superceded law in the xvst-
crn states is that of assessing property 
at one-third its value. It docs not 
lower the aggregate amount of tax a 
cent, because the per cent of the levy 
must be proportionately high. Tin-
low assessment gives the state a low 
rank in the wealth of the whole num­
ber of states and the corresponding 
high rate of raxation necessitated by 
the low assessment is prejudicial to 
the investment of outside capitol. 
E. D. "Wallace, of Steele county, has 
introduced a measure in the constitu­
tional convention on the subject of 
taxat ion  which  i s  mer i tor ious .  I t  

provides for listing morgages in the 
county where they are given and al­
lowing credit to the owner of such 
property to the amount of the mort­
gage. To make this plan practicable 
it would necessitate the assessment 
of property at its full value, and 
TV IUICI work a needed reform in txvo 
ways. Such an amendment to the 
state constitution lias been submitted 
to the people of Illinois and it will 
very likely be ratified.—Jamestown 
Capital,

mation. From these a work lias been 
compiled including reports covering 
about half the state, and a very satisfac­
tory yield is promised. 

Crop* Along the Hallway.*. 
ST. 1'AI. I ,, July ~<i.—The Omaha rail­

road crop reports shoxv that the cutting 
of wheat and oats has begun in several 
localities in Southwestern Minnesota, and 
Northern loxva, and that corn is doing 
finely and gives promise of a large yield. 
The Nebraska corn crop is also in excel­
lent condition. Reports received at the 
general oflices of the Chicago and North­
western railxvay arc that one of the most 
bountiful crops the state has known ts 
being harvested all along the line of the 
road to the Dakota line, while in Dakota 
in most sections crops will average at 
least lid per cent. 

Wheat IH I'nusually (iooil. 
DLI.VTII , Minn., July ^0.—Word was 

received here that twenty machines 
went to work harvesting wheat 011 the 
Dairyliiple farm, and many smaller 
farms in Cass county, Dakota. This is 
about two weeks earlier than the usual 
harvesting time last year. The reports 
from the harvesters say that while the 
wheat hits not headed so thick as usual, 
the quality is unusually good, a much 
larger proportion than ever before doing 
No. 1 hard.
