Legistitive Apportionment Approved,
S1oUtx Fars, S, D, July 25, —The
South Dakota constitutional convention

held another  interesting session and
made good progress.  ‘lhe legislative

apportioninent report was adopted with-
out debate, It provides for 15 senators
and 124 representatives,  The special
committee composed of clergymen, to
which was referred the memorial of the
American Sabbath  union, asking  that
the Sabbath be  fully protected in the
constitution, reported that under the om-
nibus Li!l this convention could find no
provision of the kind suggested to the
constitution, The committee on school
lands in its report sought to make two
or three changes in the article referred
toit for the more sure protection of
school lunds and lands for public build-
ings, but before the report was adopted
the section in the Sioux Falls constitu-
tion was restored without change,

Proposed Amendments Defented,
S1ovx Farws, S. D, July 26.—The
convention met at 9 a. m. and was in
session nearly allday.  The main feature
of the proceedings has been the consid-
eration of the report of the committee
on schedule and ordinance. A few days
apo a resolution was referred to the ju-
diciary committee, asking their opinion
as to the power of the convention to pro-
vide for the election of a clerk of the cir-
cuit court at the October election, no
such provision seeming to be made by
the omnibus bill. The committee re-
ported that in their judgment the con-
vention had such power, and embodied
their opinion in an amendment to the
schedule to that effect. Then  followed
alengthy discussion upon this point.
1t is hield by some that the clerk of the
court was purely a county oflicer and
that under the omnibus bill all county
ofticers hold over until the next general
election, vacancies to be filled by the
board of county commissioners, The
amendment was finally defeated.
Another amendment to the schedule
wis  proposed, providing for a modified
form of the Australian systemn. IHere
again the question of the powers of the
convention arises.  The matter was un-
der dikcussion when  the conyvention ad-
Journed.

Waork Nearly Complaoted.

SOUX Faves, S, DL, July 27, —The
convention delegates met and ad journed,
An adjourned session was held in the
evening for the purpose of further con-
sidering the amendment of the schedule
incorporating in a political form the
Australiun system of voting. The dele-
gates were  almost unanimous in the
opinion that the measure was a desirable
one. An unanswered question as to any
power to enforce it or punish violation
of it decided its fate, The vote was not
reached till nearly midnight, It resulted
in the defeat of the amendment by a
vote of 27 to 84, When the convention
adjourned its work was practically com-
pieted, with the exception of the sub-
mission and adoption of the report of
the joint commission now at Bismarck.
Most of the delegates have gone home to
await the return of the commission.
Not more than two or three days' time
will be required to conclude the work of
the convention,

Met and Adjourned,
biorx Fanes, S, D., July 29.—Less
than a dozen members attended the
session of the constitutional convention,

and no business was done. Members
who have gone home will return
next Thursday, by which timo it is

hoped the joint convention will have re-
turned from Bismarck.

IN NORTH DAKOTA.

Invited to Jamestown,
Bismarck, N, D., July 25.—The iavi-
tation extended by the citizens of James-
town for the adjournment of the con-
vention to that place was referred to a
committee of three, consisting of Meesrs.
Moer, ot Lawrence, Scott, of Barnes, and
Meacham, of Foster. The committee on
temperance reported in favor of the
submission of the prohibition question to
a vote of the penp‘c at the same time
the constitution 18 submitted, After a
lively tilt in cornmittee of the whole the
report of the committee was adopted and
there is no doubt that the recommenda-
tions will be adopted by the convention.
Mesnsrs. Rowe and Flemington, of Dickey
county, and Wallace, of Steele, insisted
that the clause be embodied in the con-
stitution, but they were sat upon. The
committec on school lands has reported

its proposed article,
proceeds from the
Sule of School Lands

shall be a trust fuud, the principal of
which shall forever remain inviolate,
and may be increased but never dimin-
ished, the state to make good all losses
thereon. The interest incume shall be
used for the support of the schools.
After one y~ar from the assembling of
the first legislature the lands may be
disposed of as follows: No more than
one-fourth of the lands shall be sold
within five vears; no more than one-half
of the remainder in ten years.

mileage 10 per cent. No act shall take
effect until sixty days after adjournment
of the session, In nearly all respects the
proposed article is in harmony with the

provisions of the complete constitution

introduced by Williins, Tha article
proposed by the esmmittee on impeach-
ment provides that all impeachments
shall be tricd by the senate.” When the
governor, cr licutenant governor is on
trial, the presiding judge of the supreme
court shall preside, All officers not
liable to impeachment shall be subject to
removil for mwlfeasance, crime, misde-
meanor, drunkennees, or incompetency,
No person to be hable for impeachment
twice for the swme offense.  The report
of the committee on education
Prohiibits Sectarianism

in the schools, and leaves to the legisla-
ture the establishment of a uniforn sys-
tem. The committee on executive pro-
vides that the governor shall hold his
oflice for two years, or until his succes-
sor is qualified.  No person is eligible to
be governor or licutenant governor who
is not thirty years of age, a citizen of
the United  States, and a resident of the
state at least two vears. It gives the
governor power to disapprove of any
item or part of any bill making appro-
priations, and the parts approved shall

we law.  The governor's salary
sha < $5.000 per year, lientenant gov-
ernor $1,000, The secretary of state,
auditor, treasurer and superintendent of
public instruction, commissioner of
schools  and public lands, commissioner
of insurance, comnussioner of railroads
and attorney general shall each receive
an annual salary of §2,000. The suffrage
committee introduced an article provid-
ing that all male citizens, ete., may vote,

Jamestown's Invitation Declined.

Bisyarck, N, D., July 26.—A memo-
rial to congress praying for experiments
by the general government with a view
tosscertaining whether or not irrigation
for North Dakota is practicable was pre-
sented to the Bismarck convention, The
memorial sets forth that although North
Dakota became famed throughout the
civilized world by reason of the superi-
ority and yvield of its wheat, there are
seatons when Jack of rain works great
hardship to the people. The meniorial
wus referred to o committee, of which
President Fancher is chairman, and it
will be forwarded to congress as soon as
it lias been considered and revised by
the convention,

The Pembina 8unty alliance has peti-
tioned the convention to abolish the
oflice of county commissioners and that
the chairman of each township board
constitute the county board. The com-
mittee to whom was referred

Jamestown's Invitation
for the adjournment of the conveation
to that place reported the same back
with the recommmendation that it be not
accepted. The convention adopted the
report and instructed the chief clerk to
inform Mayor Fuller of the convention's
refusal to accept. ‘The minority report
of the committee on judicial departinent
was subimitted and was signed by Bart-
lett, of Griggs, Selby, Moore, Johnson,
Robertson, Stevens and Rame. 1t pro-
vides for the clection of a county judge
in each organized county, whose term
of office shall be two years; it
Glven the County Courts Jurisdiction

in all matters of probate, guardianship
and settlements of the estates of deceased
persons, and in all cases of lunacy. In
counties having a population of 2,000 or
over, these courts shall also have con-
current jurisdiction with the district
court in all civil cases where the amount
in controverry does not exceed $1,000,
and p-ovides for the allowance of writs
of error or appeal to the district courts.
The qualifications for the position of
county judge in counties of over 2,000
population are the same as those of dis-
trict judge, and the salaries in such
counties shall be $1,500, The ofiice of
justice of the peace is virtually abol-
ished. Theseare the main points in the
minority report of the judiciary “com-
mittee, and as the convention 1s pretty
everly divided on the question, it is the
subject of much discussion,

The Committee on Revenus,
having considered the numerons propo-
sitions on these questions, submitted its
report with a proposed article for the
constitution, It gives the legislature
the power to provide for raising reve-
nues suflicient 1o defray the expenses of
the state for each year, not to exceed
four mills on the dollar on thie assessed
valuation of all taxable property: pro-
vides that Jaws shall be passed tax-
ing by uniform rule all property accord-
ing to its true value in money; but the
property of the United States, state,
county and municipal corporations shall
be exempt; the legislature shall exempt
from taxation all property used ex-
clusively for school, religious, cemetery
or charitable purposes, or personal prop-
erty to any amount not to exceed $200,
Land and the improvement thereon
shall be separately assessed, and culti-
vated and uncultivated land of the same
quality shall be as:essed at the same
value, Railroad  property shall be
assessed by the state board at not less
than $3,000 per mile, This article,
which is agreed upon unanimously by
the committee on taxation, will furnish
ane of the chief fights of the session, for
in it the corporations are deeply inter-
ested,

Nothing Done,

Bismanrck, N, D., July 27.—Over two-
thirds of the members of the constitu-
tional convention have departed for
their homes, and although the conven-
tion refused to take a recess, there was
not a quorum present at roll call and no
buginess could be transacted, The com-
mittee of legislative apportionment is at

work and it is almost ready to report,
although there are some opposed to the
plan favored by the majority.

Transncted No Rusiness,

BisMARCK, N, D., July 29,—This has
been another day of rest in the constitu-
tional convention. A quorum was not
present at roll call and the convention
adjourned without the transaction of
any business. The chairmen of the
North and South Dakota commissions
for the division of tho territorial prop-
erty have been at work on the basis de-
cided upon by the joint commission and
it is expected that the work of the com-
mission will be completed in a few days.

A Lively Week in Prospect,

BisMarck, N, D,, July 30.—The con-
stitutional convention of North Dakota
has again got down to business, the
members all being in their seats at roll
call. A lively week has been opened,
and from now until the final adjourn-
ment the proceedings will be spicy.

The committee on public institutions
has not reported, but it is undersood
that the report will be submitted in a
few days. Whether or not the commit-
tee will recommend the locations of the
puvlic institutions is a question of much
interest and, while it is claimed that
such rccommendation will be made,
nothing authoritative can be given on
the subject until the report is submitted,
The memorial to congress praying that
the general government take steps to-
ward establishing a system of irrigation
through artesian wells, has excited
much comment, and facts are being
brought forth to show that the scheme
is feasible. With regard to the

Jurisdiction Over Military Fosts
and reservations, Gen. Ruger, of the
department of Dakota, has sent the fol-
lowing communication to the conven-
tion:

1 have the honor, in accordance with
instructions received from the war de-
.partment, to request that consideration
of the convention be invited to the prop-
osition that a clause be inserted i the
constitution of the state of North Da-
kota by which jurisdiction shall be re-
served to the United States as provided
in section 8. article 1, of the constitution
over the military reservations of Forts
Abraham Lincoln, Buford, Pembina and
Totten, heretofore declared by the presi-
dent,

Gen, Ruger also submits the following
proposed section for the constitution:

Jurisdiction is ceded tothe United
States over the military reservations of
Fort Abraham Linceln, Fort Buford,
Fort Pembina, and Fort Totten, hereto-
fore declared by the president of the

United States, provided legal process,
civil and criminal, shall extend over

such reservations in all cases of which
exclusive jurisdiction is not vested in
the United States, and criwes not com-
mitted within the limits of such reserva-
tions.

Sale «f School Lands.

In committee of the whole the ques-
tion of selling the school lands occupied
most of the time. It was finally settled
by providing that school lands shall not
be sold in tracts of less than 160 acres.
The purchaser pays ono-fifth down and
the remaining four-fifths in five, ten,
fifteen and twenty years. Gray, of
Cass, wanted to amend so that persons
located on school lands on or before the
day of sale shall have the right to pur-
chare the same within three days from
the date of sale at the price named by
the hignest bidder. This amendment
was deteated on the ground that the
trespassers should not be given an ad-
vantage.

The Foreign Vote,

Rolfe, of l’enson county, threw a fire-
brand by offering an amendment to the
article on sutTrage, providing that after
tive years no man who is not a fall citi-
zen of the United States shall have the
right to vote, This brought the orators
to thewr fect, and many opposed the
amendment.  The convention has been
mioimally invited to take at trip to
Standing Rock to visit that agency while
the commission is conferring with the
Sioux for the opening of the reserva-
tion,

The Joint Committee
isat work placing the agreement be-
tween North Dakota and South Dakota
for the division of property and adjust-
went of debt in lt\gn‘ form. The terriio
rial records were disposed of by dividing
them into two groups, one containing
the records of the governor and secre-
tary and the other containing the rec-
ords of treasurer and auditor and other
territorial officers. North Dakota won
the toss und took the records of governor
and secretary. All other details are
being arranged in accordance with the
agrecment entered into several days ago.

Elective Franchise for Women,

Bisy reg, N, 1., July 31.—The con-
vention is now wading laboriously
though its debating days, and every
member is squaring  himself with his
constituents, advocating his hobby or
talking against time. 7The report of the
committee on elective franchise was
considered again, and the woman suff-
rage question furnished a most interest-
ing discussion. The woman suffragists
have asked that the legislature be given
power to extend suffrage to women, and
1t was upon this point that the orators
crossed. Judge Carlson made a forcible
argument, not as a suflragist, but as a
believer in treating all alike in the con-
stitution, in favor of granting the re-
quest of the female politicians. Par-
sons, of Morton, Moer, of La Moure, and
numerous other delegates opposed the
proposition, and insisted on having the
question settied by a vote of the people,
The convention agreed to give the legis-
lature power to extend the franchise,

Supreme Court Sessions,

Another report that gave rise to much
discussion was that of the committee on
Jjudiciary, the section providing that the
three terms of the supreme court shall be
held at the seat of government being
the main bone of contention. Purcell
moved to amend by providing that one
term shall be held at the capital, one at
Fargo and one at Grand Forks, but the
amendment was defeated. The commit-
tee to which was referred the memorial
to congress praying for the irrigation of
land in North Dakota, together with all
action of the convention thereon, was
placed in the custody of J. L. Casey, of
Jamestown, who will appear before the

¢nate commitice on irrigation in St.
;’aul. An amendment to the report of
the judiciary committee was made, s0
that a man may be eligible to the oflice
of judge of the supreme court after liv-
ing in the state three years. instead of
five, as reported.

The convention will hereafter hold
two sessions daily. One in the afternoon
and one in the evening. The commis-
sion from South Dakota which has been
sitting with the North Dakota commis-
sion for the division of the property of
the territory, will leave for homeo at
midnight, and will be banquelted at the
Sheridan before leaving.

There was
no other building to destroy north of
Mirs, Gowan's,but us far as the eve could
sec it had cut aswath 200 or 300 feet
wide, and in all probability spent its
force on the mountains and hills beyond.

Said an eye witness: ‘It looked tome
as though the clouds were bowling along
the ground, and I never heard such a
frightful roaring noise. The downfull
of rain was something like a deluge.
The waler seemed to come down in
sheets, and for a time nearly inundated
everything,”

Reports from Kingston, N, Y., state
that grape growers report that the vast
crop is almost ruined. Considerable
damage was done in a number of towns
in New Iingland, but no lives are re-
ported lost.  Boston escaped with only
a shower., Land slides and washouts
occurred on nearly all the main railroads
in New Jersey. The New York Central,
New York, Newellaven and Hartford
and Erie roads were also blocked by the
floods.

Destruction in Maryland.
BaLtiMORE, Md., Aug. 1.—Dispatches
from all over the state show that the
rains of the past few days have done
much damage. In addition to the de-
struction nlrcad’v reported in the penin-
sula counties. Talbot county suffers se-
verely in the loss of hundreds of tons of
hay and thousands of bushels of wheat,
ard she may not raise corn enough for
home consumption. In Howard county
the Patapsco is jumping. Congiderable
damage was done to Gambrill's big dam,
The damage by the May flood has just
been repaived. All of the new work and
art of the old breast was swept away.
r\'uuds and bridges throughout the county
are badly Jdamaged. The streams in
Carroll county are very high and the
roads and fields are badly washed. The
Western Maryland railroad is submerg-
ed at Carrollton and Trevanion. The
meadows along Pipe creck and New
Windsor and Union bridge are under
water.  Hartford county reports a vast
amount of damage in the ruin of crops
about to be harvested, and washing of
turnpikes.  Streams never known to go
beyond their banks are wide, rushing
rivers,

FLOODS ARE COMING.

Dirastrons Rise of the James River Pre-
dicted by the Signal Service,

WASHINGTON, Aug. 2.—The following
special bulletin was issued from the sig-
nal office at 10:30 a. m. About two
inches of ruin has fallen in the upper
valley of the James river during the
past twenty-four hours, which will
cause floods to become more destructive
in the vicinity of Richmond.

THRESHING DYNAMITE,

The Experiment Results in the Death of
Three Farmers and Six Horses.

NEW Yonrk, Aug. 1.—The World's
Anderson, Ind.. special says that a stick
of dynamite was fed into a threshing
mchine in the western part of the
county, resulting in the total destruction
of the machine and the death of three
men and two teams. Latest advices in-
dicate that the old *‘peanut gang"” feud
had recently been renewed and that
some of the parties had concealed the
dyhamite in a sheaf of wheat.

Three Young Ladies Droswwned.

DeTrorr, Mich., Aug. 1.—A special to
The News from Iron Mountain, Mich.,
says: Miss Lizzie Farrcll, daughter of
one of Norway's most prominent citi-
zens, with two young lady friends, Miss
Anna McCabe, of Depere, and Miss Alice
McGillan, of Escanaba, were boating in
the morning on the Menominee river
near Norway. The skiff became unman-
ageable and was swept over the falls,and
all three of the occupants were drowned.
Their bodies have not yet been recovered,

Killed hy Machine Guns.

Paris, Aug. 1.—The training frigate
Couronne, while off Hyeres, in the South
of France, burst one of her machine
guns, killing eight of her crew and in-
juring seventeen others. The accident
occurred in the course of practice firing.

CRIMES CALENDAR.

Flendish Murder of Two Children by
Their Parents.

SPRINGFIELD, July 81,—J, H. Faunce
and his wife have been arrested on the
chargo of poisoning their two children,
Luther and Willie. The boy Luther died
a few weeks ago, but the other lad re-
covered. Faunce, when arrested, con-
fessed that he had purchased the poison,
but said he did so at the request of his
wife, who said she wanted it to poison a
dog. Subsequently she told him she
wanted to poison the boys because they
caused her too much trouble. She ad-
ministered the poison in coffec and the
oungest son, Luther, died in a few
hours,

Whole Family of Indians Murdered,

HELENA, Mont., July 30.—News has
reached Helena of a ghastly discovery
made last week on Sun river. A few
months ago a family of Flathead Indians
left their reservation, crossed the moun-
tains and went into the Sun river coun-
try to hunt, They were seen by one of
their relatives, a half-breed living on
Sun river, when they first arrived. Last
week this half-breed found one of their
ponies in the possession of a white man,
who claimed that he had purchased
the animal at Sun river, The half-
breed was satisfied that something was
wrong, and at once began a search for
his relatives. After hunting two or
three days he found their camp, which
had been burned, and in it the charred
remains of his relatives, a family of
three or four. There is no doubt they
were robbed of their horses and outfit
and murdered. The half-breed at once
notified the law officers, who at last ac-
counts were still looking for the perpe-
trators of the crime,

A Georgla Feud—Three Victims,

McRAE, Ga., July 30.—Three mem-
bers of each of the McRae and Lancaster
families engaged in a fight. It was the
result of a feud of long standing. Wash
Lancaster, the head of tha family was
killed and Wright Lancaster and Ed.
McRace were wourded, probably fatally,
Both families were prominent politi-
cally,

the Seizure of Sealers in
Behring’s Sea.

England Will Be Asked for War Ves-
sels to Defend the Wounded
Honor of the Dominion.

United States Oficials Talk Regarding
the Matter—All Nations Benefltted
by the Protection.

MONTREAL, Aug. 1.—The city is in a
perfect furor of excitement over a rumor
that the Ottawa government has re-
ceived news from British Columbia of
more seizures in the Behring sea. This,
coming 8o soon after the scizure of the
Black Diamond, has driven ,Montreul
almost wild with indignation and ex-
pressions are heard on every hand that
unless the vessels are released and full
indemnity paid by the United States
that government must stand the conse-
guences of what may follow.

There is almost as much disgust ex-
pressed at the action of Fngland in this
business, and if she will not help Can-
ada to uphold their honor, it is openly
hinted that the sooner Canada takes the
defense of that honor in her own hands
the better.  Both the morning papers
publish strong leaders demanding imine-
diate action ou either the part of Eng-
land or our own government to prevent
these seizares, or else break off relations
with the United States until a final set-
tiement of the §rouble is arrived at,

Will Demand War Vessels.

NEW YORK, Aug. 1.—A special to The
Sun from Ottawa says: A meeting of
the cabinet was called Tuesday to dis-
cuss the seizure of the Black Diamond
by the United States revenue cutter
Rush, which it is said was seized seventy
miles from the nearest land. A demand
will be made on the British government
for two war vessels to proceed to Beh-
ring sea to look after and protect Cana-
dian vessels from United States cutters,

New wvaricties of Whent.

WasmiNaToN. July 30.—The depart-
ment of agriculture has ordered from
France five varieties of winter wheats,
three of which are of Southern origin
and are recommmended as rust proof, the
other two are new wheat crosses, made
by Vilmorin of Paris. The Southern
wheats are the *‘Richelle de Naples,” a
white, bald wheat, or the “Sieland,"
also a white, buld, and the ‘‘Riete,” a
red, bearded varicty. These wheats are
to be distributed in bushel lots to the ex-
periment stations in the Southern states,
The other two are for distribution in
bushel lots to the experiment stations in
the Middle and Northern states. One is
called the Dattell cross of the Prince
Albert and the winter red-bearded Chid-
dam, both English wheats, acclimated in
France,
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CHICAGO'S B!G STORM.

Rain and Wind Do an Immense Amonnt
of Damnage There.

CH1CAGO, July 29.—The storm which
Bwept across the prairies and struck Chi-
cago Saturday night was without a
parallel in the history of this rection of
the country. The records of the local
signal service station show nothing ap-
proaching that night's deluge. From
60 to 9:30 4.12 inches of rain fell.
Without going into figures it may be
stated that tha voluins of water which
fell inside of the city limits would make
a lake on which could be floated the
greatest navy in the world. It isim-
possible to estimate the damage with
any degree of accuracy. Hardiy a
house in the city ezcaped the fury of the
storm.  Buildings were blown down,
basements flooded, plate glass shattered
and valuable shade trees uprooted or
broken by the fury of the gale. Itis
safe to say that the loss will reach into
the hundreds of thousands.

Great Damnge In Weat Virginia,

PARKERSBURG, W, Va,, July 20.—Tel-
ephone reports from above say there
was a terrible rain and flond Friday
night in the upper waters of the Little
Kiunawha, Reports from (irantsville
say Calhoun county was devastated and
crops, fences and houses were washed
away during the night. Severa! lives
are reported lost. Particulars are hard
to get. The river at Grantsville is re-
ported to be fifteen feet above high
water mark and rising rapidly. @a-
ports from other sections along the Lit-
tle Kanawha state thata fearful storm
occurred during the night and much
property was destroyed. Middle Island
and all big creeks "above in Pleasant
county are reported rising rapidly.
