South Dakota constitutional convention
has practically closed its labors though
a tinal adjournment will not be taken
until Monday.,  During its last hours the
convention has passed upon somce of the
most important uatters brought before
the bady. The proposed amendinent to
the schedule, shortening the terms of the
state oflicers to e clected in October,
thereby making the clections for siate
and county oflicers comerdent, which
was defeated  Friday, was reconsidered |
and adonted.  State and county oflicers |
will, therefore, be elected in November,
1840, and South Dakota has been deliv-
cred from annual clections. The tiost
important feature of the work of the |
day was the consideration of the report
of the committee on state and  munici-
pal indebtedness.

ANOTHER SEATILR

The Spokane Falls Fire Prives
as Disastrous as That of [is
Neighbor,

Over Thirty Blocks Burned, With an
Estimated Loss of About
$7.000,000.

An Towa Town Narrowly Escapes Des-
truction—Cyclones in Indiana
and Kansas.

SPokANE FarLrs, Wash., Aug. 6. —The
entire business portion of the city, with
the exception of one mill, was destroyed
by the fire Sunday night. The loss will
reach $7,660 GO0, The blaze started in a
lodging house on Railway avenue, al H
o'clock p. m.,and burned until morning,
A large number of frame buildings and
soveral grain elevators were near the
lodging house, and soon after the fire
broke out they were ablaze,

A strong wind was blowing toward
the city at the time, and the blaze was
scon beyond the coentrol of the fivemon,
The fire leaped from street to street and
nothing could be done but let the flames
have their own way until they reached
the river and then endeavor to prevent
the fire from reaching the buildings on
the opposite side. The flames swept
through the city and one business block
after another was consumed, everything
being burned to the water's edge.

The fire department was stationed on
the other side of the strcam and prevent-
ed flying timbers from setting fircto the
buildings there.

Only a few dwellings were destroyed
as the residence portion of the city was
not visited by the fire,

The burned district inciudes all that
part of the city from the Northern Pa-
cific railway to the river and from Lin-
coln to Washington street, Several per-
sons are known to have perished, and
severil more were injured by leaping
from windows,

Charles Davis of Chicago, a guest at
the Arlington house, was awakened by
flames bursting through the door of his
room on the third floor. He jumped
from the window and was

SHOCKINGLY MANGLED

and died in a few minutes. A woman,
whose name is unknown leaped from
the second story of the Pacific hotel and
was kilied, The fire spread with such
astonishing rapidity thatit is believed
many were shut off from escape hefore
they were even aware of their danger, A
dozen large buildings were blown up with
giant powder by the orders of the mayor
but even this proved futile. The Ncrth-
ern Pacific railroad is probably the heav-
iest loser, the magnificent new freight
warehouse being destroyed. Their loss,
iucluding freight burned, will reach
about $1,000,000. All provisions and
supplies were burned, and there will
necessarily be much suffering for several
days. Appeals for help have been sent
out, and l’nrtland, Seattle, Tacoma and
several-neighboring towns have already
responded,

Aun Insurance Journal's Estimate,
Sax Fraxcisco, Aug. 6.—The Coast
Review, an insurance journal, estimites
the total loss by the Spokane Falls fire
at $£6.000,000, and the total insurance at
$2,439,300, of which $1,840,500 is held
by companies having agencies in this
city, and $489,600 by Oregon, Seattle
and various castern companies not rey-
resented here. The losses are widely
distributed, the single amounts ranging
from $2,500 to $80,000.

Death and Destruction in a Cyclone,
EVANSVILLE, Ind., Aug, 6.—A violent
wind and rain storm from a Southwest-
erly direction passed over Newburg, Ind.,
11 o'clock yesterday, doing great damage
to property in that place. The Newburg
Furniture factory was completely de-
molished. The dwelling house of Mr, J.
Folze, was unroofed and turned com-
pletely around. The large dry goods
house of C. F. Hopkins was also un-
roofed and flooded with water. A num-
ber of smaller dwellings were also un-
roofed and otherwise damaged. A re-
port was received that two dwellings on
the road between Newburg and Boone-
ville were totally demolished, and sev-
eral persons werekilled. ‘T'he losses can-
not now be estimated.

A TERRIBLE TRAGEDY.

Five Dead Bodies Found in the Woods
in Montana,
HELENA, Mont., Aug. 8.—The finding
of the dead bodies of Ollie Jones, his
wife and two other persons, is reported
from Corvallis, & small town in Bitter
Root valley, in Western Montana. A
young girl who had Leen shot in the
hip, was also found on Big hole moun-
tain. All of the dead had been shot in
the back. A party was formed to bring
in the bodies. No further details of the
affeir could be obtained, as Corvallis is
without felegraphic facilities. Jones
was married at Missoula three weeks
ago and was on the road to his ranch,

Warner, and his asso-
ciates, Gen. Crook and Governor Foster,
an informal reception. They were as-
sisted by a large number of citizens,
Commander Gill and Mayor Davis made
addresses of welcome, which were hear-
tily responded to by the commissioners.
Gorvernor Mellette was present and wel-
comed them in behalf of the Dakotas.
Governor Foster stated that wise men
were needed as Indian agents, irrespec-
tive of party, as many of the Indians
were intelligent far beyond his former
belief, Gen. Crook said that more names
would have been secured had it not been
for money from outside sources, and that
it would not have been half as hard for
the commission as it had lLeen. More
names were secured than were needed.
The number of signatures was over 3,500
670 were obtained at Standing Rock,
The party left for the East. They are
badly in need of rest.

partment ofticials are in a happy frame
of mind over the success of the Sioux
commission, The following telegram,
dated at Fort Yates, announcing the
glad tidings, awaited Secretary Noble on
his arrival at his oflice:

Secretary of the Interior, Washington,
D. (.

We have won the fight, \We leave for

Chicago to-morrow. Will write you
fully from Chicago. (Signed) Foster,
Chairman.
The comumission, composed of ex-GGov-
ernor Foster, Maj.-Gen. Crook and Hon.
Williain Warner, commenced their work
among the Indians some two months
ago. Their cbject was to secure the con-
sent of two-thirds of the Sioux Indian:
to a surrender of about one-half of their
reservation of 21,000,000 acres of land to
the United States governmen', which in
turn would throw it open to public set-
tlement.

SUBSTANCE OF THE AGREEMENT,
According to the agreewent just
signed by the Indians they are to re-
ceive for the land surrendered, about
11,000,000 acres, ®#1.25 per acre for all
land taken by homstead settlers the first
three years; id cents per acre for all
land taken the next two years, and 50

cents per acre for all land
taken subsequently., The money re-
ceived for the land the govern-

ment will hold in trust for the Indians,
and invest %3,000,000 at once in United
States 5 per cent, bonds, the interest of
which will be devoted to the support of
the Indians. One-nalf of the interest of
this $3,000,000 fund is to be devoted to
promoting education among the Indians.
At the expiration of fifty years what is
left of the fund is to be divided among
the Indians per capita. Secretary Noble
is so well pleased with the work of the
comission that he has sent them a tel-
egram of congratulation and has for-
warded Governor Foster's telegram to
the president at Bar Harbor. No doubt
is expressed that when congress assem-
bles, it will ratify the work of the com-
mission.

STANDING Rock, N, D., Aug. 6.—Chief
Gall, who heretofore has been most bit-
terly opposed to the Sioux treaty, signed
Monday morning. The Blackfeet and
Upper and Lower Yanktons followed
Gall and signed with a rapidity and
eagerness thut proved the wonderful in-
fluence of that powerful chief., All day
the Indians were signing, and by night
the 11,000,000 acres of land to which the
whites have been looking longingly for
S0 many years was theirs, There are
now enrolled 685 names, and this, with
the others obtained elsewhere, accom-
plishes the purpose {or which the com-
mission was appointed —to obtain the
signatures of three-fourths of all the
male adult Sioux Indians, Sitting Bull
left the agency for his camp on Grand
river without signing the bill, His
power has been entirely broken down
and his influence shown to be nothing,
even his own band signing the treaty in
spite of his opposition.
