A DEFECTIVE STATUTE.

A Flaw Found in the Contract Labor Law
Which Renders It Inoperative.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 20,—The treasury
department has discovered a serious de-
fect in the law to prevent the importa-
tion of contract labor. It was made
whilo the case of the twenty-five glass-
blowers imported by Chambers & Mc-
Kev of Jeannette, Pa., was under con-
sideration. The original law provided a
punishment for those who imported la-
borers under contract, but made no dis-
position of the laborers. The Fiftieth
congress, in the last days of the first
session, amended the law by inserting a
provision for the return of the laborers
at the expense of the steamship company
which brought them over. However, it
did not give jurisdiction in such cases
to any court, and officials of the treas-
ury department say that if arrests
should be made under it, a writ of ha-
beas corpus would lie in each case. This
renders that portion of the law approvea
October 19, 1888, entirely inoperative,
and laborers imported into this country
under contract can remain without let
or hindrance. The cases iinmediately
affscted are thosa of the Pennsylvania
glass-blowers, and the Texas granite
workers, which have heen before the de-
partment recently.

THE NEW CONSTITUTION

Complied by the Bismarck
Convention.

Farm Improvements Not Taxable—
Governor Not Eligible to
the Senate.

School Funds to Remain Inviolate, the
Stale to Make Up any Deficiency
—The Courts.

BIsuMARCK, N, D, Aug, 19.—The North
I'akota convention has finished its work
cud adjourned. The constitution as
cowpleted covers forty-eight pages large
type. The preamble is brief and simply
suys: ‘“We, the people of North Da-
kota, grateful to Almighty God for the
blessings of civil and religious liberty,
do ordain and establish this constitu-
tion." Article one is the usual declara-
tion of rights, not differing materially
from the articles in all of our state con-
stitutions, Article two, legislative de-

artment, provides that the senate shall
e _composed of not less than thirty
members nor more than fifty. Senators
shall be elected for four years. A sena-
tor must be 25 years of age and a resi-

years. In making legislative districts,
counties must not be divided and por-
tions thereof attached to any other
county soas to form a district. The
house of representatives shall consist of
not less than sixty nor more than 140
members. Terwm, two years. Age of
members, 21 years and residence same
as in case of senators. No mewmber is
eligible to any other civil sorvice office
which was created, or the emoluments
thereof increased during the term for
which he was elected. Thereis a strong
section against bribery, direct or indi-
rect.

The assembly shall not pass local or
special laws in any of the following
cases:

For granting divorces. Laying out,
opening, altering or working roads or
highways, vacating roads, town plats,
streets, alleys or public grounds. Locat-
ing or changing county seats,
ing county or township atlairs,
lating the practice of courts of justice.
Regulating the jurisdiction and duties
of justices of the peace, magistrates or
constables. Changing the rules of evi-
dence in any trial or inquiry. Providing
for changes of venue in civil or criminal
cases, Declaring any person of age.
For limitation of civil actions. or giving
effect to informal or invahd deeds,
Summoning or impaneling grand or
petit juries. Providing for the manage-
ment of common schools. Regulating
the rate of interest on money. 7The
opening or conducting of any clection or
designating the place of voting. Char-
tering or lh:onsing ferries or toll bridges
or toll roads. Remitting fincs, penalties
or forfeitures. Creating, increasing or
decreasing fees, percentages or allow-
ances of public officers. Changing the
law of descent. Granting to any corpo-
ration, association or individual the
right to lay down railroad tracks, orany
special or exclusive privilege, immunity
or franchise whatever. For the punish-
ment of crimes. Changing the names of
persons or places. For the assessment
or collection of taxes. Affecting the es-
tates of deceased persons, minors or
others under legal disabilities, KExtend-
ing the time for the collection of taxes.
Refunding money into the state treas-
ury. Relinquisi:iing or extinguishing in
whole or in part the indebtedness, liabil-
ity or obligation of any corporation or
person to this state or to any municipal
corporation therein. Legalizing, except
as against the state, the unauthorized or
invalid act of any officer. Exempting
property from taxation. Restoring 1o
citizenship persons convicted of infa-
mous crimes. Authorizing the creation,
extension or impairing of liens. Creat-
ing offices or prescribing the powers and
duties of officers in counties, cities,
townships, election orschool districts, or
authorizing the adoption or legitimation
of children. Incorporation of cities,
towns or villages, or changiug or amend-
ing the charter of any town, city or vil-
lage. Providing for the election of the
members of thesboard of supervisors In
townships, incorporated towns or cities,
The protection of game or fish,

Terms of legislature shall begin on the
first Tuesday of January, except the
coming session, which shall begin on a
day fixed by the governor in a procla-
mation. Pay $5 a day and mileage 10
cents, Sessions shall be biennial, and
shall not exceed sixty days, except the
first session, which may last 120 days,
The governor shall be elected for two
years, salary $8,000 (until otherwise pro-
vided by law), 20 years of age, five years
a resident and ineligible to any other
office during the term for which he shall
have been elected. The lieutenant gov-
ernor's salary is $1,000. The governor
is invested with the usual powers, aiso
the power to disapprove any item or
items, part or parts of any bill making
aPproprintiona of money or property.
Under the head of the executive a secre-
tary of slate, auditor, treasurer, super-
intendent of public instruction, commis-
sioner of insurance, three railroad com-
missioners, attorney general, commis-
sioner of agriculture and labor are
provided, Terms of office two years.
I'reasurer made ineligible for more than
two consecutive terms. Salary of each
$2,000. All feesand profits arising from
any of the said offices shall be covered
into tho state treasury.

The Judicial Department,

This article vests the judicial power of
the state in a supreme court, district
courts, county courts and justices of the
peace, and such other courts as may be
created by law for cities and towns.
Supreme court consists of three memn-
bers, elected by the people; term of
office, six years. Judges must be 3v
vears of age and a resident three years.
Three terms of court a year—one at
Grand Forks, one at Fargo and one at
the capital. The legislature has the
power to increase the number of judges
when the population reaches 600,000,
Compensation shall be prescribed by the
legis{ature. District courts six, dis-
tricts as follows, until otherwise pro-
vided by law :

District No. 1 shall consist of the
counties of Pembina, Cavalier, Walsh,
Nelson and Grand Forks,

District No. 2 shall consist of the
counties of Ramsey, Towner, Benson,
Pierce, Rolette, Bottineau, McHenry,
Church, Renville, Ward, Stevens

Mountraille, Garfield, Flannery and Bu-
furd.

District No. 3 shall consist of the
counties of Cass, Steele and Traill,

District No. 4 shall consist of all
of the counties of Richland, Raunsom,
Sargent, Dickey and McIntosh.

District No. 5 shall consist of the
counties of Logan, La Moure, Stuteman,
Barnes, Wells, Foster, Eddy and Griggs.

District No. 6 shall consist of the
countioes of Burleigh, Emmons, Kidder,
Sheridan, McLean, Morton, Oliver, Mer-
cer, Williams, Stark, Hetsinger, Bow-
man, Billings, McKenzie, Dunn, Wal-
lace and Allred, and that portion of the
Sioux Indian reservation lying north of
the seventh standard parallel. Number
can be increased every four years by a
two-thirds vote of the legislature. Age
of district judges, 25 years at least, and
residence at least two years. Counties
of 2,000 people that want county courts
can have them by a majority vote.

The article on elective franchise pro-
vides for the voting of women at any
election held for school purposes solely.

In the article ou jncorpoiations other
than municipal it is provided that the
board of railroad commissioners shall fix
rates, but it is also provided that appeal
Ay be had to the courts of the state
from the rates so fixed, but the rates
fixed sball be in force pending the de-
rision of the coyrts.

The article on taxation taxes all prop-
erty by uniform rule according to its
true value in money. [n taxing lands
plowing and cultivation are not to be
considcred as adding any value to the
land. Railroad lands shall bo asseased
at their actual value, and the samo shall

apportioned to the counties, cities,
towns, townships and districts. The
legislature may pass a gross carnings
aw.

Educational School Lande.

The article on school and publio lands
provides that the proceeds of the same
shall forever remain inviolate, and may
be increased but never diminished, ana
the state shall mako good all losses. The
coal school lands shall never be sold but
may b leased. No more than one-fourth
of the school lands shall be sold within
the first five years, and ten years aftor
the same become salable. " Minimum
price, $10 per acre. Superintendent of
vublic instruction, governor, attorney
general, secretary of state and auditor
constitute the board of commissioners,
Under the authority of this board the
county superintendent of schools, chair-
man of the county board of commis-
sioners and county auditor shall consti-
tute a board of appraisal in cach county.
Terms of sale, vne-tifth cash, one-fifth
in ten years, one-fifth in fiftcen years,
and one-fifth in twenty years, at not less
than 6 per cent. interest, payable annu-
ally in advance. Sales at public auction
after sixty days advertisement. The
university and other educational and
charitable grants of land are to bo dis-
posed of under the same conditions,
School lunds can be leased for pasturage
and meadow purposes, but not for a pe-
riod longer than five years. Cultivated
school lands, until sold, can be leased for
general farming  purposes. The school
fund shall be investea only in bonds of
school corporations within the state,
United States bonds or North Dakota
bonds, or in first wmortgages on farm
lands in the state, not exceeding one-
third of the actual value of the land
given as security. \Values to be deter-
mined by the board of appraisers.

The sherifl and treasurer of any
county shall not hold their offices more
than four years in succession.

The state debt shall never exceed
§200,000, exclusive of the debt existing
at the time of the adoption of this con-
stitution. The debt of any county,
township, school district, or any other
subdivision, shall never exveed 5 per
cent of the assessed value of the taxable
property. existing indebtedness included.
Cities enjoy an exemption of 4 per cent.
