General Superintendent Mohler and Division
Superintendent Jenks, came up on a special
train Wednesday evening. These gentlemen
have been making an extended tour examin-
ing the condition of the crops In various local-
ities, and express themselves as highly grati
fied at the improvement which has taken
place within the last two weeks. Mr. Mohler
expressed the opinion that the yield of wheat
would be much larger than last year through-
out North Dakota.
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Willow Lake Itemws.

A few items from this quarter may be of in-
terest to some of your readers,

Crops in the neighborhood of Goose and Wil-
low lakes have suffered seriously for want of
rain. A nice shower visited a limited tract
June 29th, but too late to save much of the
graio, though it has helped some pieces. The
yleld in this region will be but light on the
best pieces, while many acres will never be
harvested. Last Saturday evening a slight
shewer was accompanied by some hail, whicb,
however, was not of sufficient quantity to
damage crops. A few hailstones of great aize
fell, averaging hardly a halt dozen to the
square rod at this point. Fifteen minutes aft-
er the hail ceased, diligent search by the light
of the stars and the young moon sufficed to
produce only a vegetable ¢ish full, from the
size of a hickory nut to seven inches in circum-
ference.

To-day a party of three have bLeen to visit a
veritable curiosity ia the southeast corner of
Griggs county. It is a small mud volcano,
situated in the valley of the Sheyenne weet of
the river. The mouund formed by the overflow
of this mud spring, as it sems to be, Is some
ten feet high, and perhaps somewhere near
twenty feet wide aud forty or fifty in length.
On the summit of this mound we found a
pool of mud six or eight feet in length by one
and a half to two or two and a half in breadth.
We thrust the longest stick at hand ioto the
soft, mortar like mud to the depth of six or
seven feet without finding bottom. Stones
and buffalo bones thrown In it went down
nobody knows how far. Itis sald that some
persons in the neighborhood kave thrust a six-
teen foot pole into it without finding bottom,
1t is also stated by residents in the neighbor-
hood that in the winter it sometimes freezes
over for a time, and then bursts out again and
overflows. Mud of different consistency may
be found over the top and down the slopes of
the mound, in some places dried and corrugat.
ed by cracks. To those interested in natural
curiosities it is worth going some distance to
witness the strange phenomenon.

CURIOBITAS.

At Fargo on Monday evening the Nor.hweet-
ern Association of Retail Lumber dealers was
formed, with Col. W. H. Robinson, of May-
ville, president; O. C. Seailes, vice president;
J. M. Fisher, secretary and treasurer. Theee,
together wito J. H. Gale and E. T. Spafford,
were elected a board of directors. It was de-
cided to Increase the membership as much as
possible, and to arrange for representation in
the Natlonal association,
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1t was the univereally expressed opinion of
all who attended the opening of the constitu-
tional convention and the celebration at Bis-
marck on the Fourth of July, that the city
had doue itselt proud. The stores, public
bulldings and residences were all bhandsomely
decorated, each one seemiug to vie with his
neighbor in seeing who could make the finest
display. It was conceded that the Tribune of-
fice made the finest display of any single estab-
lishment in the city. The processlon which
escorted the members of the constitutional
convention to the capitol wae not only pro-
nounced by those who have seen many of the
most brilliant that bave taken place in the
country, as being equal to any they had ever
seen, butln some respects it was unique, and
could hardly have been duplicated In any oth-
er city in the United States. The noted Indian
chlefs who marched in line accompanied by
their braves and equaws, were the observed of
all observers. The citizens of Bismarck are to
be congratulated, and they may rest assured
that the $th of duly, 1859, will ever remain a
green spot in the memory of those who were
fortunate enough to be in their city on that
occasion. The members of the Press associa-
tion feel under great obligations to the gontle.

ed in providing for their comfort and recrea-
tion.
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It is now beyond question that a great deal
of damage to the wheat in Steele county has
been done by the long continued dry weather
which has prevailed almest continuously slnce
spring. The showers which have fallen have
not furnished sufficiont moisture to save the
crops. On summer fallow and on new land
the wheat presents a fairly good Appearance,
and an average yield may be looked for, but
onold laud it is almost a failure. Kast of
Hope the crop seoms to be much better than
west of town.

Editors of the state met at Huron to consult
on the best way to place the probibition matter
before the people of South Dakota.

Abont 100 Indians at the Crow creek agency
signed the bill. White Ghost and Ball
Ghost opposed it. The prospect is not encour-
aging.

Minnehaha county is soon to erect a mew
court house. The contract for its construction
has been awarded to the Sioux Falls granite
company for $83,000,

Hillsboro Banner: At a depth of 105 feet W.
H. York has secured an artesian well with the
largest flow In town. A two inch pipe is filled

and overflows when carried ten feet above the
surface.

Hon. 8. §. Cox and wife arrived at James-
town from Huron on the 5th, on their way to
Biswmarck, and were tendered a magnificent
reception by the citizens of Jamestown at the
Gladstone,

There isastrong effert being made to ar-
range for the building of a railroad between
Aberdeen and Watertown, and the leading
citizens of both places are working hard for
the scheme.

Joseph Bolack, for three years treasurer of
Tomlinson school district, New Rockford, is a
defaulter to the amount of 82,700. He started
for the Canadian line with the sheriff and his
bondsmen hot on his trail.

It issald that editor McClure, of Devil's Lake
has secured the pledges of two-thirds of the
members of the Bismarck convention to vote
for a plank In the constitution submitting the
question of capital removal to a vote of the
people.

The fight for constitutiional prohibition will
be & memorable one in the history of South
Dakota. The odds, leaving money out of the
question, is slightly in favor of the *“drys,” but
the “wets,” with a “‘bar'l” may make the re-
sult very close,

It is thought that the water of the Devil's
Lake artesian well possesses some remarkable
mediciual qualities. It is reported to be high-
ly impregnated with sodium-sulphate, chloride
and carbonate—and has a moderate amoun of
sulphur potassium and magnesia.

Presldent Fancher has appointed the follow-
Ing committee to confer with a similar com-
mittes from South Dakota to adjust the debt
aud divide the assets: E. W. Camp. W. K.
Purcell, B. F. Spaulding,} H. Harrls, Alex.
Griggs, A. Sandager, John W. Scott.

The assignee of the Bank of Wahpeton was
ready to file his statement of the assets and li-
abilities of the bank when an injunction was
served upon him asking that cause be shown
why a receiver should not be appointed. The
liabilities are found to be $30,467.17, and as-
sets §$31,087.05,

The Republican state central committee of
South Dakota have elected Wm. T. Coad of
Deadwood, chairman, and James M. Gridley,
permanent secretary. A call is prepared for a
state convention to meet at Huron, Aug. 28,
for the purpose of placing in nomination a re-
publican state ticket to be voted for in the
electlon which is to occur Oct. 1.

Pembina County Democrat: The Indian
mound about eight miles south and west of
Walhalla in Cavalierjcounty, is one of the won-
ders of Dakota. 1t stands on the prairie en-
tirely separated from other mountaine, is about
eighty feet in diameter at its base, and nar-
rows down in its fifty feet of height to a small
sunken surface on its top. Many are the sup-
positions as to its origin, but as no satistactory
reason has yet been given other.than its name
would signify it is still called the Indian
Mound. Many strange legends are told by the
Indians in eonnection with this peculiar shap-
ed hill.
