seriously injured than was at first
supposed. It is not positively known that

Between the ranks of police and stiikers
Duluth’s intrepid mayor, John B. Suthpin,
pushed his way and the firing ceascd. le
told the strikers to cle.r the streets and go
to their homes. Hundreds dodgad away
around the corners of adjacent streets and
then a rush was made by the strikers to
carry off their wounded.

We advocate equal and just taxation of
property, a phohibition State, and the electing
of United States Senators by the direct vote of
the peoplo of each State; courts of arbitration
that justice, not precedent, may govern, the
Australian system of voting, and the abolition
of the contract system on Natlonal, State and
municipal works. Also that the criminals of
the State be made self-supporting; that the
school lands be leased to the highest re-
sponsible bidder until sold: that the con-
stitutional convention be requested to ssb
mit separately the question of granting full
suffrage to women, and that of the public of-
cers as many as possible should be elected and
