SIX THOUSAND DROWNED,

Fearful Loss of Life by Flood in China—
Ten Thousand Homeless People—Many
Villages Inundated.

SAN Fraxcisco, July 16.—The steamer
City of New York arrived Monday evening
from Hong Kong and Yokohama. The
Japan Gazette of the 20th it
says intelligence has been received
at Hong Kong from Kiaying Chau,
a prefecture in the northeast of
Kwangtung, that early on the morning of
the 2d inst. the Chan Ping and Ping Yuen
districts were flooded by the bursting of
a waterspout or tornado, described
by the Chinese as a water dragon, and
the level country flooded with near-
ly thirty-six feet of water..

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DROWNED IN A DELUGE.

Cloud-Bursts Find an Number of Victims In
M;urylund and Nebraskas — Disastrous
.Storms Elsewhere.

Bavtivorg, Md., July-15.—A water-spout
caused the sinall streams known as Herring
run and Moore's run, northeast of Balti-
more, to rise to an unprecedented height
Baturday aftornoon, bursting two dams,
ons called Reed's dam and the other
at Casper Bobb's place on the Bell-
nire road. The water rusked down
in a wall twenty feet deep, sweeping
every thinz before it. Several people
were drowned. As far as known, two men
on the Bellaire road, named Powell and

formed a whirlwind and..thence moved-. Scheillner, were drowned mn Herring run;

George Lingenfelder, his wife and father
and a Mrs. Seifert on Moore's run. Mr.
_Lingenfelder was coming to market at
Baltimore, and tried to cross the bridge,
from which he wasswept. Mrs. Seifert met
bher death in a similar mannor. Horses
and cattle were drowned in large num-
bers, and property and crops are swept
away. The damage done can not be fully
estimated. Nearly every bridge crossing
Herring run was swept away, including
the large iron bridge at Bobb's. Fields of
grain were destroyed and trucking farms
ruined. The roads are all wiped out. The
tracks of the Hall’s Springs horse rail-
way were twisted and turned into utter
ruin. A large country store on the Hart-
ford road was swept away. There was a
washout on the Maryland Central rail-
road at Guilford's station, causing a
suspension of travel. John McCormick’s
barn on the Frederick road was
struck by lightning and burned. Loss,
| §3,00. Yive people in it were stunned, but
| are rccovering. The Herring run race-
| track was damaged to the extent of $2 000,
John Colburn’s house at Creek Neck was
partly wrecked by lightning and his whole
family injured.

Fort RopinNsoN, Neb., July 15.—A cloud-
burst occurred in Soldier Creek valley
about daylight Saturday. Some of the
waves were six feet high. Four people,
Marsh Duncan and three of his children,
are known to have been drowned. It is
feared many other lives have been lost.
Colonel Telford has sent out a company of
the Eighth Infantry to search for dead and
carry assistance to the sufferers.

HEAVY STORMS ELSEWHERE.

PeTERSBURG, Va., July 15.—A wind-storm
which assumed almost the proportions of a
tornado passed over Dinwiddie County in
the vicinity of Darvill, which did an im-
mense amount of damage. Trees were
uprooted and barns and fences lev-
eled to the ground The storm
was accompanied by a heavy fall of
rain and hail, and the crops suffered terri-
bly, especially from the hail, which cut to
pleces oats, wheat, corn and vegetation.
The storm was also very severe in Sussex
County, in the neighborhood of Waverly
station, on the Norfolk & Western ratlroad,
where one boy was killed and another prob-
ably fatally injured by a falling tree. The
oat crop was literally ruined.

Prarrspure, N, Y., July 15.—A terrific
hail, rain and wind-storm passed over
Plattsburg, Burlington (Vt.) and other
places along Lake Champlain Saturday
afternoon. In this city electric light,

telephone and telegraph wires were
prostrated, trees were blown down
and many windows were broken

by hail-stones. In the country farm-
ers lose heavily on grain and fruit. At Bur-
lington the Telephone Exchange was part-
ly burned by lightning. Damage to build-
ings, wires and crops are reported from
nearly every place along the lake. Many
narrow escapes from drowning are re-
ported.

Evaxsvirie, Ind., July 15.—Much dam-
age is reported from the lower Ohio on ac-
count of the copious rain-fall since Thurs-
day afternoon. The water came down in
torrents, and it is asserted that within two
hours there was a three-inch fall Saturday
morning. Growing crops were necessarily
damaged, and in some places immense oat
and tobacco fields were completely sub.
merged and the crops ruined. The stricken
section extends from Cairo to Smithland,
on both sides of the river.

Davexrort, Ia., July 15 —The heaviest
rain-storm known in years visited this sec-
tion Saturday night. In this and sur-
rounding cities considerable damage was
done Dby overtiowed streets and cel-
lars, while in the country wind and
water caused considerable destruction to
crops. Corn and oats are both pretty gen-
erally mowed down by the fury of the
storm, and, while the former will probably
rise, this is not expected to be the case
with oats, concerning which farmers are
very much discouraged and fear great
losses.

A CYCLONE.

« Dentroys Nearly Every Bullding In
Kongsberg—Children Killed.

A terrific wind-storm visited Kongsberg
the other day, demolishing nearly every
building in the town and killing two chil-
dren. The weather had been very warm
until noon, when the wind rose with won-
derful fury, striking the town at about
three o’clock und sweeping a path across
the county. It was so sudden that no ef-
fort'to escape could be made, and many
injuries to persons are reported. Vander-
sin’s elevator was the first building to fall
with the rush of the tempest, and directly
afterward the large barn of Dr. McKenney
was struck and instantly demolished. The
residences of Harrison Friunklin and John
Neuby next succumbed to the violence of
the storm, and at iength the residence of
Benjamin Franklin and the blacksmith shop
of Joseph Maxelbaum were leveled to the
ground as the whirlwind passed away to
the east. Maxelbaum was badly injured by
the falling ot his shop, as he had rushed in
to save some property. Many other per-
sons in the town were hurtt The two chil-
dren of a farmer just east of town were
killed.

Crop Fallure in South Dakota.

John R Elder recently made a trip
through nearly every county in South-Da-
kota, and says that with the exception of
very few localities the wheat crop is an al-
moat complete failure. Most of it stands
less than six inches high, and is headed out
with the kernel dried up and nothing left
but the hull. Corn is showing the effects ot
the drought and at the best will be but a
half crop. Water is very scarce and pastur-
age very short.

Assaulted by a Rough.

A prohibition worker named Cotton, and
a clergyman, was assaulted by a rough in
Wakonda recently and ordered to leave
town. Asitis Cotton's home he refused
and continued his work of securing sig-
natures to the voters' pledge. This angered
the rough uand he attempted to assault the
dominie, who knocked himm down with a
scoop shovel.

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MAKING STATE CONSTITUTIONS,

NORTH. DAKOT.%,

Proceedings of the Constitutional Conven
tion,

Bismarck, N, D. July 11.—The announce-
ment of the standing committtees in the
constitutionul convention was the item of
intere:t in today’s proceedings. The
farmers are pleased to a man. Thoy did
not get as many committoes as the law-
yers but they gct the committees they
wanted. The appointment of Judge Car-
land as chairman on judiciary department
is approved by all parties and clements,
The question of woman suffrage will go to
the commitae on franchise, where it wil]
be met Ly a chairman who is unfriendiy
to the scheme in any shape or form. The
chairman of the committee on temperance,
A. P. Hugen, is pronounced in favor of
constitutional prohibition and his commit-
teo is also of the same view on that sub-
ject. 1t is probable that this question
will be submitted toa vote ofthe people
in the form of an amendment to the con.
stitution.

Bi-marck, N. D., Julv 12.—When the
convention assembled in the afternoon
the motion to authorize the joint commis-
sion in charge of the division of the as-
sets and liabilities of the territory to set-
tle temporarily the boundery line between
North and South Dakota was taken up
and carried. M. N. Johnson offered tie
following article for the new constitution,

**Common carriers shall convey all troops of
the state militin when on duty, and all officers
of the military, executive, legislative and ju-
dicial departiments of the state government
when traveling on oflicial business, at & uni-
torm rate not 1o exceed oue cent per mile, to
be }mid out of the state treasury as provided
by law."”

Mr. Griggs presented a resolution de-
claring that no new counties shall be
established which shall reduce any county
to less than 400 square miles, or to less
than 2,00) inhabitants. nor shall any coun-
ty be formed of less area or containing a
less population. County seats to be
changed by a two-thirds vote of the peo-
ple, to be provided for by a general law.
Mr. Moer presented a resolution looking
to the taxation of the Northern Pacific
railroad. The rest of the day was spent
in committee work.

Bismanck, N. D., July 13.—A large num-
ber of proposed articles were presented.
Messrs. Flemington, Rowe, Pollock and
Haiger introduc2d articles providing for
constitutional prohibition of the manufac-
ture and sale of intox cating liquors. My,
Johnson offered a compact w.th the United
States providing for toleration of religious
beliefs; disclaiming all right to unappro-
priated public lands within the limits of
the state; exempting United States lands
from taxation; assuming a due proportion
of the debt and liavilities of the territory
of Dukota previous to the adoption of this
constitution, and ordering the establish-
ment and maintenance of publicjnon-sec-
tarian echools. Mr. Johnson also offer-
ed a long article with nineteen
scctions relating to corporations,
Parsons offered an article making Bis-
marck temporary capitol. Mr. Camp an
article providing for a board of pardons.
Mr. Clark desired the constitution to pro-
vide for boards of arbitration. Articles
for uniform taxation and minority repre-
sentation in the legislature were present-
ed. Mr. Bartlet wished to provide for a
legislature consisting of two houses, a
senator from each county, and a house
consisting of from 75 to 150 members. Mr.
Bartlet also offared an art'cle to consider
as fraudulent all ballots purporting to be
aregular party ticket, but baving other
names printed thereon. He further pre-
posed to empower the legislature to pro-
vile for the qualifications of ofliceholders.

Prohibition of the liquor trafic has num-
erous advocates, but the majority of the
convention favors its submission, as an
amandment, to the vote of the people.

Bisyanrck, N. D. July 15.—The question
is shall the legislature of North Dakota
consist of one or two bodies. The friends
of the one body idea are working strong.
Mr. Stevens today introduccd the follow-
ing:

Reusolved that the conetitution provide that
the Jegislative authority of this state shall
rostin a single body, to be called legisiative
assembly, which shall consist of not less than
100 members, to be elected by the people, pro-
vided the legislative assembly may from time

to time increase the number of members as
necessity may require.

There were also two resolutions intro-
duced providing forjindependent senatori
al and representative districts. Mr. Wal-
lace presented a measure looking to the
taxation of mortgages, and making such
taxation a lien on the property and a se-
curity. If paid by the sccurity, it is add-
ed to the debt, but if paid by the owner of
the property it shall constitute a payment
on the debt. Mr. Wallace’s proposition is
the same that has been submitted as an
amendment to the eonstitution of Illinois.
Mr. Flemington introduced a measure
looking to the preservation of county and
municipal credit, The measure prohibits
aid to privato corporations or associations.
Richardson introduced an article provid.
ing for non-sectarian schools, also one
recognizing God and in favor of the civil
Sabbath,

Articles were introduced making the
customary exemptions from taxation; te
punish the improper use of public money;
declaring legislators not elegible to ap-
poiuntive offices. The committee on exe-
cutive decided in favor of granting the
governor pardoning power and unlimited
veto power.
