As < ompared with the corre­
sponding week of 1888 the increase amount­
ed to 13.3.

JOHN GLENN, a twelve-year-old hoy, of 
Lebanon, Ind., on the 18th playfully point­
ed a supposed empty gun at Lewis Smith 
The gun, exploded and Smith received a 
fatal wound. 

AT Purvis, Miss., the managers of the re­
cent Sullivan-Kilrain fight. Referee Fitas-
patrlck. Bud Renaud and others, were ar­
rested on the 18th and gave bail to appear 
at the next term of court. 

CAPTAIN ABBOTT, with a posse, raided the 
United States Hotel near Dayton O., on tho 
18th, and secured two carpet-sacks of spur­
ious ten-dollar bills.

The bullet, however, mi sed, and the 
would-be assassin was arrested. 

ON the Island of Arran and the main land 
of Scotland a shock of earthquake was felt 
on the 17th. The shock was so severe that 
houses were violently shaken. 

WHILE attempting to "shoot" Roche's 
rapids, near Ottawa, Ont, with a raft on 
the ISth six men were drowned. 

FLAMES on the 18th at Constantinople de­
stroyed two hundred houses.

LATER. 
HUUJJ by Cowboys. 

CHEYENNE, Wyo., July 22.—James Aver-
Ill and the notorious cattle queen Kate 
Maxwell were lynched by cowboys last 
night. The bodies of the man and woman 
were hung from the same limb of a big 
tree. The scene of the deed iB on the 
Sweetwater river in Carbon county, near 
Independence Roclt. Kate Maxwell was 
the heroine of a sensational story which 
appeared in the newspapers throughout 
the country three months ago, when she 
raided a gambling house and recovered a 
large sum of money won from her em­
ployes. 

Averill and his remarkable partner have 
been very active in thieving. Tho woman 
could hold her own on the range, riding 
like a demon, shooting on the slightest 
pretext, and handling the lariat and 
branding iron with the skill of the most 
expert vaquero. Fifty freshly branded 
yearling steers were counted in the Aver-
ill and Maxwell herds Saturday morning. 
A stock detective whose suspicions were 
aroused was driven from the place when 
he was noticed viewing the stolen prop, 
erty. This circumstance was reported to 
the ranchmen, who determined to rid tho 
country of the desperate pair. Word was 
passed along the river, and fifteen to 
twenty men gathered at a designated 
place, and galloped to the cabin of Averill 
and Cattle Queen Kate without unneces­
sary noise. The pair were quickly cap­
tured and without ceremony taken out 
and hanged. Averill whined and begged 
for mercy while Kate cursed everything, 
even challenging the Deity to harm her. 
There will probably be no inquest. 

Thieves and Murderers Lynched. 

ALBUQUERQUE, N. M., July 22,— Last Sat­
urday three cattle and horse thieves, 
members of a notorious band of Mexicans 
who have committed many depredations 
in this city, were captured by Deputy 
Sheriff Charles Lowens and posse and 
imprisoned in a vacant house near Kelly, 
N. M. Before the capture the ithieves, 
three in number, engaged the posse in 
battle during which their leader and 
Deputy Lowens were shot dead. Last 
night a party of cowboysoproceeded to the 
bouse where the remaining thieves were 
imprisoned, overpowered the guard and 
hanged the prisoners after riddling their 
bodies with bullets. 

Stabbed by a Tliler. 
KANSAS CITY, Mo., Julv 22.—Police Offi­

cer Call this morning arrested Leo White 
a colored thief. On the way to tho station 
the negro drew a dirk and thrust it twice 
into the officer's breast The wounds are 
fatal.

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WINDOM NOT ALARMED. 

Ufce Secretary of the Treasury Does Not 
Apprehend a Stringency in tlie Money 
Market. 

NEW YORK, July 20.—A special to the 
Times from Washington says: Secretary 
of the Treasury Windom is not 
troubled by tho publifhid reports 
that the roservo in tho New York 
banks is getting dangerously low, and that 
there aro indications of a stringency in 
the money market which may cull for some 
action by the 'Treasury Department. The 
Secretary Haid that he could see no evi­
dence of money being light,, from tho fnct 
that while the department offered to buy 
bonds at a liberal figure the offers were uot 
numerous. Said he: 

"if money was in d?mand bonds would not 
be held back as thoy now are. The price wo 
havo establ slied is a liberal one, and on tho 
bonds tho holders are getting only 2 per cent., 
while on tho 4J4s lhe interest is only 
a tr.flc over 1 yet there is no 
grout alacrity shown by the holders 
of thoso bonds to sell them to the 
Government and convert tlicm into cosh. It is 
true that the people who hold bonds aro not 
the pcoplo who want money, but what can 1 
do? We dare not go to wor.; and offor u price 
fur in exoess of tlioir value so as to induce tho 
people to sell their bonds to tho Government, 
the price which we aro now paytnj; being all 
thut thev are worth." 

Mr. Windom picked up the daily report 
made by the Treasurer of the United States 
showing the disposition of the public funds, 
and, after glancing at the figures, con­
tinued : 
' The surplus now amounts in round figures 

to $51*,000.000, which, accord ng lo ibis re­
port, $4.),OOJ.OO >, including tho current balance, 
is in the hands of tho banks, and $14,000,00.) 

I Is ln;the Treasury. The money in the banks 
' is about the same as when Mr. Fail-child was 
Secretary of tho Treasury. It lias been re­
duced somewhat, but not very much, as I 
wanted to bo conservative, and did not care 
to do any thing which might disturb trado. It 
is true this amount might be increased, but I 
do not believe in the plan, and should not care 
to increase the amount without the action of 
Congress. So you see the great bulk of the 
surplus is in the banks, to be usod by the peo­
ple, and tho Treasury could not do vory much 
more unless authorized by Congress." 

•'I see no indications of a stringent money 
market, and the reports which reach me do 
uot show that it is generally feared. Since I 
have been in the Treasury Department I can 
-.afely say that I havo no*, received a half-dozen 
tppeals for money or requests that the depart-
nent would liberate money. I have not heard 
ihat tho New York banks were losing their 
noncy, and the general impression conveyed 
io me has been that money was plentiful." 

ANOTHER "TRUST." 

BnglJsli Capitalists Form a Syndicuto for 
the Purpose of liuying Amorican lirlck-
Yards—Those of Detroit Already Sold. 

LONDON, July 20.—A joint stock company 
iras organized hero yesterday, which is of 
;ho nature of a trust, for the purchase of 
ihe principal brick-yards in tho United 
States. The negotiations have air, ady 
>een practically concluded with George 
iV. Moore ,a well-known Michigan attorney, 
io far as the brick-yards of tho city of Detroit 
ire concerned, the English syndicate agree-
ng to purchase the plant and material 
>f the several yards there for about 
>500,000. The propositions made in-
jlude the real estate and good will of 
:ach firm selling out The brick-yards 
>f Detroit are said to have an annual ng-
fregate capacity and output of 80,000,000 
jrick at from six dollars to seven dollars a 
iliousand, the yearly business amounting 
;o over $400,000. This capital combination 
n il! be of an entirely different charac­
ter to that recently organized to 
jperate the American breweries. Tho plan 
)f the brick-yard trust is to extinguish the 
unaller yards and concentrate the business 
in one or two large yards. New and im­
proved machinery is contemplated which 
prill produco brick at a reduced price. The 
tyndicate will take charge of the De-
;roit brick-yards withiu thirty days. 

THE ENCAMPMENT. 

Commander Warner Urges All Poits to 
Send Big Delegations to Milwaukee.

THREATENED WITH FAMINE. 

Farmers In the Canadian Northwest Sub­
sisting on Field Mice and Gophers. 

GRAFTON, D. T., July 20.-Crops in the 
Canadian Northwest and along the Dakota 
line aro in bad shape. Farmers are almost 
destitute, and some instances are re­
ported where they are subsisting on 
field mice and gophers. In the Can­
adian Northwest proper the crops 
are nil A party of emigrants from the 
Souris country were met Thursday at the 
boundary line. They had traveled 300 
miles through a well-settled country on the 
Canadian side without seeing a fair crop, 
and say a great many settlers are leav­
ing their land to drive their cattle to 
timbered country on thiB side. Some 
families looked famine stricken and had 
eaten nothing but potatoes and turnips for 
some months. They were afflicted with 
scurvy and were sacrificing themselves to 
save their cattle. At one place north­
west from Turtle Mountain a family 
of English emigrants, who were traveling 
back to the mountains, had killed and were 
eating a young colt The suffering in that 
isolated region will be awful, and those 
who have means wiil leave in such num­
bers as to depopulate that Bection. 

Ex-Alderman McQuade Free. 
BAIXSTON SPA, N. Y., July 20.—Arthur J. 

McQuade was one of the Board of Alder­
men of New York City in 1881, members of 
which, including McQuade, were indicted 
in 1881 for alleged bribery in con­
nection with the Broadway railroad fran­
chise. McQuade was convicted and was for 
months confined in Sing Sing. His counsel 
secured a new trial by due processes of law, 
and the ease was removed to this county 
for trial. The case was submitted to the 
jury Friday night at 7 o'clock, and at 8 p. 
m. a verdict of "Innocent" was rendered 
McQuade is now free.

MANY PERISH. 
Great LOBS of Lift and Damage to Prop­

erty by the Floods In the Little Kan a. 
wha Valley—Serious Result of -Heavy 
Storms III Ohio and Now York—IJght* 
nlng Kills Two Persons In Dakota. 
PARKERSBUMG, W. Va, July 22. —The news 

from the Hooded district shows that but a 
faint outline of the story was told in the 
first dispatches, and as remote dis­
tricts are heard from it is feared the loss of 
life and property will reach terrible 
proportions. News comes from Bavens-
wood, Jackson County, 11 which indi­
cates that at least a dozen lives 
were lost in that locality alone. What is 
described as a cloud-burBt descended upon 
the head waters of Pond creek and two or 
three other small tributaries to the Ohio, 
and the whole surrounding country was 
swept bare. The liBt of dead is very in­
complete, but at present it is known that 
Edward Blanco, Biohard Black and wife, 
Mrs. Thomas Hughes and four children 
and John Lockhart were drowned. Thomas 
Hughes' house was swept away. Hughes 
managed to save himself, but his wife and 
children were drowned before his eyea 
He says the water came down the valley of 
Pond creek like a wall, as though an im­
mense reservoir had burst, and his house 
and his earthly possessions, including his 
family, were blotted out in a twinkling. 

The great wave of water struck the 
house of ltlchard Black, and not a stone re­
mains to mark where It stood. The same 
thing is true of Edward Blanco's store and 
dwelling. Himself and wife were drown­
ed, and no trace either of their 
bodies or residence can be found. Barns 
were swept away by dozens, and animals 
were drowned by the hundred. The loss 
along the valley of Pond creek will reach 
$50,000, and in Jackson County $200,000. 
This is but one instance of the fury of the 
storm Every creek and river valley was 
a seething torrent The little town 
of Morristown, at the head of Tucker 
creek, was almost completely obliter­
ated, and reports place the loss of life there 
at sixteen. Among the dead are Joe, 
Jacob and Thomas Kiger, three brothers, 
who were swept away with their 
houses; Martin Lawless was also 
drowned. Other reports of life are 
constantly coming in, but it is 
impossible to get names, as there is abso­
lutely no means of communication. Many 
individual losses run into the thousands, 
and there are so many of these that to enu­
merate them would be to telegraph the 
census of the territory embraced in the 
valleyB of the streams. 

The county commissioners estimate that 
the 1O3S in this county alone will reach 
f500,000. Nearly all of this is on the south 
Bide of the Little Kanawha river. Farmers 
living on Lee creek, Clate creek. Big 
Tigart creek and Pond creek have lost 
nearly all their possessions. A meeting is 
to be held at once to discuss plans 
of relief. A cail for aid will be 
made, as many families in this and Wirt 
County are entirely without any thing on 
which to subsist A telephone message 
late Sunday eyening from Elizabeth says 
that the village of Morristown is entirely 
destroyed; eight dwelling houses, two 
stores, the Baptist church, tobacco packing-
bouse and other buildings are gone. Seven 
lives were lost on Tucker's creek. 

There was another sudden rise in the 
Elk and Poca rivers at Charleston Saturday 
aight. A great quantity of logs, ties, lum­
ber, hay, wheat and oats was destroyed 
The loss will at least reach 8100,000. 

LANCASTER, O., July 22.—One of the most 
flisastrous storms ever known in the Hock­
ing valley culminated Saturday in the 
breaking of Sharp's dam at Sugar grove, on 
the Hocking canal The dam held in store 
a large body of water that supplied the 
lower levels of the canal. The heavy rains 
had filled the reservoir to the banks, when 
suddenly the dam gave Way, and with a 
mighty roar the sea of water went out 
through the valley, taking with it every 
movable object 

For twenty miles the soil is plowed up. 
Trees, fences, crops and hundreds of head 
of live stock have been swept away. No 
lives were lost becanse the people had 
taken warning and because the houses are 
situated on the bluff that overlooks the 
valley. But the canal for miles is a wreck 
and thousands of feet of railrord track are 

"washed away. 
At Athens the Cincinnati, Washington & 

Baltimore and Hocking Valley railroad 
tracks are carried away, and trains will be 
delayed several daya Roads and bridges 
ore annihilated, and the whole valley for 
miles looks like a dry-water course. Com­
petent judges place the loss in the hun­
dreds of thousands. 

GAUON, O., July 22.-One of the heaviest 
losses Crawford County has sustained for a 
long time was caused Friday, when a cloud­
burst entirely destroyed Lake Gray, a 
pleasure resort, six miles from this place. 
Loss 42.-1,000. 

NEW YORK, July 22.—This city and vicini­
ty was visited by a severe rain-storm at 
an early hour yesterday morning. Water 
fell in what appeared to be solid streams. 
The storm lasted not over fifteen minutes, 
but while it did last almost any of the 
streets in the city would have been navi­
gable for small boats. On Beveral 
of the suburban roads serious 
delays to early trains were reported, 
especially in New Jersey, where the 
storm appears to have been particular­
ly severe. Several washouts were reported 
by passengers arriving from villages along 
the Northern railroad of New Jersey, where 
torrents of water poured down the slope of 
the palisades, tearing out the roadbeds 
and dcjjng great damage. One of the worst 
washouts was at Bidgefieft Park, N. J., on 
the New York, Susquehanna & Western rail­
road. Here txains were delayed several 
hours. 

STURGIB, D. T., July22.—Lightning struck 
the residence of Samuel Layster, in White-
wood, seven mileB west of this city, Friday 
night during a heavy storm. A son of 
Layster, aged 22 years, was instant­
ly killed The house caught fire and 
was totally consumed, along with all 
the household effects. A young child also 
in the house at the time was severely 
shocked, but is expected to recover. In 
this city the residence of P. A. Brig-
ham was struck and badly damaged 
None of the occupants were injured 
A bolt descended at Fort Mead, 
one and a half miles east 
of thiB city, and struck tho school-house 
occupied by the Government The build­
ing was badly wrecked. Several head of 
Btock were also killed on the range near 
here. Losses at present can not be given, 
but they will reach the thousands. 

LEARNING TO BE KING. 

The Prlnco of Wales to Believe Bit Moth-
er of Part of Her Work* 

LONDON, July 22.—In view of the declin­
ing health of Queen Victoria, she is mak­
ing arrangements by which the Prince of 
Wales will relieve her of much of her 
labor on state documents. The Prince, in 
case he assumes these new responsibil­
ities, wishes, it is said, to take the title of 
Prince Begent and to have the use of Buck­
ingham Palace and Windsor Castle, the 
Queen retiring to the palaces at Osborne 
and Balmoral In the event of this ar­
rangement being carried out, Prince Albert 
Victor will obtain Marlborough house. 

An Ohloan Kills Ills Wife and Her Father, 
and Takes 11M Own Lira. 

CLEVELAND, O., July 22.—At Edgerton, O., 
Sunday morning Hiram Hoadley, Jr., shot 
and killed bis wife and her father, a 
farmer named Newman, and then killed 
himself. Hoadley's wife had applied 
for a divorce and was living with 
her parents. Hoadley lay in wait 
for his wife as she went out to the 
barn to milk the cows, and shot her down. 
Newman, hearing the report, ran to his 
daughter's aid and received a bullet In the 
breast Hoadley then went to the house 
and tried to kill bis mother-in-law, 
failing in which he returned to the barn, 
lay down beside his wife's body and put a 
bullet in bis head. 

DAKOTA NEWS. 

THE CROP NEARLY RUINED. 

Beportn of Very Serious Damage to 
Wheat In Northern Dakota. 

Crops in the ontlre section of Dakota 
north of Statesman County wero recently 
burned nearly off, n few fields only show­
ing an average yield. There was rcportod 
to be butlittlo better prospects in &he 1'urtlo 
Mountain country. A careful estimate of 
Carryington A Casey, extensive wheat and 
elevator men, gives both Dakotas but 2.">,-
000,000 bushelB this year, to (i 1,000,0J0 last 
year. The increased acreage with au aver­
age crop should have given 75,000,000 bush­
els yield iu 18tf). The great bulk of the 
crop will, of course, come from the Red 
River valley, and that not so much from 
the superiority of the soil and climate as 
from the greater area under crop than any 
other portion of the Territory has. The 
greatest detriment to a successful crop thij 
year has been the exceedingly dry season. 

Prohibition In South Uikota. 
Tho South Dakota Prohibitionists aro 

getting ready for an aggressive campaign. 
It is said that two-thirds of-the members of 
the Constitutional convention at Sioux 
Falls are prohibitionists, who would not 
heBitate to put n prohibitory clause into 
the constitution did not the omnibus bill 
specifically provide that It bo substituted as 
a separate clause, to stand or fall on its 
own morits. Sam Small has been engaged 
to stamp South Dakota for prohibition for 
forty days, beginning August 'M, and he 
has challenged any man to meet him on the 
Issue. 

Mi\|or Warner Honored. 
A public reception was tendered recently 

to Major Warner, National Commnuder of 
the G. A. R», and other membors of tho 
Sioux commission, by Pierre citizens and 
the local post; of the G. A. R. Commissioner 
Warner said in reference to the coining 
National encampment at Milwaukee that its 
success compared to former years had been 
made doubtful by the railroad companiea 
He advised comrades to do their best to­
wards making this year's encampment a 
great success, and attend to the railroads 
afterwards.

Proceedings of tho GoaHitutlonil Con ven 
lion. 

BISMARCK, N. D., July 10.—The question 
of railroad taxation came up to-day on a 
a proposition from Coiton, Chairman of 
the committee on tuxuiion. He. proposes 
that the governor, secretary of state and 
auditor shail constitute a board of asses­
sors, aDd shall assess railroads for not 
less than 53.000 nor more than ;7,000 per 
mile. Tho opposition to this method 
comes from those who favor the gross 
earnlug.s system. Gray of Ca ss. proposed 
an article nroviding that school lauds 
shall not bo sold but loased. Article* 
wero introduced providing that in case pro­
hibition is established, tlio state shall in­
demnify brewers, distillers and dealers; to 
grant woman suffrage bv aid of the legis­
lature: prohibiting lotteries; giving jus­
tices of the peace iin-ir.diction in civil suits 
where the amount do -s not exceed {203. 
Tho ilint committee for division of prop­
erty aud debts of the territory held the r 
first meeting to-night. 

BISMARCK, N. D., July 17.—The commit­
tee on salaries and state officers has agreed 
upon its report. Tho salaries recommend­
ed are as follows: 

Governor, J:}.000: lieutenant ffovernor 
$2,000; auditor and coinuii.-sioiier of insur 
ance. y2,: 0U eacli; secretary of state, trcusur 
er, superintendent of public Instruction,com 
missloner of schools and public lands antt 
uttoruey general, $2,0u0 each. 

The committee also recommend that the 
railroad commission consist of three mem­
bors, who shall be elected and whose sala­
ry shall be s2,000 each. Upon the question 
of school lauds it is agreed that none shall 
bo sola for less than S10 per acre without 
tho consent of at least two consecutive 
legislatures, that no more than one-fourth 
of the landj shall bo sold within five 
years, and that at least one fourth shall 
never be sold; that lands may be leased, 
but not more than one section to one indi­
vidual or company, aud that no lease shall 
bo valid unless receiving the sanction of 
the state board of school lands. Articles 
were introduced prohibiting the employ­
ment of children under 15 years of ago in 
mines, factorio.*, etc: appointment of 
labor bureau; also one litoiting the stale 
debt to £500,000. In tho joint commission 
for division Caldwell of South Dakota, 
proposed that tho division of the public 
institutions lio made as they now stand, 
South Dakota assuming the indebtedness 
for those located in the South, and North 
Dakota assuming the debt on thoso ia the 
North. 

BISMAHCK, N. D., July IS.—Artcles were 
introduced as follows: Prohibiting the 
formation of trusts or combines to con­
trol tho price of any product, and provid­
ing for the forfeiture of charters and fran­
chises of companies violating the provis-
lm ; also providing that no act of tho 
legislature shall t>i ke effect until the first 
day of Ju y next after its passage; estab­
lishing boards of arbitration "to decide 
differences between corporat'ons and em­
ployes. The judicial committee has de­
cided to divide the state into six districts 

BISMARCK, N. D., July 10—The judlc ary 
committeo havo not settled the matter of 
county courts or division of the State. 
Articles were introduced as follows: to 
regulate freight charges; proposing that 
state senators be elected for two and four 
years; providing that supreme court 
judges shall be obliged to give their opin­
ion on important questions of law when 
required by tho governor, senate or house 
of representatives; making a three-fourths 
majority vote of tho petit jury a verdict; 
compelling school treasurers to deposit all 
school moneys in a national or other duly 
incorporated bank; providing for the 
election of two commissioners who shall 
act with the lieutenant governor and at­
torney general as a board of commission­
ers. for the sale and leasing of school 
lands; directing the legislature to provide 
for the speedy sale of one-fourth of tho 
school lands, and for not less than HO per 
acre; dividing the state into twenty-five 
senatorial districts, which shail have the 
same boundaries as the districts created 
for the election of members to the consti­
tutional convention, and that from each 
district there shall be elected one senator 
and three representatives. 

BISMAUCK, N. D., July 20—The constitu­
tional convention adjourned to-day with 
the transaction of no busiuess save the 
introduction of two articles. These were: 
Providing that all elections shall be by 
secret ballot; that ballots shall te provid­
ed by the state and counties respectively: 
that all electors must be registered ninety 
days before the day ot election, and pro­
viding that the only purposes for which 
funds may be used before or alter clcctxons 
by any candidate or h\s agent3 shall be for 
renting halls for meetings, postage in 
circulating political literature, newspaper 
advertising and payment of public speak­
ers nnd travelins exi enses. So many of 
the delegates went home last evening to 
remain over Sunday that there was barely 
a quorum, and as no committees were 
ready to report the convention adjourned. 

BISMARCK, N. D., July 23—Tho Williams 
complete constitution which has been pre­
sented to the convention creates consid-
able discussion. All who have read it 
acknowledge that it would not bo a serious 
mistake to adopt it, but it does not har­
monize with some ideas and therefore must 
undergo amendment. It conflicts with the 
judiciary committee, inasmuch as it favors 
the establishment of county courts, and 
conflicts with county court advocates by 
not abolishing the offlco of justice of the 
peace. It ignores woman suffrage; it does 
not suit Prohibitionists because it leaves 
the question entirely with the legislature 
and makes no provision for submitt:ngthe 
question to a vote. The time for the in­
troduction of articles exires to-day. The 
standing oommittees must report on or 
before Thursday. Articles were intro­
duced as follows: 

Deducting from the salaries of public offi­
cers who may bo guilty of netrlect of duty; 
disfranchising persons giving or receiving 
bribes for votes; prohibiting tho formation 
of? trusts; preventing the passage of any 
law exempting under the gross earnings tax 
system any property of a railroad other than 
that actually used in tho operating of the 
bus mesa: limiting household exemptions to 
JoOO: providing that nothing shall be exempt 
from distress and salo for taxes except wearing 
apparel and household goods: providing for 
sale one-fourth of school lauds in flvo years 
and not more than two-tnirda in ten years; 
making the senate 35 members and the house 
TO members.
