In various parts of Dakota complaints have 
been made of excessive hot weather, lack of 
rain and parched ground. But after all the 
drouth in Dakota has been very slight in the 
light of history. It is recorded that in 1303 
and 13(Wt, the Rhine, Loire, and Seine ran dry. 
The heat in several French provinces during 
the summer of 1705 was equal to that of a 
glass furnace. Meat could be cooked by 
merely exposing it to the sun. Not a soul 
daro veuture out between noon and four 
o'clock, and tbousauds were prostrated. Iu 
1718 many shops had to close and the theaters 
did not open their doors, for three monthB. 
Not a drop of water fell during six months. In 
1773 the thermometer rose to 118 degrees. In 
1778 the heat of Bolgna was so great that hun­
dreds of people perished in their houses. Peo­
ple took refuge under ground. In 1793 in our 
own country every green thing in many locali­
ties was burned up, fruit dried on the treeB 
and the furniture and woodwork of houses 
cracked and split.—Bismarck Tribune.

Dakota soil is the best on earth. Her 
grasses are the richest that grow. Her wheat 
is the best that the world produces. 

Where is the country that does not experi­
ence an occasional failure? It does not 
exist.

Go 
back to the older states to encounter not on ly 
drouth but grasshoppers, chinch bugs, Hessian 
fly, weevil, cutworm, cyclones, floods and ma 
laria—one or more of these pests and afflic­
tions every year. Better stay where jou are 
and endure an occasional set back and have 
good health. 

The man who loses his crop is not a pauper. 
Morally he has the same claim on the county 
and state that he would have If he were made 
destitute through other causes. It is no dis­
grace to be poor, especially when poverty is 
the reBult of circumstaneeB over which we 
hare no control. 

The Scientific American tells us that sugar 
for ceniuries after its introduction was only 
UBed medicinally. Even in the tenth century 
it seems to have been unknown as an article 
of diet. But the same was true of ardeni 
spirits. Alcohol in no form was used as a 
driuk iu the Middle Ages. Our foods ami 
drinks of to-day are alinoBt altogether recent 
inventions or discoveries. Our fruits are new, 
or so greatly improved as to be unrecogniza­
ble; and the same is true of our vegetables. 
Potatoes and tomatoes came into general use 
at a very recent date. The probabilities art-
that another century will place on our tables a 
great deal of food produced directly in the lab­
oratory, as sugar is, and not a product of nat­
ural growth. 

There has been found at St. Helena, ten 
miles below Yankton on the Missouri river, 
wonderful deposit of human bones.

Holy land Hallway. 
Application has been made by Joseph Ellas, 

formerly government engineer of the Lebanon 
for a concession for a railway from Haifa, on 
the Mediterranean, about midway between 
Tyre and Cesarea by way of Lake Gallilee, 
over the river Jordan to Damascus. Authority 
for the navigation of the lake and a priority of 
right for the extension of a line over any other 
applicant for three years is asked for. The 
line is to follow the river Kifhon for six miles, 
going within three and three-quarters miles of 
Nazareth, and then ascending the valley to the 
watersheds of the Jordan. The line will pro­
ceed along the northwest of the lake close to 
the plain of Genesaret, up the Jordan, cross­
ing it about two miles below Merim. From 
that point the line turns toward the east to 
Damascus, a distance of one hundred miles 
from the coast. A branch line will go to Na-
ova, the capital of the Hauran, with an option 
to continue on to Bosra, the ancient capital of 
Bashan. 

The practical part of Mr. Ellas' application 
is interesting. He estimates the population to 
be served at 600,000, or about S,000 to the 
mile. Damascus has about 200,000 inhabi­
tants, and there are ten towns with from 
1,000 to 10,000 inhabitants and about 5,040 vil­
lages. Although the district is very fertile, 
only one-sixth of the arable land is under cul­
tivation. There is an abundance of streams, 
however, so that the couutry could be easily 
irrigated.
