REPORTS on the 7th from Father Point,

whioh sailed frpm Montreal for Liverpool 
on July 81, was a total wreck on Belle Isle. 
The passengers and crew were saved. 

AT Aldershot, Eng., Emperor Wiliam, of 
Germany, reviewed 26,000 English troops 
on the 7th. In a banquet which followed 
be said he would always make it his duty 
to maintain the traditions of good fellow­
ship existing between the two countries.

Cx*GoT«rnor Foster Talk* About til* 

Great Work of the Commission—The 
Land Acquired Excellent for (Grazing 
Purposed, bnt Not First-Clans for Farm* 
•r». 
CHICAGO, Aug. 13. -Ex-Governor Foster, 

Seneral Crobk and Major William Warner, 
fee commissioners appointed to negotiate 
•be opening of the Sioux Indian roscrva-
Sion in Dakota, arrived in Chicago Satiir-
iay after their work with tho Indians of 
•he Northwest 

Speaking1 of the work of the commission, 
Chairman Foster says: 

The Sioux District coutaius about 2j,<KQ,O'.O 
acres. In 8iz.» it is 
about tlie same as In­
diana. It extends-400 
miles across Soutfi Da­
kota north and south, 
and .about thirty miles 
into North DaUoia, 
with an averngo width 
of J.09 miles. Of this 
the Government has 
secured 0,030,oyo acres, 
or about thut amount. 
The commission last 

CHAIRMAN FOSTER. YOAR NGURED ON 

300.000, hut that was owing to a w's-
Bpprehension of last year's commis­
sioner. By the terms of the iroaty of '63 
we wero to obtain the oonsont of three tourths 
of all male Indians over IS years. There are 
88,000 Indians on the reservation, and 6,009 ol 
these are men. So, you see, that merely the 
clerical work of Obtaining signatures, had all 
been willing, was not little. 

"The Indians are inclined to run about a 
great deal, and this gave us a vast amount of 
trouble. At no time did we have tho requisite 
three-fourths at any meeting, I bel.eve, but wo 
would do the best we could with tboso present 
and leave the rolls with the agents. At other 
times the agency rolls 'I'ould bo found imper­
fect, and new and unheard-of In­
dians would turn up after we 
thought we had the three-fourths 
consent. Tho opposition wo met nearly every­
where was generally easily overcome, except at 
Standing Rook and Pine Rid^e agencies. Tho 
first of these is Sitting Bull s tribe's headquar­
ters. It Is wonderful what roputations some 
of these lazy, dirty und insignificant Indians 
have in the East, Sitting Bull Is known 
eyerywhere. On tho reservation he is one of 
tho most insignificant of tin; chiefs." 

Of the country Chairman Foster could not 
bo induced to say that the prospects for the 
farmers were the best. He said: 

"It is certainly good gruz.ng country, and 
some of it is good for farming, but on tho 
whole it is bettor for graz ng purposos. 
Cattle can be fattened throughout tho 
winter and it is just tho country for sheep. 
Seventy-five per cent, of it. possibly I 
should say all of it is good grazing land; but, 
personally, I am not impressed with the coun­
try as agriculturally inviting." 

"What will bo tho effect of tho opening of tho 
country on the Indians!" 

"I only judge from the past. They have not 
been farmers or cared for the advantages of 
civilization, but of rcoent years they are grad­
ually accepting both. Many of tho old bands 
are broken up. At Santee three-fourths of all 
tho Indians signed their own names: they 
wear our clothes and draw no rations. Tiioy 
have already practically readied the stage of 
self support. Tho Kiggs Industrial School at 
this agency is a model. Catholic schools are 
found at all the agencies; the girls are learn­
ing to sew and to cook and the boys are rapidly 
learning trades. There is also a day school in 
each camp. Tho sale of the land will put the 
Government in a position to greatly help 
the Indians, but it must be with the 
aid of the best agents. I am convinced 
that the Indians are oapablo of being greatly 
advanced, and with proper work I think tribal 
relations would be extinct in one generation. 
These agencies are no place for mere office-
seekers, and when appointed ihe agents 
should bo given full responsibility and power 
to select their own aids. I think we should 
give them schools and plenty of them, and 
that any school off the agency Is a mistake. 
The educating must be done among tl:em." 

Chairman Foster sayR tho reports of thou­
sands waiting to enter the now district are 
exaggerated. "A number are congregated 
at Chamberlain, but not thousands. I think 
tho country should be survoyed this fall 
and opened next sprfng. I do not believe 
it can be opened before that time." 

THE REGATTA CLOSES. 

The Meat Inspection Law so Declared by 
Judges Stearns and Ensign at Duluth. 

DULUTH, Aug. 13.—The habeas corpus 
case of Alf F. Christian, Armour's mana­
ger here, lined yesterday for selling 
dressed meat contrary to the reccntlv 
passed meat inspection law, came up to­
day in the district court, in chambers. 
Owing to the general interest in the de­
cision and its importance, both Judges 
Stearns and Ensign satin the case. 

The subject was gone into at length and 
exhaustive arguments made. Every phase 
of the question was brought up. Tho 
court, after hearing the arguments, held 
that the law was plainly unconstitutional, 
infringing both on the rights of interstate 
commerce and of trade in general, and re­
leased Christian. The decision is that the 
Scheffer law is in violation of section 8, 
article 1, of tho Federal Constitution, giv­
ing congress the right to regulate inter­
state commerce, and also of section 'J, 
article 4, that "the citizens of each state 
shall be entitled to all the privileges and 
immunities of citizens in tho several 
states." 

The word commerce, they held, as used 
in the constitution, embraces all transpor­
tation, purchase, sale and exchange of 
such commodities as are transported and 
exchanged by the usage of the commercial 
world, and that no state can undertake to 
regulate any branch of such commerce 
congress has failed to regulate, but that 
it shall bo left free, at:d that the act of 
the legislature was i n attempted regula­
tion of tho same and beyond its power. 

On the (juestion whether the act could 
bo uphold as a valid exercise of the police 
power of tho state tho court decided that 
it could not, as it was an attempt to to ex­
ercise the police power with respect to a 
subject beyond Its control, and that in tho 
exerciso of such power the state could not 
establish unnecessary or unreasonable 
regulations, and the court was bound to 
judge whether an act is a proper exorclso 
of poiiee control from its operation 
and effect, notwithstanding its lan­
guage and ostensible purpose, and 
tho court believed ani held that 
as a police regulation it went entire­
ly too far, and established unnecessary 
and burdensome regulations; that the act 
contained no provision for the inspection 
of fresh moats to ascertain whether or 
notthev were in a pure condition, bnt 
made provisions for tho destruction of 
any moats from an animal that had not 
been inspected on tho hoof in this state 
before slaughter, and that the effect was 
to destroy traffic in ono of tho most im­
portant articles of traffic. A large num­
ber of decisions wero cited in support ol 
the several propositions laid down by the 
court- ^

A Kumber of ISxoBllent Rtiess at the 
Pullman Regatta in Which Several Rec­
ords Are llt'okon—The Atlaiitim Defeat 
the llrailfor.ls In the Kight-Oured Con­
tort 

CHICAGO, Aug. 10.—Tho regatta at Pull­
man was continued yesterday morning, a 
numbor of entries being postponed from 
Thursday on account of bad weather. 
The weather was cloudy, the wind had 
died out, and there was hardly a ripple on 
the water when the first race was rowed. 
It was the second trial heat of tho senior 
slngica E L liilby, of the Ottumwa oars­
men, Ottumwa, la, won. Time. 11:15. 

The second race between the followiug 
junior fours was rowed on time: Union 
Boat Club, Chicago; Toronto Kowing Club, 
Toronto; Don Amateur Rowing Club, To­
ronto, and Argonaut Kowing Club, Toronto. 
Tho Unions won by half a length, the Argo­
nauts being second. Time, S:tSa 

The third race, junior singles, was won 
by a half-length by H. Seaton of tho Excel-
Bior club. No timo. 

The fourth race, junior singles, second 
heat, was captured by Leo Cnrette, of the 
Columbia club, who won by a half length, 
in 10 minutes and 1 3-5 seconds. 

The fifth and last raco of the morning 
was the junior four oars, Mississippi Valley 
Amateur Association, throe-quarters of a 
mile and return. The contestants were the 
Union Boat Club of Chicago, Iroquois Boat 
Club of Chicago, Athletic club of Aurora, 
111., Pullman crew No. 2 of Chicago, Min­
nesota club of St. Taul, Argonaut club of 
Toronto, and Pullman crew No. U of Chi­
cago. The Unions came in first by half a 
length in 9:54. The Minnesota club was 
second. 

All but ono of the amateur championships 
at sculling for the ensuing year were de­
cided in the afternoon. J. B. Lovell carried 
away the junior singles and Donnis Donahue 
the son'or. The Garfield Beach crew of Salt 
Lake City were the victors in the pair-oar 
raoo, and the Winnipeg rowing club of 
Manitoba won the laurels in the 
senior four-oars. In the great event 
of the day the eight-oar race 
between tho two giants, the Atalantas, of 
New York, and t he Bradfords, of Cambridge-
port, the New Yorkers captured the banner 
and medals after an t xciting contest, cross­
ing the lino barely half a length in ad­
vance of their sturdy opponents. One 
evont still hangs in the balance—the senior 
doubles. This was one of the grandest 
races on record, two of the com­
peting crews, the Metropolitans, of 
New York, and the Bay Sides, of Toronto, 
rowing a dead heat The bow oar of the 
Bay Sides rowed himself completely out 
during the contest and when the time, 
came to row over again according to the 
orders of lleferee Lyman B. Glover, he was 
more dead than "alive. Pilkinton, the 
stroke mid captain of the Metropolitan 
crew, might have claimed tho raco by sim­
ply rowing over the course, but he mag­
nanimously waived the right to the cham­
pionship under such conditions and agreed 
to contest for the emblem again to-day, 
when tho disabled crew will bo in trim. 
The lattor accepted the proposition with 
every evidenco of gratitude. 

The pair oar race was something of a sur­
prise, every body assuming that Standish 
and Lyon, the Detroiters, would have a 
walk-away. The two strapping lads from 
Salt Lake, however, Osborne and Weber, 
iiad things about their own way and passed 
tho Hag in 0:18, their opponents being 
seconds behind., 

The double sculls was a battle of aquatic 
giants. There were the Metropolitans, the 
Farraguts, the Don Amateurs, Catlins, and 
Bay Sides, tho Ravenswoods and Winni­
peg's. The Motropolitans and Ravenswoods 
were the favorites in the pools. For the 
first three-quarters of n mile these two 
stayed close together and then the Jersey-
men fell away. The Farraguts put on a 
spurt and kept level with the New Yorkers 
for a quarter of a mile, and then 
they, too, succumbed. Next the Winnipeg^ 
made a burst of speed that caused Pilkin­
ton to yell to his bow to "60ck it in," and 
the stroko went from thirty to thirty-eight 
like a Hash, while the Canadians went to 
the rear. Pilkinton thought he had every 
thing his own way, but when within a 
dozen yards of the finish the white-shirted 
Canadians hove in sight on the extreme 
right, with a couple of spurts came up 
with the Mets, and despite the hard pulling 
of tho latter succeeded in crossing the 
line even. Time. 8:45. Ravenswoods, 8; 
Don Amateur, 4; Winnipeg, 5; Farraguts, 
ti; Catlins, 7. ' 

In the senior fouis the Winnipegs won 
by two lengths. Tho Delawares made a 
hard fight, and Gastrlck, the bow, keoled 
over in the boat insensible 100 yards 
from the line. Restoratives were applied 
and he recovered in a short time. The 
Torontos were second and the Atalantas 
third. The latter, however, were disquali­
fied, and the New York Athletic Club got 
the place. Winnipeg's time, 8:33; Toronto 
8:4<i. 

The Atalantas were the favorites in the 
eight-o»r contest, and they realized the ex­
pectations of their friends. It was a hard 
tussle, however. The Bradford boys got 
away at the start, and at the three-quarter 
buoy were over half a length in the lead. 
They pulled too jerky, however, while the 
Atalantas made a line, steady stroke. 
The latter drove to the front after the 
three-quarter had been passed, but were 
soon overtaken and the Bradford's went 
to the front by a length. Then they eai&d 
up again, the Now Yorkers went to the 
front like a stroke of lightning, rod al­
though their opponents pulled for dear 
life they kept the lead to the finish, win­
ning by half a length amid deafening 
cheers and yells and the music of half a 
dozen bands. Two of the Atalanta's men 
dropped flat in the boat as it went 
past the flag. Time, 7:41; Bradford's, 7:44. 
This breaks the record of 7:46 made on 
the St Charles river at Boston. Tho pair-
oar record was also beaten-9:18, on the 
Pullman course, against <.1:24 on dead water 
at WatkinB, N. Y. Darkness had set in by 
the time tho last race was over, but the 
city-bound crowds kept the trains waiting 
in order to give the Atalantas a genuine 
Western hurrah as they came ashore.

THE MAYBRICK VERDICT. 
Popular Feeling Agalnit It on the In­

crease In England—A Petition for Her 
Reprieve to lie Presented to the House 
of Commons—Astonishing Stupidity of 
tile Jury's Foreman. 
LIVI:KPOOI,, Aug. 10.—Eight hundred 

brokers and merchants of Liverpool have 
signed the memorial to the Home Secretary 
in behalf of Mrs, Maybrick Judge Stephens 
in open court protested against the nbusi ve 
letters which are addressed to the news­
papers. The jury, he thought, had con­
scientiously done their duty. 

CONDON, Aug. 10. —An interview pub­
lished Friday afternoon with the foreman 
of the jury which convicted Mrs. Maybrick 
not only justifies the popular indignation 
at the verdict, but can not fail to have a 
tendenoy to bring over those who have 
been disposed to approve it The fore­
man exhibited the most astounding 
stupidity, his comments on the evidence 
and its influence on his own mind and those 
of his fellow jurors, amounting to idiocy. 
Such an utter failure to grasp the points 
either on the one side or the other could 
scarcely be credited of a man with any 
claim to sense. Since the publication of 
the interview it is the universtl opinion 
that if all the jurors are of the same caliber 
as their foreman, Mrs. Maybrick's inno­
cence or guilt might as well have been de­
cided by the toss of a penny. 

The foreman said he did not know that 
Sir Charles Russell had offered in court to 
call witnesses who would prove that the 
statement made by the acousod was per­
fectly true, and that Justice Stephen had 
refused to h ar this important testi­
mony. The general impression left by 
the interview is that the jurors allowed 
themselves to be swayed and biased by the 
grossly one-sided summing-up of the judge, 
and that they gave a hasty verdict without 
giving the case and the evidence any per­
sonal consideration. 

LONDON, A ug. 10. - The Maybrick case still 
occupies public attention, and seems to be 
growing in importance. Movements to ob­
tain a reprieve for the condemned woman 
ore afoot in various circles. A movement is 
on foot in the House of Commons with the 
object of obtaining a reprieve. The memo­
rial emanating from theLiberals has received 
a number, of signatures, and questions 
touching the case will be put to the Home 
Secretary to-day or Monday. All sorts and 
conditions of people demand a further in­
quiry, and there are loud howls against the 
law which prevents a person accused of 
murder from becoming a witness. 

NEW YOKK, Aug. 10.—Foe&Macklin. coun­
sel for Mra Maybrick in this country, have 
cabled her London solicitors asking if 
Home Secretary Matthews will consider 
new evidence if furnished immediately. 
Mr. Macklin says they have con­
siderable evidence to submit cor­
roborating Mra Maybriok's testi­
mony and also testimony as to her stand­
ing and character socially in this country. 
He thinks that if this testimony were ad­
mitted and considered it would change the 
aspect of the case to her favor. Regarding 
tho chances of interference with the sen­
tence on the part of the Home Secretary 
Mr. Macklin says; 

"They have a curious law in England provid­
ing that where an adverse decision is rendered 
in any hut a murder case an appeal can be 
taken to a higher court, and from that to the 
House of Lords; but when the case is murder 
the decision rendered by the jury is final, and 
the cases where tho judge's sentence has been 
overruled by the Home Secretary are very 
rare -ndeed. Still, Z hope we can do some­
thing." 

TWO LTVES LOST. 
An Explosion of Natural Gas lr. Pitts­

burgh Kills Two Men, Injures Two Fa­
tally a d Hadly Hurts Several Others. 
PITTSBURGH, Pa., Aug. 10.—There was a 

terrible explosion of a natural-gas main on 
the South side shortly after 6 o'clock Fri­
day evening, which resulted in killing two 
men, fatally injuring two more, and seri­
ously injuring some fifteen others. 

The accident was a peculiar one. Booth 
it Flynn were testing a thirty-inch natural-
gas main, which they had laid for the Mo­
nongahela Natural-Gas Company, with 
compressed air before turning on the nat­
ural gas. They -ran the pressure up to 
seventy-five pounds to the square inch, 
when the dead pipe on the end of the 
pipe blew out, scattering debris in every 
direction. Several hundred workmen em­
ployed in the iron mills near by were 
just returning home, and a number of 
them had stopped along the trench 
to watch the expeiiment They were 
struck by the debris and flying mis­
siles. The pipe was braced with heavy 
timbers and thes.« were hurled into the 
crowd with terrific force. The workmen 
and spectators were thrown down by the 
force of the explosion and one of th-m 
was hurled against a brick house and 
his neck was broken. A general 
stampede followed the explosion and a 
scene of the wildest excitement ensued. 
The cries of the injured could be heard for 
several squares. The dead were conveyed 
to their homes and those of the injured 
who were mK'ule to walk were taken to a 
hospital. The killed are: John Miller, 
single, aged 23, and John O'Conner, single, 
aged 3>. Those seriously injured are: John 
Gremer, married, terribly cut, bruised and 
hurt internally, will die; Henry Reich, a 
boy, skull fractured and injured internally, 
will die; John Braney, a millwright, in­
ternally injured and head cut; William 
Green, badly cut and bruised, thought to 
have received internal injuries; James 
Hendrick, of St Louis, Mo., both legs 
broken. 

A MOUNTAIN OF FLESH. 
Death at Lafayette, Ind., ol a Woman 

Who, It Is Alleged, Weighed 904 1-8 
Pouuds. 
LAFAYETTE, Ind, Aug. 10.-Mrs. Laura 

Wolford (colored), exhibited as a freak in 
museums, died at the hospital here Friday 
of dropBy of the heart. She had been 111 
for three weeks and was removed to the 
hospital Thursday on a dray. It is thought 
that-her removal hastened her death. Mra 
Wolf ord was born in Maryland and was 81 
venrs old last Christmas, and weighed 
on her last birthday !K!4}£ pounds. She was 
undoubtedly the largest woman in the 
world. She was married at the age of 13 
and seven children were born to her, only 
one of whom, a little boy, survives. 
She was first placed on exhibition at 
Baltimore last September, and her im­
mense size at once made her famous. Prep­
arations are now being made for the burial. 
Mm Wolford was a devout Catholic and 
will ba buried in tho German Catholic Cem­
etery. She died almost penniless. 

REVOLUTION *?N HAWAII. 
An Attempt to Overthrow the Govern­

ment at Honolulu Fulls —A Fight in 
Which Seven Wore Killed and a Dozen 
Wounded. 

SAN FKANCISCO, Aug. 10,-The steamer 
Australia, from Honolulu, brings news 
that on July 30 two half-white Hawaiians 
named Robert W. Wilcox and Robert 
Boyd, with the aid of 150 natives, made an 
armed attempt to overthrow the Govern­
ment. The palace grounds and Govern­
ment house were taken possession of by 
the rioters. The Honolulu liifles were 
called out and a skirmish took place, in 
which seven Hawaiians were killed and 
twelve wounded. Tho rioters were finally 
compelled to surrender."

THE COLOR OF BIRDS, 

How It Msj Ho AITeoted bv tlio Use of 
Cayenne Pepper. 

Dr. Sauormann. whoso high reputa­
tion among tho physolo^ical sociotiea 
of tho world gives great weight, to his 
conclusions, has lately made a series of 
investigations into the effect that cay-
snne pepper has upon birds, fowls, 
pigeons, and other species of the foath-
ered family. These investigations wero 
undertaken in connection with the ob­
served fact that canaries fed with cay­
enne pepper acquireda ruddy plumage. 
This diet was found only to produce tho 
effect stated upon young birds when 
given to them before they moultod. The 
color of the feathers of tho olJ birds 
was not affected at all, although a con­
siderable amount of the pepper was 
given at different times, extending 
over an interval of several wcoks. 
Moisture was found to facilitate tho 
change of color to a ruddy hue. which 
was again discharged under the influ­
ence of sunlight or of a. cold, dry at­
mosphere. The whole of the poppor is 
not required to produce the change, a 
portion of it being quite inactive, u 
for example tho piperin and sovoral ex­
tractives; similarly tho red coloring 
matter alone had no effect on the color 
of the feathers. It is rather the trio­
lein, which occurs in the pepper in 
large quantities, together with tho 
characteristic pigment, which brings 
abo.it. the change of color by holding 
the red pigment of the pepper in solu­
tion. Glycerine may be used insic-r.d 
of triolein to bring about tho saino re­
sult. 

The same statement holds good wit1& 
regard to the feeding of birds with ani­
line colors. The red pigmont of tho 
pepper is also stored up in the egg yolk 
as well as in the feathers. The first 
appearance of this colored pigment in 
tho yelk can bo observed as a colored 
ring four days after the commencement 
of feeding with the pigment dissolved 
in fat Continuing this diot for forty-
eight hours will result in tho coloring 
of the entire yelk. As these experi­
ments have proved so instructive and 
interesting they aro to be continued 
throughout the present season, when 
the results will bo embodied in a report 
to the Berlin Phvsiological Society.—
