Blackfoot News : Prior to his 

leaving for the constitutional con­
vention at Boise City the passenger 
agent of the railroad company sent 
Mr. Robert Anderson, delegate from 
Bingham county, a free pass oyer 
its lines with request to accept with 
compliments. Mr. Anderson ac­
knowledged the favor with thanks 
but returned the pass with the state­
ment that he was going to the con­
vention in the interest of the peo­
ple and wanted to be untrammeled. 
A bugle blast like this gives no un­
certain sound, and the people will 
know how to count on Mr. Ander­
son in all matters touching their 
interests.

Register : On the afternoon of the 
4th Miss Katie Bunting, who had 
been attending the store while her 
father was confined at the house, 
complained of being sick. Ike Ja- 
ques, who happened to be passing, 
assisted her home. On arriving at 
the house she fell to the floor un­
conscious, and in a few moments 
began vomiting. An examination 
of what had been thrown from her 
stomach showed that she had been 
poisoned. Dr. Pendleton at once 
brought a stomach pump into re­
quisition. It seems she had been 
in the habit of taking medicine in 
which there was oil of tansy, and 
had taken an overdose.

Herald : It is estimated that about 
200,000 head of sheep, 4,000 head 
of beef cattle, and 2,000 head of 
Angora goats will be driven across 
Camas Prairie this season. The 
drouth, sheep, cattle, goats and 
grasshoppers make it rather un­
pleasant for the ranchers of Camas 
Prairie, this season, and it is to be 
hoped that another season will find 
them in better shape.

Democrat : O. McMullen, whose 
wife had just been adjudged insane, 
started yesterday to place her in 
the asylum at Blackfoot. It was a 
sad duty, but one that had to be 
performed. Mrs. McMullen had 
shown evidences of aberration for 
several years past. She is the moth­
er of three little children. A sister, 
Mrs. Margery Hall, preceded her 
to the asylum, and is still among 
the hopeless cases there. Mr. Mc­
Mullen postponed the case from 
time to time, hoping that his un­
fortunate wife would recover; but 
she gradually grew worse and it 
became apparent that she must be 
placed under restraint.

Cassia County Times : Arrange­
ments are about made for the es­
tablishment of a postoffice and a 
first-class gauging station at Rapid 
City. Government engineers are 
expected there before long to meas­
ure the river. It is now believed 
that the diversion of Snake river at 
this point will furnish water for the 
irrigation of hundreds of thousands 
of acres of agricultural land, for the 
working of hundreds of placer 
claims, and immense water power. 
The project rivals the great Bear 
River scheme in magnitude and 
will cost a great deal less. In­
vestigation is just beginning to re­
veal its immense possibilities. A 
party of engineers in charge of 
Messrs. Riblett and True will take 
the field next week for the purpose 
of making preliminary surveys.

Steward BrosWe have been informed FgmThe great prize fight between 
John L. Sullivan and Jake Kilrain, 
which has been a topic of great in­
terest all over the world for months, 
and upon which many thousands 
of dollars were staked, took place 
last Monday at Riceburg, Missis­
sippi, ninety-two miles lrom New 
Orleans. The result was generally 
forecast before the fight actually 
occurred, that the “big man” would 
be the victor. Seventy-five rounds 
were furiously fought and occupied 
a duration of two hours’ time. 
When time was called for the sev­
enty-sixth round, Kilrain’s trainer 
went over to Sullivan’s corner and 
asked him if he would give Kilrain 
a present if they would throw up 
the sponge. Sullivan generously 
replied : “Of course I will.” Thus 
ended one of the greatest fights be­
tween heavy weights that was ever 
fought in America or in any other 
country, and John L. Sullivan was 
declared the champion pugilist of 
the world. The power of endur­
ance shown by Kill 
ing the severe punishment he did 
from Sullivan, was remarkable, and 
with the degree of pluck exhibited 
he would probably have died in the 
ring before he would have given up, 
had it not been for his seconds. 
Sullivan escaped with only a slight 
cut under the right eye, and another 
in the left ear. Kilrain received a 
terrible punching in the region of 
the heart. It is the opinion of a 
well known pugilist, that it was 
Sullivan’s terrible blows around 
Kilrain’s heart, and that only, which 
won the fight for Sullivan. The 
latest press dispatches state that 
Kilrain has been suffering great 
physical pain since the fight. It is 
further reported that he had been 
sick and taking medicine before the 
fight. Mitchell was aware of this, 
but Donovan was not. If be bad 
known of it, he would not have al­
lowed Kilrain to go into the ring. 
Sullivan has expressed a determin­
ation that he would never enter the 
ring again under any condition ; 
that he had done his share of slug­
ging and wanted no more of it. If 
Kilrain’B condition is true, as re­
ported, coupled with the terrible 
pounding he received around the 
heart, he, too, doubtless, will never 
enter the ring again.

And that like 
compliment be and hereby ia extended to 
the honorable Justices of the Supreme 
Court.

It was generally understood that 
this convention was to be practi­
cally a non-partisan body, but. if 
this action of the convention in ig­
noring the resolution of the com­
mittee on credentials in tendering 
Governor Stevenson a seat does not 
savor of a partisan feeling down 
deep in the hearts of the majority 
of the members constituting that 
convention, then our comprehen­
sion is at fault. The Statesman in 
commenting upon the action of the 
convention in regard to Governor 
Stevenson closes its article with 
the following pertinent remarks :

Eighteen menthe ago, when e determ­
ined effort was mede to diemember Idaho, 
and to divide her mangled fragments be­
tween Washington and Nevada, Governor 
Stevenson threw himaelf into the thickest 
of the fight, and by his influence with 
President Cleveland rescued Idaho from 
the threatened butchery.

Hé was also early and steadfastly in 
favor of statehood. He baa a fair claim 
upon the people of Idaho for their re­
membrance and gratitude, on account of 
bis action an both af these great issues.

His neighbors of Ada county, without 
distinction of party, were glad when the 
committee on, credentials recommended 
that a seat be given him in the conven­
tion as a delegate-at-large. It was a 
grateful and handsome recommendation. 
Why it was amended away into a mare 
empty honor is not apparent.

Why was it amended away into 
a mere empty, honor? That’s the 
question 1 If the Statesman had 
considered a moment and remem­
bered that Governor Stevenson is 
a staunch democrat, the motive 
that prompted the action would 
perhaps have been apparent. We 
entirely agree with the Statesman 
in believing that the public services 
of ex-Governor Stevenson while 
goveroor of Idaho should have given 
him a seat in that convention as a 
delegate. He is pre-eminently more 
justly entitled to a voice in that 
convention than are some who oc­
cupy seats ns members of that 
body, who, if they had depended 
upon a vote of the people of their 
respective districts could not have 
got the vote of a “corporal’s guard.”

nanza City, Custer county, Idaho, 
was drowned in Lake Michigan, off' 
Thirty-first street, a little after 10 
o’clock last evening. He had gone 
on a yachting trip in company with 
Miss Emily Lytton, one of the 
members of the “Little Lord Faun- 
tleroy ” Company, now at Columbia 
Theater. They intended bathing in 
the lake. Mr. Pearson was an ex­
tremely wealthy man, having an 
income of $1500 per day from vari­
ous mining interests in Idaho, Mon­
tana and Nevada. He was well 
known in San Francisco, especially 
on the Mining Exchange, where he 
carried on extensive mining opera­
tions. He came to Chicago last 
November for the purp >se of enjoy­
ing himself, and joined the Calu­
met Club soon after hia arrival 
The date of his acquaintance with 
Miss Lytton is not known exactly, 
but some of his friends have known 
of the acquaintance for several 
weeks. He and Mias Lytton wei? 
going to swim, and he bad donned 
a bathing suit and got into the wa­
ter and must have been seized with 
a cramp, as he called for help and 
sank before aid could be given. It 
appears Pearson ate a heavy dinner, 
including cucumbers, peas, toma­
toes and other vegetables. It is be­
lieved these, together with the chill 
of the water, caused the cramps. 
The body was found this afternoon. 
The inquest will be held to-morrow.”

The deceased, although not a res­
ident of Idaho, had made frequent 
visits here during the past two or 
three years, and was well known in 
Ketchum. Two years ago he spent 
the summer at Bonanza, where he 
was quite heavily interested in min­
ing property on Jordan ceeek, near 
Bonanza,>ith J. G. Morrison.
