page, with republicans. Great is the 
republican party ; but greater still 
is the sublimity of their non-parti­
sanship !

U. S. Senators. While it may be 
necessary for the republicans to do 
this in order to secure the two Sen­
ators, it is hoped, for humanity’s 
sake, that the governor will forbear.

Register: Mr. A. D. Foote, with I 
his surveying party, arrived in town 
on Sunday, having come across the 
desert with teams from Boise City. “ 
He will make Eagle Rock head­
quarters for some time and will ^ 
take the measurement of the river, 
and make preliminary surveys for 
canals, showing the amount of land 
that can bewatered from different 
points. He expressed himself very 
much pleased with the country, and 
says he will show the senate com­
mittee on irrigation that Idaho has 
more good agricultural land and 
more water to irrigate it with than 
any other territory.

Bulletin : Chas. W. Miller, super­
intendent of the Tahoma mine and 
mill at Atlanta, visited the Bar on 
Wednesday. Mr. Miller is highly 
elated over the returns from the 
last run of the mill—it being better 
than any heretofore. Twenty new 
stamps are expected to arrive by 
the middle of August, which will 
make the Tahoma mill of 30-stamp 
capacity. The Buffalo Company 
has commenced work in its mine 
and as soon as the new Frue van- 
ners arrive the mill will be again 
set in motion. The Monarch mill 
will soon be in readiness for steam, 
and it will be but a short time be­
fore things will assume an old-time 
aspect in and around the beautiful 
town of Atlanta.

Messenger: Work on the Slate 
creek and Bonanza wagon road is 
being pushed at a rapid rate. This 
is the road that a few weeks ago 
was protested against by some of 
the leading citizens of Challis, on 
account of appropriating county 
funds for the purpose of construct­
ing said road. We learn that the 
road is now being built by the Clay­
ton M. Co., the Dickens-Custer and 
by private subscription. John Pil- 
mer, the contractor, expects to have 
the road completed and in good 
traveling condition by September.
At present about forty men are at 
work building it.

The season when it is lawful to 
kill grouse, sage hens, etc., began 
last Monday, the 15th inst. The 
sportsmen had their accoutrements 
all in order, and early Monday 
morning several parties started out 
to capture the first grouse of the 
season. Feathered game seems to 
be very abundant, and is in prime 
condition. A great many grouse 
and sage hens have been brought 
in and sold at reasonable prices. 
Some people are prejudiced against 
sage hens, and think that it is im­
possible to rid them of their sagey 
flavor. But if the birds are drawn 
as soon as shot, and the cook is 
careful to skin them instead of 
picking the feathers off and after 
careful washings, pour a table­
spoonful of vinegar in each one, 
and let them lie on ice or in a cool 
place for several hours before cook­
ing, they will prove delicate enough 
to suit the most fastidious palate.

Boise City has a plethora of 
conventions this year. First and 
foremost is the constitutional con­
vention now in session. Next comes 
the annual convention of the Idaho 
Press Association, which will con­
vene in that city on the 22d inst. 
Lastly, the annual convention of 
Woman’s Christian Temperanoe 
Union has been called to meet in 
Boise the 30th and 31st of August 
and the 1st and 2d of September.

After ten days’ examination in 
tike .English branches, music and 
the languages, at that deservedly 
popular educational institution, St. 
Mary’s Academy, Salt Lake City, 
the annual commencement exer­
cises took place on June 20th and 
21st. The school is under the man­
agement of the Sisters of the Holy 
Cross, and the proficiency shown 
by the young ladies in all the 
branches of the wide range of stud­
ies, and in music, both vocal and 
instrumental, are conclusive evi­
dence that this band of faithful, 
thorough and pains-taking teachers 
have been as unremitting in their 
efforts during the year just closed, 
as in those that have gone before. 
In the line of art work there were 
some wonderful productions exhib­
ited in the Sister’s art studio, the 
work of the pupils, and consisted 
of a display of artistic work in 
crayon, pastelle, water, pencil and 
India ink ; also in china and gen­
eral table ware painting and deco­
ration. The painting on china 
and mole skin was remarkable,and, 
indeed, the character of the entire 
collection speaks volumes for the 
high order of instruction given by 
the talented Sisters.

In the sewing department the 
most elegant designs were worked 
on silks and velvets in an endless 
variety of colors, patterns and 
styles. The exhibition was a credit 
to the Academy instructors and 
the pupils.

While considerable attention is 
paid to the ornamental branches at 
St. Mary’s, the solid, substantial 
ones are not sacrificed, but are 
taught in the most thorough man­
ner. The Tribune in noticing the 
examinations remarks that, “It is 
noted with pleasure that letter 
writing, orthography, grammar, his­
tory and composition ran like 
golden threads through all the 
classes.” The mathematics receive 
especial attention, and the geome­
try and trigonometry classes showed 
that they understood the compli­
cated workings in the exact scien­
ces. Rev. Father Natini, who has 
many warm friends on Wood River, 
was present at the graduating exer­
cises and addressed the class. He 
said he could but repeat what he 
said some years ago, that no par­
ents of Salt Lake need send their 
children away, for neither east nor 
west could they receive an educa­
tion more thorough, more system­
atic or more complete, or under 
happier influences than at St. Ma­
ry's. Governor Thomas made the 
closing address. He congratulated 
the young ladies on their achieve­
ments, and expressed the hope that 
they would devote themselves to 
the duties of life with the same 
perseverance they had given to their 
studies. The year just closed has 
been a very successful one in every 
respect. Studies will be resumed 
the first Monday in September.

Steward BrosTHE HÜB MINE.
The sale of the Hub mine, situ­

ated in Era mining district, was con­
summated last week through Alex­
ander Majors, of Kansas City, as­
sisted by General J. B. Winters, of 
Hailey, and our townsman, W. H. 
Greenhow. The amount of pur­
chase money to be paid for the 
property is $90,000, of which $50,- 
000 was paid on the 13th inst., and 
the'balance, $40,000, is to be paid in 
installments of $20,000 each. The 
principal parties interested in this 
purchase are A. L. New and E. S. 
Crocker, of Evanston. Wyoming. 
The Hub mine is no doubt one of 
the very best mining properties in 
Idaho and there is every reason to 
believe it will prove a good invest­
ment of their money. A stock 
company will be incorporated un­
der the laws of the Territory of 
Wyoming and active operations at 
the mine will be commenced im­
mediately. The construction of 
40-stamp mill is contemplated and 
we understand that parties are now 
in Denver negotiating for the ma­
chinery of the mill and also for 
heavier hoisting works for the mine. 
The Bannock mill at Era has been 
leased by the new company until 
their own mill shall have been 
completed. The mill has a capacity 
of 700 tons per month and the 
lessees have agreed to keep it run­
ning constantly.

Eleven tons of high-grade ore 
was received during the week from 
the Livingston mine, situated on 
Slate creek, about fourteen miles 
from Clayton. The ore was con­
signed to J. F. Jacobs, of Ketchum, 
with orders to ship the same to 
Denver, Colorado. Last season a 
carload of ore from the above named 
mine was shipped to Denver which 
netted its owners, after paying all 
expenses, $100 per ton.
