five yenra ago. The diaeovery of gold 
in the Oro Fino distriet in 18U0 brought 
thousands ot men here, and being at the 
hend of navigation paye it the import­
unée of n shipping point fur the whole 
country. There wero at lea»t 10,000 
men here curly in ’G2 on the rusli for 
the new mines. The »tnrt it then got 
fixed it a» nn enduring site for a town, 
and its prestige has never waned. 
Though having passed through periods 
of business sterility, its growth hss been 
steady nnd sound.

The loeatton of trading points within 
the mining districts has lessened the 
magnitude of its former trade, though 
the fettling up of the surrounding eoun 
try with farmers nnd stock raisers has 
partially preserved the volume of busi­
ness, and its existence is nevermore to he 
a fitful one. The res„urcps nt th 
tributary country nre unbounded, and 
in rapid development. Tito transporta- 
lacilities are as good as steam navigation 
of our rivers can make them, though in 
theso days of rapid transit wo should 
deem them better if wo had railroads. 
These must come after a little more 
development of our resources, which nre 
practically boundless. Every year brin.s 
them nearer. Already preliminary 
surveys have been made by the Northern 
Psciffe, O. R. i  N„ and Union l ’aeifio 
companies extending through Lewiston 
and to the country south nnd eust for 
seventy five miles, and this little world of 
wealth cannot be left long without the 
very best transportation service.

Were our rivers open to the sea nnd a 
doily service maintained, the absence of 
railroads would not be much felt. The 
efforts ot PortlaDd should be kept up 
for tho greater improvement of river 
transit, as all the richness of this section 
would naturally carom into her pockets— 
whereas, now the tendency is to direct 
our commerce across the country to ihe 
east. With free navigation, Lewiston 
can defy competition by any other town 
in Idaho.

Its low elevation, being only 700 feet 
above tide water, gives it a climate akiu 
to that of ooast towns. For a period ol 
four years from lSfO the mean tempera 
turo was 53 degrees. The mercury 
seldom falls below xero. The average 
rainfall is about 30 inches. The nights 
are cool throughout the summer. The 
last sigral service reports give us tho 
most favorable climatic record among 150 
stations in the United States. Tho dry 
rarified atmosphere sffbrds us ao advan­
tage of about 20 degrees in the intensity 
of heat or cold, when compared with the 
regions east of tbe Rooky mountains 

The soil of our adjacen* valleys is 
light sandy loam, very fertile and im 
mensely productive. I t  is being appro 
priated very fast for horticulture, all 
kiods of fruit doing well ; our equable 
climate making it favorable for the 
cultivation of grapes, peaches and like 
tender fruit. Thia industry is yet in its 
infancy, but few orchards producing any 
great surplus. These are becoming the 
most profitable of any kind of business 
carried on here.

The grain belt surrounding Lewiston 
is among the most productive of any to 
he fonnd. The average yield is from 
thirty to forty-five bushels of wheat, 
forty to aixty of nata and of barley, and 
fifteen to twenty five of flax. Vegetables 
•re equally thriving,

The timber belt is unsurpassed, and 
being ttppcd by our rivers, affords easy 
access to it, snd is destined to crests an 
immense industry. At present tnere is 
bot one saw-mill here, which isonable to 
supply the market. There ia much need 
of •  first-class plant. Such a mill, con­
nected with sash, door and furniture 
■hops, would bn practically without 
competition, snd wonld commend the 
traffic of tha whole country around, 
Mott of our sash, doors and furniture 
now nomen from Portland and other 
distant planes.

Another grant need is fonudary works 
and machine »hope. Far all tha exten­
sive repaint of machinery, orders have to 
be sent shroud, sometimes, ss far an to 
the Eastern stains, requiring long delays 
occasioning grant injury. I t  is reported 
that iron aas been found in the mountains 
to the east of us, if so it will noon be 
developed into a profitably industry.

nds our mining days, because such a 
va«t extent of tuino»:il country will furn­
ish almost an endless fit Id of operation. 
Ouite important discoveries were made 
last year in the Alton district and mor- 
recently copper and silver lends, showing 
good prospects, have been found about 
thirty miles up Snake river ; companies 
have been formed for the development of 
these.

Among the industries of Lewiston we 
find one flouring mill, one small sash and 
door shop, one machine shop, one shingle 
mill, four blacksmiths, one harness shop, 
one brewery, one carriage and repair 
shop, two shoemakers, two jewelers ; 
three miles out we have one saw mill and 
box factory. We hare five general 
merchandise stores, four grocery stores, 
two drug stores, one fnrnitiue store, four 
ag-ii-ultural machinery agencies, three 
bauks, three livery stables, two hotels 
one restaurant, ono butcher shop and 
packing house, two millinery stores, one 
harJwure store, two barber shops, one 
dentist, six doctors, six lawyers, ono 

prictiag office, six saloons.
For public buildings wo have a 812, 

000 school-house, three storie«, and a 
eourt house and jail, costing $30,000, is 
ni w in course of construction. It is to 
be finished in apyroved modern style, and 
will be a fine ornament to our city. Our 
moral welfare is nttended to by the 
Methodist, Universalist, Presbyterian, 
Second Advent, Catholic and Episcopal 
churches. We have a graded school 
systrm and feel proud of our educational 
facilities. There is some building going 
on this seasoD, and business generally is 
good.

There is a field here for some new 
enterprises, such as a creamery, a tan 
nery, a canning factory, shoe factory, 
woolen mill, carriage factory and many 
others. None of these exist within a 
hundred miles cr so, and t.early all the 
raw material for them is supplied in 
great abuudance. Now it all has lo be 
sent a great distance to be manufactured 
nd returned at a double freight rate.

We invite these, and shall 
hope soon to see accomplished what we 
know to be our capabilities. We have 
board of trade hero whose secretary will 
be glad to give sdeh information as may 
be usked.

A scene which a quarter of n century 
ago would have been impossible will he 
witnessed in Nashville this month, t t  
will be the meeting, on terms of ei|tiality. 
of thousands, of educators, white and 
colored, in a national teacher's ennven- 
tion. Opinion« have adjusted thpmselves 
to eveDts in the last quarter of a century 
to n degree the William Lloyd Garrison, 
himself, could scarcely have deemed 
possible regarding the rights and privi­
leges of the colored people in tho United 
States; yet race prejudice in tho Snnfh 
dies hard, if that may he said to die 
which revives at the slightest excuse fur 
its existence

Twenty five years ago the intimation 
ot an intent to seat colored teachers in a. 
body of this kind in a Southern city 
would have been met by the lofty scorn 
of tho Southern people. While it is 
certain that a large number of this class 
of educators will present themselves 
before the Nashvill convention this 
month and be courteously seated, it is 
presumptuous to allege that their we'- 
come will on all hands be a cordial one. 
Tolerance is, however, a great point 
gained in this direction, ns great a con­
cession, perhaps, as could reasonably ho 
expected of the Southern people within 
the century that witnessed the abolition 
of slavery. Significant in thia conr.ee.

Nashville have been exceedingly cordial 
the invitation and welcome extended 
the teachers of the Ncrth, it has been 

deemed advisable to sjedfy concerning

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T H B  ID A H O  CONVENTION.

A  S H O C K IN G  T R A G ED Y ,

P alouse City, W. T., July S.-r-On 
Saturday night, between 10 and 12 
o'clock, R. D. Johnson, a well to-do and• f 4
respectable citiien about fifty years of 
age, living about four miles northeast of 
here, killed his wife and son, about 14 
years old, and fatally shot his seven-year 
old daughter, l ie  then took hia own 
life.

lie  left a note stating that he did not 
want to live in thia sinful world nnd 
could not lenve it without his family, so 
he thought he would kill them too. He 
said that he ind all of his family were 
going to heaven, where Jesus was, and 
that he first gave them strychnine, but 
could not bear the sight of their agonies, 
os be killed them with a revolver.

The bodies were all in tbe house and 
all upstairs, and were not discovered 
until this morning. He never had any 
domestic trouble and his terrsble crime 

euppoeed to be due to religions 
fanaticism.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT.
Gareixld, W. T., July 8.—This 

morning Roland Johnson, hia wife and 
14-yeanold son, Walter, were found 
dead, and a daughter of seven probably 
fatally wounded, in their house tour 
miles from here. Johnson left a letter 
dated July 6, 12 o’clock P . M., in which 
he acknowledges the crime, giving for a 
reason that he could not bear to have hia 
loved family in thia wicked world, going 

to show that hia mind was diseased by 
religious excitement. The first attempt 
was made with strychnine, but s  second 
letter, dated aevenl hours later, ax- 
plains that tbe children were taken with 
su«h fits that he could not bear it, a) ha 
shot them. Mrs. Johcaon had died of 
poison, hut both children srerc shot iu 
the bead. ,

Tha deceased ia an old settler. The 
little girl waa shot through tha temple«, 
d-wtrnying both eyes. She ia still living, 
but with small chance of recovery.
