INDIAN AGENCY.

I t  i* highly important that the ques­
tion of the Indian Agency, which i* to 
ioanage the Indians upon the Ncz Perce 
reservation during the period of the 
nllottment of their lands in severalty, 
fcibùld ho settled »4 expeditiously as 
possible ; that quiet and content should 
be amoDg all the Indians. We had 
•opposed that that question had been 
settled by the department, and thst their 
•gent had been appointed and comtnis- 
■ioned. We were made to understand 
that the controversy betweeu tho different 
•pplicauts, for this agency, had been 
patiently heard and considered by tho 
department, and that they had finally 
determined and settled upon their man, 
•nd had commissioned him and given 
him his instructions, and he had entered 
upon his work, and was itr full fellow­
ship with the department at Washington, 
and it was supposed that he would 
remain so until there had been developed 
tome new reason why a change should bo 
•ifcoted. We had heard of no new 
reason assigned for a change in this 
bppointment, either here or at Washing­
ton. We had heard that the Indians 
were reconciled, and had heard of no 
Indian that had raised any objection 
further to this appointment, and wo had 
been made to understand that the special 
agent, appointed by the department to 
make tbe allotment of lands in severalty 
to the Iodians, was engaged in her work 
tramolestsd aod with the prospect of 
beiog able to accomplish her work in 
full with as great progress as the circum­
stances of arranging this allotment would 
permit. We learn that news has been 
•e.ot over from Bois9 to this place that 
there is to be a change in the agency. 

.Who is responsible for this announce­
ment is not mado apparent to us, or 
trhat is the authority for making this 
announcement at this present juncture of 
affairs. Wo saw tho agent on Monday 
•vening and be informs us that be

I d addition to the above letter, which 
we publish, another private letter, dated 
July 18, from J .  W. Ford, oi Warrens, 
to Grosteiu & Binnard, says, “ I  learn 
from Mattison that Mr. Wax wrote to 
Mr. Weiler at Lewiston about the new 
strike, so my information will be no news 
to you. Three Fingered Smith, McDon­
ald and McLeod have, without doubt, 
discovered good diggings upon the east 
fork of tbe east fork of tbe south fork o( 
the Salmon river. The indications are for 
as big a camp as Warrens. The gold 
assayed by Riebold went 618 75 in bar."

On the 19th he writes : “ From men 
just io from the new diggings, of which 
I  wrote you yesterday, I learn that the 
whole thing is a fraud. You will there­
fore please to not afct upon what I 
forwarded to you yesterday, until I  can 
hear more about the truth of tbe 
matter.”

Mr. Collins, of this city, received three 
letters, one from Mr. W. Brown, occ 
from J .  B. Chamberlain and ono other 
party, all written abouti he time the 
express leaves, stating that no man had 
returned from the new discovery ; that 
W. J .  Kelly had been sent ont to inspect 
things and learn all the facts and return 
and report as soon as possible. Ho was 
expected to roturn within two or three 
days at the time the express left. The 
above accounts are the latest we have 
been able to get, as yet, all of which 
leaves the people in doubt as to the 
value of the new discovery.

knows of no contemplated change and 
never has had any intimation from the 
department that any sueh change was 
contemplated, but that he is going for 
ward acting faithfully up to hia instruc 
tiona and succeeding admirably in 
reconciling tbe Indians, under hia charge, 
to the allotment system. We do not see 
why any parties in and abcut Boise 
•hould send messages here, intimating 
that a change is soon to bo made, with 
out there is a good reason for giving any 
sueh information. We think that it is 
a matter of injustice, not only tn the 
Indiana, but to all the friends of th" 
agency and of the allotment system, and 
hence our inference is that whoever 
originated such an intimation at this 
time was desirous of creating disturbance 
and unsettling our Indian affairs. We 
ennuot think that such a desire is for tbe 
good of the people of this section and 
that it ought to be treated as a canard 
gotten up to create confusion among 
(ho Indians and uncertainty among all 
people bordering on the reservation.

t h e  I n d i a n s '

Cheyenne R iver Agency, Dak., 
July 18.—Tho Indians assembled this 
morning and asked that ceitain portions 
of the act of congress, which were not 
clearly understood, be read again. These 
related to the taking of lands in severalty 
and tho methods of extending the per­
manent fond. Governor Foster eg 
plained carefully all these provisions. 
White Swan addressed tho commission, 
complaining that the Poncas and Santera 
would unjustly profit by the proposed 
■ale of lands. He complained that the 
Indians could not take the land in 

•  severalty and mako a living on it aa tha 
crops were so frequently a failuro. The 
government in the post haa invariably 
failed to fulfill its treaty obligations with 
this people, and for that reason we would 
refuse to aigu. Crow, Eagle, Littla No 
Heart, Rattling llib, Spotted and other 
ehiefa, representing the four bauds at the 
•genoy, also spoke, all complaining ol 
the uon-fulfillmeut of former treaties 
and carefully evading a discussion of the 
present bill. Each concluded by stating 
(bat be would not sign. General Crook 
reminded the Indiana that they have not 
been cheated in the Black Hills purelias- 
I t  took two dollar* to procure .every 
dollar's worth of ore taken out of those 
hills. There was a great amount of 
worthless ground. By the prêtent bill 
the Indians were getting more than tbe 
land was worth. Tbe Indiana, he stated, 
had actoaily received much more than 
was promised under the treaty of 1868. 
He reminded the Indians that they 
would eertaiuly n< ver get a better offer 
than tho present- Instead of complain 
iag of the past, they bad better think of 
(he futur.*. While the opinions of the 
chiefs expressed would make the proa 
pcet appear rather dismai here, tin re art- 
no iu>(|iea<ions that the commiwioo is 
discouraged. There is certainly no 
treeimhing of eflort.—Review.

Tacoma, July 19.— A murder which 
has never been equalled in this territory, 
was committed shortly befuro daylight 
yesterday. C. C. Grant, a lodger iu the 
Fraoklin House, S t . Helens avenue, was 
murdered for hia money in tbe sight of 
several witnesses, not one of whom dared 
lift his hand io his defeose. Tho mur­
derer, David E. Martin, alias R. E . 
Coleman, but whose right name is Henry 
Lattice, immediately fled. Up to a lato 
hour last night he had not bceu captured.

It was thought be had been struck on 
the head with a slung shot, as one was 
lound near the scene of the murder. 
This would lead ono to think that Mar­
tin had approached Grant's bed with the 
fixed purpose ot robbing him, and bad 
taken the siung shot with him on bis 
evil errand to use it it Grant awakened. 
Failing in his mission and having used 
the weapon with no visible effect on bis 
victim, who, it is presumed, was awak­
ened by hia finding his supposed friend 
trying to pull his vest from beneath his 
head. Martin retreated towards his owo 
portion of the room, quickly grasped a 
44 caliber revolver and filed, the bullet 
going through the headboard of Grant's 
bed and «truck the wall beyond. Grant is 
supposed to have jumped from tbe bed 
and to have scuffl- d with tbe assassin and 
have finally ejected him from the room. 
There were two other shots heard, tho 
third and last one believed to kavo been 
the fatal bullet that occompiished its 
mission. Tho first of the two last shots 
was fired slantingly through the thin 
panel« of the door, and had evidently 
passed over Grant’s bead imo tbe wall on 
the opposite ride, dropping out into a 
vacant lot north of the hotel.

The third bullet fired crashed through 
the thin doorway struck the affrighted 
mao, who was vainly calling to his former 
friend : “For God's sake, Billy, don’t,”
in the throat, ahattcriog the windpipe 
and cutting the main artery of (he neck 
and lodging against tbe rpinul column. 
Without a groan, without a further 
struggle, Grant (ell back on the floor. 
Tbe murderer is supposed to have found 
several thousand dollars in the vest us it 
is known that Grant bad just sold bis 
restaurant in Spokane, lroin which they 
both came Thursday and that ha carried 
the money received tor the s a l e  Id  his 
vest pocket.

Grant’s trousers were not taken, nor 
was his oont. In  (he former were (ound 
$80 in $20 gold pieces and about $1 iu 
silver change. In the coat was a bank 
book showing tbat be bad $6,000 ou 
deposit in the Traders' National bank ol 
Spokane. Tbe coroner's verdict was 
that C. C. Grant came to his deuth by a 
pistol shot fired by David E. Martin, 
with murderous iuteut.— Review.

Sturgis, Dak., July 20.—Lightning 
struck tbe house of Samuel Layster iu 
Whitewood last nLht, duting a heavy 
storm, and a son of Layster, aged 22, 
waa instantly killed. Tbe house caught 
fire and was totally consumed, along with 
all I he effects. A young child was 
severely shocked, but is expected to re­
cover. A bolt descended at Fort Mead 
and wrecked a school house. Several 
head of tfcetk w re also killed on «Le 
range.

W A S  IT  M URD ER.

Chief Warren returned from the 
Palouse country yesterday morning, hav­
ing in custody Mike Lebold, who is 
charged with tba murder of Thomas 
Fallon of this city, on the 27th of May, 
1887. Lebold w:m placed in the county 
jail, and will have an examination on 
Mocday if all the witnesses can be 
biocgh here by that time.

Chief Warren lias been working on 
the rase since some lime last October and 
has just succeeded in getting evidence 
enough together to warrant the arrest. 
Tho chief left here Monday lor the 
Falouse country in search of an import­
ant witness, whom he tound. lie  then 
went to Moscow, Idaho, where Lebold 
was tending bar at the brewery, and 
arrested him on a warrant be bad luken 
with him- Lebold was willing to come 
with out the process of a requisition, 
claiming that he Was perfectly innoeeut 
and couhl establish the fact.

Thomas Fallon was proprietcr of tbe 
Montana Exchange saloon on mill street, 
io this city, and on tbe night of May 27, 
1887, bo was found dead in a loom in 
tho rear of the saloon where he and bis 
wife lived, with n bullet hole tlnough 
his head. Lebold was his bartender at 
the time and hud become quite intimate 
with Fallon’s wife and they were 
frequently seen walking together. On 
the night of Fallon’s death, they had 
been out walking quite late, nud about 
an hour after they had returned to the 
saloon, a shot was beard and Fallon was 
found dead. An inquest was held, 
when it was stoutly claimed that be had 
suicided. A strong suspicion existed, 
however, that be had been foully dealt 
with, but no conclusive evidence could 
be obtained to fix guilt upon anyone, and 
tho fact that he had taken his owu life 
had to be accepted.

About five days later Lebold and Mrs. 
Fallon were married and subsequently 
moved to Culitornia where Mrs. Lebold, 
formerly the wile of Fallon, suddenly 
died. Lebold came back to Spokane 
Falls, and claimed wliat property Fallon 
bad possessed and then wont fo Moscow, 
and had been tending bar at the 
brewery, where he was at the time ol bis 
arrest.— Review, July 19.

CONV ICTED  ON T H E  F IF T H  
BALLOT.

The jury retired at 5:30 and imme­
diately took a ballot, which stood as foi 
lows: Murder in the first degree, 7;
second degree, 1; manslaughter, 3; 
blank, 1. Theiaccond ballot showed no 
change. The third and fourth ballots 
stood: First degree, 10; second degree
and inanslaugter, 1 each. The fifth bal 
lot, which wus taken ut 7:30, two hours 
after the jury retired, was uouuimously 
for murder iu the first degree

When the jurors were taken to supper 
at 7:35 it was noised about tbe court 
room that they had agreed upou a ver­
dict. They returned to the court house 
at 8:10 and twelve minutes later were 
ushered into the court room. A look at 
their faces was sufficient evidence of 
Old's conviction. District Attorney Mo 
Ginn saw this and requested Weber’* 
widow, who had just arrived, to step into 
tbe aute room, that the occasion might 
not be made necessarily painful to the 
convicted man. She obeyed. Weber’s 
sister was Dot ou band.

Olds stood up ut a mo. ion fiom the 
clerk and heard the verdict of “guilty «s 
charged in lhevindietment,-’ read. Then 
he drew a long sigh i.nd sat down and 
shortly after was taken to the jail.

His attorneys were granted time to 
file a bill ol excep ions. The case will 
be taken to (ho supremo court.— 
Oregonian.

A T B O ISE  C IT Y .

B oise  City , July 17.—The Idaho 
constitutional convention held a brief 
session to-day. The judiciary committee 
is unable to agree, but thought they 
might if given one day more. Both 
parties culled caucuses immediately. 
Beatty, republican, of Alluras couuty, 
is tbe author ol a very long, minute, 
stringent clause for the disfranchisement 
of Mormon leadors. Both parties fear 
they will cause congress to reject the 
constitution, hence great efforts are 
making to reduce them to brief legal ex­
pressions. The committees on state and 
county indebtedness report in favor of 
the rcs'riction of the state debt to 1 per 
cent of the taxable property, except a 
special debt to erect public institutions, 
uutborized by a p ipular vote in counties 
or their subdivisions, and tbat to be re 
btricted to a debt of 5 per cent of the 
assessed valuations. Mrs. Duniway's 
female suffrage uddicss last night was 
largely devoted to sarcastic hits at the 
Womau’s Christian Temperance Union.
