The
sheriff then proceeded to the ranch of
Tom Duun, who readily gave the pumes
of the other lynchers, Dunn was taken
in custod, and the party went from there
to Bothwell’s ranch, where he also was
arrested.  Both prisoners adwitted that
they assisted in the bangiug and when
informed that they would be taken to
Rawlivs Botdwell teld the sheriff to take
a look there on his way back to Caspar,
as he would likely find six or cight more
cattle rustlers hanging by the neck. The
two prisoners were taken to Rawlins
to day, where they waived examination
and were bound over 1n $5,000, It is
thought Sheriff Watson will reach there
some time to-morrow with the other
lynchers, all of whom participated in the
hangiog and are among the foremost
cattlemen in the Sweetwater valley.
