EDM EROÜ9 FIRES.

The greater portion of the new» which 
reached u» each week constats of tele 
grama nod ncconnls of fires ; some in 
popular towns and some in the timber 
and fields of grain. The season has been 
so dry ar.d prolonged that everything 
green has become parched and ignites 
very readily, either by accident or 
design. The charges are very numerous, 
through the different papers from differ 
ent quarters, that most of these fires are 
the  result of incendiary werk. In some 
instances the truth of this remark has 
been very evident, although, so far as we 
know, the proper puni-limenl of th»sc 
incendiaries has not been made apparent. 
Many resolutions and threats of what 
will be done hereafter are made, none of 
which culminated to aoy given point.

The great majority of the fires which 
interest the people of the Northwest 
bave occured in Washington Territory, 
and a great many charge that they a r  
originated by a claw of people who have 
lately coma to this coast and are denom­
inated tramps, having comparatively 
little means ot support and, generally, 
will not wotk even if it is offered to 
them, but who seem determined to have 
an existence without labor, and who 
uount upon tbe destruction of other peoples 
property. I t  is not reasonable to ruppbsn 
t'iat all this destruction is designed and 
the work o f bad men. but enongh has 
already been demonstrated and proven 
that that class ot men have become very 
numerous within the last few months on 
the west side of the Rockies, and that 
they generally congregate in the town* 
and will not realtor out in the country, 

■ where work is plenty and living cheap. 
On the cocaaion of extensive fires in any 
town the people become spasmodically 
excited and resolve in such and such an 
event what they will do, but soon seem 
to lose their resolution, and neglect 

.further attention to th cause or causes 
which have produced this destruction. 
Tbe question then submits itself to the 
people of this coast bow touch longer 
aro we to become the sufferers from this 
class of bad men, and they go •> i this 
routine of crime, without any ilu-ck. 
I t  cannot be that the people of this 
northwest coast are laoking in courage, 
to vindicate and protect themselvrs, 
igainst these despoiler» ol their hard 
earned wealth, without becoming so 

• intensely aroused ns to take the law it 
their own hands, where tho law doee 
not ferret out these criminals and pun 
»eh them as they deserve.

Staxdiko Rock, I)uk., Aug. 3.— 
H ie final council was held this alter 
noon with all the chief» present «Keep 
Gall and Runoibg Antelope. Gras- 
made a very nice speech in which In 

Midas his friends ot other agencies bad 
bfokeo their promise to sign he wss now 
willing to accept the treaty. Mad Bear 
followed to the same effect. When 
singing was about to commence Sitting 
Bull, who had come with his band 
Mounted on horses, entered the circle 
and asked to talk. This being consid­
ered too late au.application be was re­
fused an oppcttunity. lie  retired in 
anger and when Juho Grass, Mad Bear. 
Big Head and Deer face had signed tin 

bill he ordered his young men to 
stampede the crotdd who were gather«'! 
around the tables. A rush on horse 
back waa made which scattered the 
crowd right and left, but by the prompt 
aetieu of Ageut - McLaughlin tbe at 
tempted disturbance was quelled and a 
strong fo n t  of jwlice «as soon placed in 
position and several of the young braves 
taken into custody, after which Sitting 
Bull returned to his camp followed by 
hia baud. Tbia little epiiode over, the 
Indians again congregated about the 
tsblcs'sud signing went on as rapidly as 
four ch-iks could identity and inscribe 
names. At this writing about 400 
M mes bave been taken and is. still pro 
pressing rapidly. ;

Albany, Or., July 31.— A remarks 
blc confession was made in ibis city 
to day, which reveals beyond question 
the identity of three men who wrecked 
the train at Lebanon Juootion switch on 
Sunday night, and has led to the arrrat 
of all three on a charge of murder.

On Monday morning after the acci 
dent, William A. Hill, who has been 
working in the harvest field for Thomas 
Froman, four miles from this city, at 
Froman's station on the Lebanon branch, 
called at tho office ot Dr. W. II. Davis 
to have a dislocated arm set. While 
under the influence of chloroform he 
talked about the wreck, and said ho did 
not open the switch, bat knew who did, 
and would die rather than give them 
away.

His muttering» were at the time sup- 
paved to be only ravings resulting from 
chlorform, but on returning to the 
doctor to day to have hia arm dressed he 
appeared uneasy, and asked the doctor if 
he had heard anything about who broke 
open tbe switch.

The doctor said : “ Nothing, exeept 
what you told me while under the 
influence cf chloroform."

This frightened him and be made a 
clean eonleasion. He said himself, and 
two brothers, bred and Herbert Rolf, 
left Albany partially intoxicated tor 
Froman’s. On passing the Lebanon 
switeh, the younger Rolf brother stopped 
and tried to break tbe look on the ewitch. 
Failing to do (his he unscrewed the bolt 
and removed the switch bar.

Hill said be and the older Rolf 
endeavored to dissuade him, and went off 
and left him at work. He afterwards 
overtook them and showed the bolt taken 
cut.

The three men, Hill raid, then went 
on to Froman’a leaving the switch open.

A constable went into the eonntry 
this afternoon and a: rested tho Rolf 
brothers, where they were at work, at a 
place indicated by Hill. These two 
were brought to this city this evening, 
on a charge of murder. They tell con­
flicting stories, tho oldest denying the 
story sud the younger saying that they 
stopped at the switch and were crackiog 
hazelnuts with rooks.

Hill says his parents live at Astoria, 
and the Rolf boys lire at Sweet Home. 
Hill looks like a tramp. .

The examination will be held in 
Justice Humphrey’s court at two o'clock 
to morrow. I t  is expected that the 
Southern Pacific Company will send an 
attorney from Portland to assist in the 
prosecution of the men.

Much excitement prevails over tho 
arrest, and railroad employes and others 
talk openly of lyoching the men.

A lbany, Or., Aug. 1.— William A 
Hill and Fred and Uerberl Rolfe-, ar­
rested on a charge of murder lor break 
ing open a switch on the Southern P a ­
cific railway near this city Sunday night, 
whieh caused an accident resulting in the 
death of Engioeer Jack Miller, were 
held in Justice Humphrey’s court this 
evening without bail. Fred Rolle aod 
Hill aro aged about 23 aud Herbert 
Rolfe 19. Hill aud young Rolle have 
both made a confessioo. They are 
ignorant young men and do not seem to 
realise tho enormity of their crime.

U t» Indiana M arauding.

Denver, Aug. 2.— A prominent cat­
tleman who arrived hero Irom Gunnison 
briilgs information that tho Utes are 
again off their reservation and creating 
havoc in the western ‘part ot theatate. 
They tr.vel in small bands intimidating 
ranchers for the purpose of scouring 
provisions and ammunition. They are 
also killing 'off all tbe game in that 
section, and daring one week slaughtered 
400 deer for ■ their hides only- The 
set (lets are becoming aroused and
threaten to go upon a war of extermina­
tion unless something is promptly done 
to drive the red marauders upon their 
reservation and keep them there.

N O  R E P U D IA T IO N .

Fiona A lbany .

Albany, Or., Aug. 2.— Nick Zim 
merman, proprietor of the Waverly 
bouse here, bad an alternation with 
Batuey Wilson, a waiter, about wages 
due. Wilson drew a revolver and shot 
tfnee, one bullet entering below the left 
breast aud ranging up without enteriog 
the chest cavity, the other one hitting 
the left arm and making a flesh wound. 
Wilson ran out the back way and 

escaped Marshal Hoffmam soon appeared 
auJ is close on Wilson’s track and will 
probably cnpiure htm. Dr. M. H. Ellis 
alteudrd the wounded mau.

New Yobk, Aug. 1.—John L.
Sullivan was taken before Judge UBiieo 
of the supreme court in chambers tbia 
noon, and through his ocunsel admitted 
hia identity, aa tbe prisoner called for in 
the writ of extradi'ion. He said he was 
williug to go South, and tbe judge 
ordered that he be turned over at bnce 
to Deputy Sheriff Childs, of Jackson, 
Miss

The proportion before the Constitu­
tional Convention to provide ways and 
means by which the different counties 
can create n sinking fund to buy in their 
indebtedneM, is not very creditable to a 
new state government. I t this remedy 
is to be provided for the counties to 
repudiate their indebtedness, why not 
uiske it applicable to the new state 
government which we are abont to 
organise. I t  is possible that tbe new 
state will run headlong in debt as some 
of the conntiea have and will need quite 
as much protection from its merciful 
creditors, nod by engrafting » me pro 
visions in the constitution for similar 
relief it will be a clever scheme to get a 

clean start on another season of extravag­
ance. Tbe aigument that the creditor* 
bought up the county warranta at a 
discount, is the same argument used by 
those who proposed to repudiate car 
national debt years ago— only their plea 
lor repudiation was based on strooger 
grounds, for the government itself did 
not in many instances realise half the 
amount of bonds »he itsned. No debtor 
baa a  right to justify his desire for 
realised repudiation on tbe ground that 
his ptper has fallen into the hands of 
sharpers or been sold for less than its face 
value. The government, whether conn 
ty, municipal, or state, onght to be as 
honest aa the -individuals who compose 
the government, and how would it look 
for this new state tff provide for the 
legal repudiation of individual debts in 
the same manner proposed for the re 
pudiation of individual debts in the 
same manner proposed for the répudia 
tion of connty indebtedneM. I f  the 
counties mast repudiate, let them go into 
insolvency, or ask the general govern 
meut to extend the bankrupt law to 
counties and municipal government. 
What n nice commentary it will be on 
the new state of Idaho to provide in her 
constitution for the repudiation of the 
indebtedneM of the several counties. 
The fact is wo had better not have a 
constitution, better net bave n stete, 
until we ean show ourselves able to 
maintain a government, and this scheme 
to get the indebtedneM of several coun 
ties paid off at a discount cqnal to half or 
twothirda of tho indebtedneM, is the 
very best proof that those who propose 
this scheme do not see tbe way clear to 
support a state government except to 
repudiate tbe present debts of the 
different counties.

It is true that several counties are 
heavily in dibt, and tho creation of 
moat of the indebtedness is not very 
creditable, for they have little or nothing 
to show for it, lint this reckless extrav­
agance is supposed to be provided aguiost 
in the constitution, and every county in 
the territory is able to pay the Isst dollar 
of her indebtcdocH, and with the in­
creased population and wealth whieh 
statehood will brirg, the present indebt­
edness ean be paid off in in  honest way 
and with uo discredit to county or stale 
Is it not best that it should be so paid T 
Three-fourths of the individuals of this 
territory would not repudiate a debt if it 
were out lawed. They bavo not peti­
tioned for insolvent or repudiation laws, 
and we admonish the Constitutional 
convention that this provision in the 
constitution will not be received with 
favor by the people, or -by congress.— 
Statesman.

Ottawa,.Aug. 2.—Tbo Citizen, the 
organ of tbe government here, whieh 
hitherto has been silent on the Behring 
•ea question, to day aayi in its editorial 
column : “ If the present government at 
Washington fails to bring about serious 
complication* between tbe imperial 
government and the United State* it 
will not be because no effort be* been 
put forth to produee this undesired result 

The truth is that atatesmeo of the 
caliber of Webster and Clay do not now 
reach maturity in the Southern portion 
of this continent. Peddling politicans, 
seekers after notoriety, professors of 
brag and duplicity appear to have 
monopolised all the places of importance, 
and are intent npon lorciog issues with 
this country, which ite people are upidly 
learning to despise and not to fear. The 
recent shameful act of piracy committed 
upon a eanadian vessel in Behring sea 
is absolutely unjustifiable, and baa - only 
one redeeming feature, namely, that it 
bring tbe whole question under consider­
ation, and the Washington authorities 
will be obligated to apologise aa well as 
recoup the owners of the vessel they 
interfered with. I f  this is not done, 
what is left of the Yankee naval effects 
will probably disappear from more seu  
then tbe Behring."
