T he P a lls  C ity tho V ic tim  o f  a 
F earfu l Conflagration.

L O S S E S  U P  IN  T H E  M IL L IO N S .

[Special to the Union.]

Spokane F alls, August 4.—9 p. m.
At (i:45 p. m , a fire started in the 

block in the rear of tho Northern I*a 
cifie depot, and at 7:45 p. n i, the block 
in which the fire originated and .he 
depot and freight house had been burned. 
A high wind is prevailing and the pros 
pect» are that tho fir ■ will sweep the 
town. All the wires are down. At 
8:30 p ui., the telegraph operator at the 
Northern Pacifia depot Imd moved down 
the line half a mile anil cut in on the 
wires, but has just been loreptl to leave 
by the approaching flames. The Pacific 
hotel and Russ house have been burned, 
and also the block buck of the depot.

9:15 p. tn —The whole city is doomed. 
Everything is on fire from the depot to 
the center of the city. The fire has just 
reached (lie Western Union telegraph 
office, right in the center of the city, and 
commnnicition has been cut off for a 
while until tho instruments can be set up 
outside tlie circle of fire.

9:25 p. m —The Washington block 
and all the surrounding buildings nre 
now burning,

9:45 p. tn.—The fire started in a lurch 
counter near the depot. The water 
works are nut of order and would not 

rk at first, and the fire got a good

start betöre the water supply was of any 
use. Tho pa?senger depot, freight 
house and three cars were burned. The 
fire seems to be going down some now.
All is excitement, however. The streets 
are crowd d with peop'c, and the busi­
ness men are endeavoring to save Borne 

portions of their stock. The fire depart­
ment is making a determined stand, and 
hopes are entertained that the fire will 
bo stopped before it attocks the large 
buildings on the water front.

10 p. m — Fire has reached the hi, 
buildings along Riverside avenue, and is 
working its way rapidly toward tho river. 
Word has just been brought that the 
immense flouring mills along tho river 
are going to bum in spite of the fire 
men’s utmost exertions. They are 
preparing to blow up adjacent buildings, 
hoping by this means to check the 
further spread of the flames. The 
people, generally, are making a deter 
mined fight to savo I he mills as they 
will go hungry if tho mills burr. 
Nearly the whole business portion of the 
city is already gone, imd from present 
indications the rest of tho business 
portion will go before the flame« can be 
stopped. All the telegraph wires have 
been burned, and Western Union are 
now usin • the railroad wire. They have 
etabliahed their office outride the city, 

the instruments beiDg Bet on top of a 
rail fence. The fire has burned a swath 
from hack of the depot, through the 
heart of the city, at least three quarters 
of a mile in length, ami is now spreading 
out on both sides. The loss will count 
up into the millions, as nearly ull the fine 
bull " I ■« erected within the last few 
yea: 1 avo been burned. Besides busi- 

many fine residence have 
been dcatr >yod, and many families sre 
homeless, having escaped with little 
except the clothes they wore.

[An effort was made to get further 
new s, but without avail, owing to the 
fact that the wing are all down, and 
were still so at 1 a. m Up to that time 
it is certain that the fire was still raging.]

In addition to the above we learn 
trnm Walter Loeper, who was at Spokane 
the time of the fire, and through other 
sources, that the fire waa not stayed till 
twenty eiiiht blocks had born burned, 
including mostly tho businoss part of the 
city. The only plaeea excepted as 
mentioned, were tho Review office, 
Knapp Burrell’s, Sraver & Walker’s and 
the Commercial Hotel. It ig reported 
that the citixens are determined to 
rebuild and are makiog préparerons, 
clearing away Sib. Some are going to 
build of granite. A company of aoldieia 
are stuioned to guard the burnt district

W ashington, Aug. 2.—The sta e 
department is in receipt of an exhaustive 
report upon Russian agriculture aud the 
cereal trade from the United States by 
Consul-General Way at St. Petersburg. 
He says the export o( cereals from 
Russia iu the past two years shows an 
aduormul increase, due to three causes : 
First, the enormous crops gathered from 
both black lauds anj arable prairies ; 
second, deprecation of the piper luble, 
and third, the foolish practice of systems 
of “comer»” in the United States.

The arable lands of Russia in Europe, 
Mr. Way says, excluding Roland, cover 
an area of 459,0110 square miles. Tin- 
wheat grower of Kansas aud Dakota will 
see at a glance the urea of that fertile 
territory which, with the cheap labor of 
Russia, will always prove to bo a fo-. 
uiiduble rival, und the merchants ut 
Chicago and New York, who imagine 
that by cornering wheat that they will 
control the markets of the world, oan 
always take into their calculations the 
products ol this country as an effectual 
check to their operations. Every corner 
engineered in the Uuitud States makes all 
opportunity for Russia. Not one dollar 
is added to the import of wealth in 
America, but exports from our country, 
being st pped, Russia steps in and gets 
rid of her surplus at remunerative prices, 
but still far below the prohibitive values 
established in Chicago and New York. 
As long as Russian wheat exists, any 
attempt to force the western nations of 
Europe to pay artificial prices for 
American grain can but result iD absolute 
failure. Pi-rhaps if this faot was known, 
corners would become raie and infre­
quent.
