FRIDAY, Julv sth
Promjitly at 10 o'clock this morning

the members of the Constitutional
Convention assembled at tlie Capitol
and prepared to enter upon their ar-
durous duties for the session. Their
faces were fresh and gave no evidence
of the previous day's celebration, show-
ing that they are a sensible and de-
corous body of men and live for work.

The Convention was called to order
by the temporary chairman J. Z.
Moore, and the minutes of the previous
day were read by the temporary secre-
tary Weir, and with a few minor cor-
rections, adopted. Upon motion, a
recess was then taken awaiting the
rejMirt of the Committee on Credentials.

After a few minutes of general hand-
shaking and conversation the chair-
man pounded loudly with his gavel
upon the desk and the Convention
assembled and listened to the report
of the Committee as read by Chairman
Reed. The only point at issue in the
re]>ort was the seatingo f Mr. Witham,
a Democrat from the First district
against a Mr. Tavis, both having claims
forThe scat, but only Mr. Witham l>e-
ing on the ground to claim it. The
report of the Committee on Creden-
tials was unanimously for seating Mr.
Witham, and after considerable
wrangling, the Convention finally
concluded todo this hut without preju-
dice as to the claims of the other gen-
tlemen, should he come to claim or
contest the scat. Upon motion, Chief
Justice lfanford was called upon to
swear in the members of the Conven-
tion, which was impressively done, and
not a man took the oath without feel-
ing the duty that devolved upon him.

The Convention, now l>cing a regu-
ularly constituted body, C. H. Warner,
ofan eastern district, jumped up with a
resolution to proceed to permanent or-
ganization by ballot. This was amend-
ed by Kinnear.of King county, to read
by roll call. The amendment was lost
and the motion prevailed. One Dem-
ocrat (perhaps more) in particular,
John Mcßeavey, of Mason county,
voting against the second ballot.

Mr. Henry, of Thurston county,
moved to adjourn until 2 o'clock p. M.
Motion was overwhelmingly defeated.
Nominations for President of the Con-
vention now being in order, Jolin P.
Hoyt, of King county was placed in
nomination by Turner of Hpokane,
and C. 11. Warner, of Whitman, by
Grifliths, also of Spokane. The ballot
resulted in the election of J. P. Hoyt,
he having 40 votes Turner 15, scatter-
ing 20.

On motion, adjourned until 2 P. M.

At the afternoon session the caucus
nominees were elected, with Levi P.
Sommers as Watchman.

The chair appointed Messrs. Prosser,
Griffith, Warner, Sohns and Reed a
Committee on Rules of Order.

Also Messrs. Dyer, Blalock, and
Lindsley a Committee to arrange for
official reports.

The remainder of the session was
devoted to the minor details of organi-
tion.

The Suffrage Convention.
Their Platform of Principles.

Friends and advocates of the cause
of equal suffrage and human rights,
assembled to consider what action
should be taken in view of the conven-
tion of delegates to form a constitution
for the State of Washington, respect,
fully invite the attention of the peojile
of this Territory, and our country men
everywhere, to the following resolu-
tions adopted at a meeting of delegates
and representatives from various parts
of the Territory, held in Olympia, Julv
3d, 1889:

WHEREAS, Three successive legisla-
tive assemblies of the Territory of
Washington have enacted laws con-
ferring the right of suffrage U|K>U
women, which have received the ap-
proval of three successive governors,
and have been sanctioned -and en-

dorsed by all political parties, as well
as by the people generally of the Terri-
tory :

There/ore, resolved, That it is the
sentiment of this meeting, and as we
believe, of the people of the Territory,
that the elective franchise should not
be denied to any citizen on account of
sex, that liberty, justice and equal
rights should be accorded alike to all
citizens, male and female, and that a
provision to that effect should lie em-
bodied in the Constitution of the State
of Washington.

Resolved, That, so long as more than
twenty thousand of American citizens
in the Territory of Washington are
disfranchised by a single judicial de-
cision in defiance of the legislative will
and the organic act of the Territory,
we enter our emphatic protest against
any proposition to submit the determi-
nation of their rights to a vote of the
"qualified electors" of the Territory,
con>i>oßed in part of patrons of the
prize ring, wife beaters, tramps, bum-

mers and drunkards. We regard such
a proposition as only adding insult to
injury, and shall at all times treat it
with tlie con tempt which it deserves.

Resolved, That the elective franchise
is a fundamental and essential right
of citizenship, and is a right preserva-
tive of all other rights. Such is the
definition of the " elective franchise"
as given by the Supreme Court of the
United States.

Resolved, That the decision rendered
! by three or our Territorial Judges, de-
! daring the Woman Suffrage act null
and void, is without a precedent in the
history of judicial decisions, and is a

; wanton outrage upon the rights of
'American citizens; that said decision
is in direct conflict with the opinion of
the Supreme Court of the I nited
States, in the case of Pratt vs. Ramsey
ct al, decided in 18S4.

WHEREAS, the recent Act of Con-

gress, providing for the admission of
four Territories into the Union, de-
clares that the constitutions to In-

formed " shall he republican in form"
i and "not repugnant to the principles
of the Declaration of Inde|ieiulence,"
anil .

.

WHEREAS, it is one of the principles
of the Declaration of Independence,
that all governments "derive their just

powers from the consent of the goi-

erued,"
I Resolved, That any constitution
j which does not recognize and embody

that fundamental principle, is not '? re-
publican in form," and is "

repugnant
d to the principles of the Declaration of

Independence" ami in contravention
' of the aforesaid Act of Congress.

Resulted, That the object and pur-
>' poses of the authors of the Thirteenth,
r Fourteenth and Fifteenth amend-

nients to the Constitution of the
' I nited States will not be accomplished

; until every American citizen has en-
-1 tered into the inheritance of equal lib-

erty, equal justice and equal rights,
i Resulted, That we rcsj.eetfully in-

' sist, ami demand that the existing law
regulating the pro|>ertv rights of hus-

* baud and wife, commonly known as
1 the "Community Law" be allowed to

j remain ujion the Statutes of the Terri-
? tory, where it has been since ISC'J, un-

til the same shall be rej.ealed or :
amended by the Legislature of the
State of Washington.

The Ellensburg Fire,

ELLENSBUKOII, W. T., July s.?At 11
p. si. last night a tire broke out in J.
S. Anthony's grocery on Main street,
ltetween Fourth and Fifth. Fanned
by a brisk west wind it rapidly destroy-
ed the whole business portion of El-
lensburg, with the exception of the
First National Bank and Lynch Block.

It is now 11:15 A. M., and the fire is
spreading among tlie residences in the
southeastern part of the city. The
streets are crowded with teams and
drays moving goods to places of safety.«
The water supply is inadequate and
there is nothing hut a hand engine
with which to tight the flames. There
has lieen no fatalities, nor has any one
been injured so far as known. About
fourteen blocks are destroyed. The
loss eunnot fall short of one million
dollars. The burned district is bound-
ed on the east by Sprague street, on
the west by Water street, and extends
from Fifth to Second.

3:45 P. M.?The tire is under con-
trol at the present time. There
is 110 danger of its spreading fur-
ther. The citizens are organizing for
the protection of their property.
