Of-
ficers have been elected, rules adopted,
committees appointed, and the mem- \
Ihts are la-ginning to uncork the in-;
grcdicnts they have prepared for the
eomnound which will soon form a fun-
damental law. So far the temper of

the Convention has indicated a lauda-
ble desire to act in harmony and per-
fect an instrument which will meet

with ready acceptance by the people.
What the disposition will be later on
when the cranks have attached their
gears and begun to give the machine
an e.xeentric motion, remains to be
seen. It will be a working Conven-
on, in the broadest 6ense of the term,

if yesterday's grist of projiositions is a
fair average of what will lie placed in
the hopper within the same given time
hereafter; hut it is probable that there
willl>c some relief soon as the honor-
able memliers have emptied their
sacks, and fallen.in line to patiently
await the results of their grists.

The first proposition of importance
was introduced by Mr. Kinnear, of
King, to place some authority in the
Constitution for dealing with trusts

(

or combinations of capital for making
a corner on any article of common de-
mand. Notwithstanding Mr. Blaine's
definition of a trust would place it l>e-
yond the authority of law, it seems
that there is quite a number of his po-
litical adherents who hold to a differ-
ent view, from the unanimity with
which gentlemen sprang to their feet
to second its reference to the commit-
tee. There may have been some sig- J
nificance, however, in the afterthought
manifested on the succeeding day,
when a minority of the committee re-
ported back the resolution with a mild'
remonstrance against instructions j
which virtually tied its hands, and in i
the fact that this report was almost i
unanimously adopted by the Conven-
tion. Whether it was a desire to af-
ford the committee the widest latitude
in passing upon matters which proper-
ly come within the line of sub-
jects submitted to each, or that the
"barreled" argument which arrived by
express a few nights ago had counseled
calm deliberation, the fact is manifest
that opposition to trusts was not so
marked or so obdurate as itwas when
Mr. Kinnear's resolution had struck a
chord attuned to reason and before a
corporation bow had had an opportu-
nity to set itinto vibration.

Prohibition and Woman Suffrage
petitions have already been read and
referred. Although among the first
propositions submitted, they willprob-
ably be with the last considered, and
result in a submission to the people as
separate articles, or the delegation of
authority to the State legislature to
fix the status of the voter and regulate

. the sale of spirituous liquors. This
latter proposition finds advocates
amid the meet earnest and devoted
friends of both measures. They pre-
fer to try their chances with the legis-
lature, upon a fair expression of au-

i thority, than to attempt the hopeless

The Leading Question.
j The Territorial School Iloard now in
session in this city, is disjtosing of a
good many hackneyed questions, hut
that which seems to be the most diffi-
cult of solution is the disposal of the
school lands of this Territorv. This
subject was ably discussed yesterday,
and yet hardly a beginning was made
in the matter of a filialand satisfacto-
ry consummation.

! According to the Enabling Act, 110

i school land can be sold for less than
I ten dollars an acre. Hence it will lie

I seen that thousands of acres of the
1 more ordinary lands must inevitably

i remain a long time the property of the
' State. It was shown liyseveral speak-
| ers from both Eastern and Western

j Washington that if the cheaper lands
1 could bo sold for 110 more than five

i dollars an acre, or even at government

I price, a fund would be realized, the in-
-1 terest of which, if properly invested,

! would increase a good deal faster
j tluin the natural increment of the
j lands. Another redeeming circum-

! stance would l>e the fact that, the
I the lands once disposed of to private
I owners, the State would l>e receiving
ian annual revenue from taxation.
This is a point well worth deliberate
thought. The higher grades of land
will probably likewise remain dead
property for a time and unproductive
of capital, a fact quite contrary to bus-
iness thrift and the principles of sound
political economy.

As to the school sections contiguous
to large and growing towns, the matter
presents altogether a different aspect.
Such lands will take care of them-
selves. They are to all intents and
purposes the best possible forms of
capital, and the State need be in no
hurry about selling them. The cash
value of several of these sections is al-
ready estimated by millions of dollars,
and the price is steadily advancing.
Indeed, there is no use in disguising
the gratifying fact that the value of
the school lands in Washington Terri-
tory far exceeds that of any other
State or Territory in the Union.

But, as stated, the absorbing question
is, "What shall be done with the school
lands?" It was shown in the discus-
sion, yesterday, that valuable tim-
ber is constantly being stolen
from these lands, and that to adequate-
ly protect them by "foresters," ap-
pointed for that purpose, would require
an army of men, involving a large ex-
penditure of money. The question is
surrounded by difficulties that may
well nigh baffle and distract sound rea-
soners. Probably no subject requiring
more careful deliberation willcome be-
fore the Constitutional Convention for
adjustment, and we. already begin to
feel a deep sympathy for the commit-
tee that shall be appointed to consider
it. Sound judgment would seem to
dictate that the school lands should
be gradually disposed of to meet the
growing demands of the school system
of the Territory. When it is remem-
bered that there are about two millions
ofacres in the total number of sections,
the magnitude of this provision for a
grand work becomes apparent, and if
provision is made for disposal of the
agricultural lands first, to promote the
settlement and improvement of the
country' and enhance the value of the
remaining sections, it willbe probably
be as wise a course as could be pursued.

One thought should be borne in
mind. In selling the agricultural
lands special care should be taken that
none other than bona fide settlers are
purchasers. In these transactions we
should give a wide berth to wily spec-
ulators. Let the lands be sold at a
fair price to fair-minded, law-abiding
settlers, in such quantities to each pur-
chaser as shall preclude the possibility
of speculation, and all parties con-
cerned willbe mutually benefitted.

Chnreh Txxxion.

Ata meeting of the Ministerial Asso-
ciation, held a few days ago in Seattle,
the subject of the exemption from tax-
ation of church property, with special
reference to the Constitutional Con-
vention, was taken up and mado the
leading topic of consideration. Many
leading clergymen of the Territory
were present, most of them being in
favor of the measure, but some of the
more conservative ones firmly planted
against it.

It was recommended and urged that
the custodians of church property of
the Protestant evangelical churches of
Seattle and throughout the Territory,
be called upon to unite in an earnest
effort towards the consummation of
this great desideratum. It was further
urged, also, that churches and church
people enlighten themselves on all
points relative to this deeply interest-
ing question. Not only in Seattle, but
at various points in Eastern and West-
ern Washington, this matter of church
taxation is already under discussion.
Spirited meetings are being held. The

Besides, Thurston county has the
beat water-power west of the Cascades
and, except the one at Hpokane Falls,
the best in the Territory, and this has
scarcely yet commenced to be utilized.

No effort should lie spared to people
Thurston connty with dairymen, stock-
farmers and fruit growers. Real estate
owners should give it attention as a
matter of businesa?to increase the
values of their lands.

THE exports of the United States to
Canada for the fiscal year 1888-9 show
a gain over the preceding year of $2,-
374,586. the total value being $22,751,,
069. Among the articles of export
showing a large gain are carriages and
ears, which increased jrom $84,335 to
$202,654, and steam engines from $398,-
814 to $620,275. The steady increase
in the value of our exports to Canada,
in spite of the ill feeling engendered
by the fisheries question, demonstrates
conclusively that all American manu-
facturers need to put their goods into
effective competition with those of
other nations is direct transportation.
We can ship directly to Canada, and
consequently we find a market there;
but in order to place our products in
the Central and South American states
we have to resort to foreign lines of
transportation, with disastrous results
to ourselves.

A Corrupt Service.

There is great cause of complaint
igaiust the Police department
of ' ortland, and according to the local
papers, that branch of the municipal
government is said to be sadly in need
of purification. Revelations of a char-
acter not creditable to the heads of
that portion of the city's guardians
have lately been made. One of the
alert journals t>f that city says, " It is
too true that there is a certain pander-
ing by the police to the vicious ele-
ments in our midst which deserves the
severest censure, and an entire revolu-
tion of the method of city government
should be instituted in that branch in
order to further the suppression of
eri ne. In our view of the case the
most serious evils that we lal>or under
grows out of the use of special police
who constitute a guild of private offi-
cials, hired by various elements to wink
at their individual lawlessness, but
vigilant to arrest the "wrong-doers who
poach in any way on the preserves of
the protected; this has grown into a
cumulative evil here, and the 'specials'
should be wiped out. ? Some of that
guild are in receipt of hundreds of dol-
lars per month to protect and guard
the interest of vagabond and licentious
proteges; of course the regular police-
man is easily prevailed upon to wink
at practices that prevail on the beat of
the special, and it is assumed that,
there arises in many instances a fra-
ternity of interest in the rent-roll from
the specials' clientage. It will not do
to assume that all our police are taint
ed with the demoralizing influence of
the specials. To become as efficient
as the public demands, and has a

right to expect in return for the thous-
ands of dollars annually paid the force,

the police department should be lifted
bodily front the domain of politics, and
when a faithful officer is found, retain
him regardless of his jiolitical atilia
tions. So long as designing politicians
are permi tted to control the Board of
Police Commissioners for their person-
al and party ends, so long willthe police
lOrce be a diigrace to the city and a
menace to its inhabitants."
