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Let The People Decide.

It is hoped that monarchial ideas
will not prevail when the Constitution-
al Convention fixes the salaries of the
State officers. They should bear in
mind that our government ig Republi-
can in form, and that the nearer the
rulerscan be kept to the people, in
conditions and surroundings, the more
stable will be the government and the

In theory the American citizen is a
sovereign. His will is supposed to be
the supreme law. Its expression is
made through legislators elected by
him_and officers are designated by his
ballot to carry it into etfect. It would
seem that this kingly perogative was
direct enough to secure absolute rule
of the citizen, provided, of course that
a unity of sentiment is secured on any
given line of policy. But it is only
true in a modified sense. The sov-
creign is only permitted to ascend the
throne at stated periods of from one to
two years, and then his hold of the
scepter lasts but for the moment, he is
depositing his ballot. This renders a
change of governmental policy neces-
sarily slow, and when we consider
those *“ safeguards” which Congress
and the Constitutional Convention
place about the action of the citizen,
it is not surprising that heisin a great
degree shorn of his strength and
robbed of his birthright, by these well-
meaning members of the body politic
who deem it their duty to hedge in
citizenship by limitations and restric-
tions which deprive it of a large pro-
portion of the remaining boasted priv-
ileges of free government.

It is sincerely hoped that, in fixing
the salaries of the State officers,
the Convention will not follow the
rule proscribed by the Committee
on Judicial Department, of fixing
the minimum compensation of Judges

at a rate about ten times as
high as the wages of common
labor. These is no reason for such a

disparity of pay under a government
which recognizes all men as “free and
equal.” Either the laborer who works
ten long hours out of the twenty-four
on the streets, for his two dollars, is
underpaid, or the officer who receives
from fifteen to twenty dollars, for
from four to five hours per day, seated
in his luxuriantly furnished office, is
overpaid. All the sophistry that can
be brought to bear upon the subject,
fails to convince the true friend of
human equality, that the educated
brain of one man is worth so much
. more than the educated brawn of the
other. Nor may there be much dif-
ference between the mental capacity
of the two. Their relative positions
may be the result of chance, snd hon-
esty and capability on the side of the
man in jeans. In fact, the controlling
force of the business world to-day de-
rives its vitality from skilled labor,
which has always been content with
‘reasonable wages for tasks involving
both thought and incessant toil.

Many people in this city and Cheha-
lis are at a loss to understand why the
opening of the Olympia & Gray’s Har-
bor railroad would inaugurate so large
a business as some of its enthusiastic
projectors have assumed that it would
do. The extension and completion of
the Olympia and San Francisco pas-
senger route, via Gray’s Harbor, ex-
plains it all. Hence it will be seen
that we are not only tapping the Che-
halis valley country but we are actually
tapping all that portion of California
of which the harbor of San Francisco
is the natural outlet. Thus the busi-
ness that would ultimately accrue to
Olympia wonld be but the the grand
resultant of three independent in-
exhaustible sourres of trade, viz: the
connection with trans-continental
trunks, the Chehalis country proper,
and the San Francisco passenger traffic.
In the late discussion of the merits of
our proposed road, due regard has not
been paid to the latter of these advan-
tages. The testimony of experienced
ship-masters is on record that Gray’s
Harbor has as safe an entrance as the
mouth of the Columbia river. This
testimony is all the more valuable
when it is remembered that the former
is, as yet, little better than in a state
of nature, and when it receives one-
tenth of the imprevement that has
been bestewed on the Columbia bar it
will rate as one of the finest harbors
in the world. :

The people of the entire Chehalis
valley are no less hopeful and enthusi-
astic in regard to our proposed rail-
road than are Olympians themselves,
and they stand ready to do more than
their share towards this enterprise.

The gentleman above referred to is
intimately conversant with the nature
of the country through which the line
will be located, and he affirms that
every mile of the road will pay as
soon as completed, and, in his judg-
ment there is no railroad route of
similar length in the world which af-
fords so great inducements to capital-
ists as the one in question. While
other Bound points are ready and anx-
ious to build this road to their own
borders and reap the rich harvests it
will yield, Olympia still occupies the
position of a party having the refusal
of a big bonanza, and the good sense
of its people ought not to suffer them
to longer halt between two opinions.
Now is the time to work, while the
lamp holds out to burn. A few
months will determine the questiom,
when the' die will be cast and the
metal cold.

It is on record, in fact,
that something like this has - been
done in our own country. The read-
ers of the sporting events that occur-
red away back in the fifties, will re-
member the tragic end of Little Mack,
s middle weight celebrity, who was
the son of a poor widow and the only
support of his mother. Having
achieved some notoriety as a boxer, he
was inveigled into a fight with a much
larger man. The contest took place
on Long Island and lasted about four
hours. Long after the result was de-
termined in the minds of the specta-
tors, Little Mack was allowed by his
friends, and even hounded on by them,
to answer to time call by crawling on
his hands and knees, from his corner,
only to be knocked down again by his
murderer. But men had bet their
money on the little hero, and they

Chance for Investments.

Hundreds of tons of the larger and
smaller fruits are shipped away from
Olympia every year. Most of this val-
uable product is raised within the im-
mediate vicinity of this city and year
by year the quantity brought to our
markets is increasing. Two years ago
an orchardist estimated that a hun-
dred tons of good, marketable apples
rotted on the ground here, for the
reason’ that the home market was glut-
ted and nobody had business thrift
enough to gather up and ship the fruit
away where it would have found ready
sale at remunerative prices. Muny
tons of the smaller fruits have been
shipped to the luwer Sound ports and
Eastern Washington, this year, but
the business thus far seems to have
been carried on only in a kind of jobbing
way, wholly subject to the fluctuating
demand and irregular orders of distant
consumers and dealers. Olympia con
tains within her limits extensive or-
chards of apples, pears and plums. It
is doubtful if any similur place on the
Northwestern cosst comprises within
its corporate limits a larger area de-
voted to the fruit industry than this
place, when we count Central Olympia
with Eastside and Westside. Itisa
fact that has for years been deplored
that 20 much valuable timber should
be sent out of this harbor to be worked
up into various forms of building ma-
terial at the lower Sound mills; so it
is with the fruitd of Olympia and vi-
cinity. A large cannery established
here would wholly regulate this busi-
ness and be the means of bringing hither
thousands of dollars of capital to be
disbursed among our producers and
laboring classes. No safer investment
could possibly be made at the present
time than the establishment of a first-
class cannery for the utilization of
Olympia fruits of all kinds.
