It provides fora Supreme
court consisting of three Judges, to be
elected by the people; term, six years;
vacancies to be filled by the Governor
until elected by the people. Salaries
of Supreme Court Judges, 15.000 per
annum. It also provides for a Supe-
rior Court, with one or more Judges
for each county, to be elected by the
people. The term of the first Judges
is fixed at three years, and subsequent-
ly for six years, with a salary of *3,600
per annum; vacancies to be filled by
the Governor, and the Judges are pro-
hibited from charging juries on facts
or commenting thereon, but must con-
fine themselves to the application and
interpretation of the law. They are
also to appoint three Court Commis-
sioners to sit on cases in Chambers.
Justices of the Peace to be salaried, but
shall receive no fees. The legislature
has power to increase the salaries of
Judges.

The.minority reported concurrence
iu all of the rejiort of the majority, ex-
cept substituting five Supreme Court
Judges instead of three, and fixing
their term at four years instead of six.

The following propositions were pre-
sented, viz:

Eshelman's proposition on eminent
domain was divided and referred to
Committee on Harbors and the Com
mittee on State, School and Granted
Lands.

Dunbar moved to go into Committee
of the Whole, on the report of the
Committee on Judicial Department,
on the article establishing the Judicial
system, which was carried and Cos-
grove took the chair.

The whole article was read, anil then
read and considered by sections. The
first section was adopted, which pro-
vides for a .Supreme Court, Superior
Courts Justices of the Peace, and such
inferior courts as the legislature may
provide.

The second section was then taken
up, which provides for a Supreme
Court of three Judges, a majority of
whom shall be necessary to form a
quorum and pronounce a decision, and
said court shall always be open for the
transaction of business except on non-
judicial days. In the determination
of causes all decisions of the court shall
be in writing and the grounds of the
decision shall l»e stated. The legisla-
ture may increase the number of
Judges of the Supreme Court from
time to time. Turner moved its adop-
tion. Griffiths moved a substitute
providing for five Judges instead of
three and striking out the clause giv-
ng the legislature power to increase

the number.
After a lively and al.le debate and

especially eloquent speeches by
Messrs. Dunbar, Crowley, Griffiths, P.
C. Sullivan and Dwyer in favor of the
substitute, and by Turner, Kinnear,
Buchanan and others in favor of three
Judges, the substitute was adopted.
The Committee rose, reported prog-
ress and asked leave to sit again.
Granted.

On motion, the Convention took a
recess until 2:30.

2:30 r. M.

The Convention assembled and El-
driilge was called to the Chair.

Moore, of Spokane, moved to go
into Committee of the Whole. Car-
ried.

Cosgrove in the chair, the committee
took up the report of Committee on
Judicial Department.

Browne moved to amend the substi-
tute virtually restoring the power of
the Legislature to increase the num-
ber of Supreme Court Judges.

Turner moved to amend the amend-
ment by inserting " and may provide
for separate departments of said Court."
Carried by 44 votes.

The third section was taken up for
consideration, providing for the elec-
tion of Supreme Court Judges and
term of office.

Warner moved to amend so that if
two judges are to be elected, only one
should be voted for, and if three are to
be elected, two only to be voted for,
and advocated a non-partisan court, or
that both parties be represented on the
bench, in an eloquent and forcible
speech. Dyer opposed the amend
ment. Dunbar opposed it on the
ground that itrestricts suffrage.

Davies'
and Peck's brief arithmetic has been
in use for ten years, and condemned
by all as a useless and expensive book.
