Our Law Framers,
Taurspay, July 18, (Concluded.)

The amendment of Warner to se
cure a minority representation on the
Supreme Court bench was further dis-
cussed by Messrs. Sharpstgin, Brown,
Godman, Gritlits, Suksdorf and Eshel-
man in favor of the amendment, and
by Messrs. J. C. Sullivan, Weir, Stur-
devant, Kinnear, Crowley, Lillis,
Gowey, Minor and Turner, against, and
it was lost by a strict party vote, 24
aves and 43 noes.

Buchanan offered a substitute for
sections 2 'and 3, providing for one
Chief Justice and two  Associate Jus-
tices, to be appointed by the Governor
and confirmed by the Senate, instead
of being elected by the people, as sub-
mitted by the committee, and made a
lengthy speech thereon, iz which he
declared his faith in the people, but
was contident a percentage could be
bought, and further said, “even some
on this floor, I think, could be bought,”
but veing called to order withdrew the
offensive remark.

A vote being taken, the substitute
was defeated by a large majority.

Moore, of Spokane, otlered a substi-
tute dividing the State into two Judi-
cial districts, two of the Judges be
clected in each district, and a Chief
Justice elected at large, all for a term
of six yvears.  Lost.

J. €. Sullivan moved to pass from
Sec. 3 and take up Sec. 4 Lost, 29
ayes, 33 noes.

Sukesdorf moved that the committee
rise and report a recommendation that
the Convention re-commit Sec. 3 to
Committee on Judicial Department,
which was done.

Adjourned.

On motion of Dunbar, the Conven-
tion resolved itself into Committee of
the Whole, Cosgrove in the chair, and
proceeded to consider Sec. 4 of the ar
ticle on Judicial Department.

Moore, of Spokane, offered an amend-
ment striking out the limit of $200,
thus allowing all cases to be settled by
the Supreme Court, and he had read a
telegram sent by Mr. Graves, a promi-
nent member of the bar at Spokane
Falls  Dunbar forcibly maintained
that it was the interest of poor men to
limit the action to $200, as without
such limit a poor man is at the mercy
of corporations and wealthy men.
Motion to strike out lost.

Hoyt offered a substitute, leaving
the question of jurisdiction to the leg-
islature  Lost.

Section 4, with trifling amendments,
adopted.

The Committee of the Whole then
passed to the consideration of Sec, 5.
Godman moved to amend by making
the term of Superior Judges four years
instead of six years, after the first
term, which is fixed at three years.
Carried, 36 to 34.

Powers moved an amendment in re-
gard to classification of counties into
districts, pending which, the commit-
tee rose, reported progress, and asked
leave to sit again, which report was re-
ceived and leave granted.

Warner eloquently advocated  the
amendment, although he believed it
too large. He was followed by Bu-
chanan and others in favor of, and by
Godman, Griflits and others against it,
and upon a vote it was lost,

Motion for the committee to rise
was lost, and subsequently the same
motion was made and lost, as the
members seemed determined to fight
out the gquestionr of salary for Judges
before adjourning.

Finally the committee fixed upon
$4.000 for the salary of the Judges of
the Supreme Court, by a vote of 53 in
favor of it, and immediately thereafter
fixed the salary of Superior Court
Judges at $3,000 per annum by a large
majority, and after being further
amended, on motion of Durie, provided
that Legislature shall not increase
or decreasé the salary of the Judges
during their term of office, the section
was adopted.

The Committee of the Whole rose,
reported progress, and was given leave
to sit again, whereupon tue Conven.

Section 16 viz: “Judges shall not
charge juries with respect to matters
of fact, nor comment thercon, but
shall declare the law,” and a motion
was made by Suksdorf tostrike out the
words “nor comment thereon,” which
provoked an animated discussion, in
which Dunbar, Crowley, Kinnear, Sul
livan and Griffits opposed the amend-
ment to strike out, while Moore, of
Spokane, Buchanan and others favored
doing so. Upon a vote being taken, it
was lost, only ten voting aye, and Fec.
16 was adopted.

Sections 17, 18, 19, 20, 21, adopted.
Section 22 being under considera-
tion, Henry offered an amendment de
priving the Legislature of the power of
to elect a Clerk of the Supreme
Court and fix his term of office.
Lost, by a vote of 24 aves and 34
noes, and the original section adopted
after an amendment making the com-
pensation by salary only.

Section 23 was entirely stricken out
and sthe following section numbered
23-and adopted.

Section 24, adopted.

Section 25 (a new section) to-wit:
“ Superior Court Judges shall, on or
before the 1st day of November in each
year, report in  writing to the Judges
of the Supreme Court such defects and
omissions in the laws as their exper-
ience may suggest and the Judges of
the Supreme Court shall, on or before
the 1st day of January in each year re-
port in writing to the Governor such
defects and omissions in the laws as
they may believe to exist.” Adopted.
Prosser proposed a section for the
establishment of Courts of Arbitra-
tion. Lost.

Sections 26, 27 and 28 ‘adopted and
the report on the amended Section 3
was considered and adopted.

The whole article having been con-
sidered and adopted by sections and
amended, the Committee refused to re-
port it to the Convention until it had
been again read throughout and adopt-
ed as a whole. The committee rose,
reported progress and asked leave to
sit ugain, which was granted.

Dyer, by request, an article provid-
ing that any Judge or other judicial
oflicer, Prosecuting Attorneys and
Mavor of any city aceepting a pass
from any railroad shall forfeit his of-
fice and shall be ineligible thereafter
to any oflice in the State. Referred.

Turner moved to go into the Com-
mittee of the Whole on the Article on

the Judicial Department.  Carried,
and Cosgrove took the chair.
The article was read throughout

and some corrections were made  On
motion, the committee rose and rec
ommeanded the adoption of the article
with amendments, except as regards
the term of Superior Judges, whether
it shall be four or six years. A call of
the house was ordered and upon mo-
tion the further proceedings under
the call was dispensed with, and the
ayes and noes were called upon the
question, those voting aye in favor of
a term of 4 vears and noin favor of
six years—49) ayes, 15 nays, and a term
of four years was determined upon.
Warner moved to suspend the rules
and put the article on its third reading
and tinal passage, but waived for Cos-
grove to amend by making it possible
to carry a case irom the Justice’s Court
to the Supreme Court where the value
does not exceed one hundred dollars,
striking out the word two hundred dol-
lars, which was withdrawn, and Allen
moved to strike out a portion of Sec. b
in order to put no limit to the right of
appeal. Lost.

The motion to susvend was lost, and
the article was laid over and ordered
printed.

Dickey moved that the minority re-
port of the committee in favor of pro-
hibition, and recommends the sub-
mission of a separate proposition.

Reed, of Thurston, moved to post-
pone to Wednesday morning at ten
o'clock. Carried.

The report of Committee on Federal
Relations was taken up, and the chair-
man being absent, it was laid over.

The report of Committee on Printing,
recommending an article on State
printing by contract was taken up.

Gowey moved to adopt a substitute,
pending which Minor moved to indefi-
nitely postpone. Lost.

Motion to adjourn. Lost.

Sullivan moved to lay on the table.
Lost.

Dyer spoke in favor of providing for
a Public Printer by the people.
Gowey’s substitute was then read, to
the effect that the legislature shall
provide for the public printing.

Dyer moved to re-commit the report
to the same committee with instrve-
tions to submit an article providing
for the election of a Public Printer.
Gowey spoke against electing a Pub-
lic Printer.

Turner, Griflits and Power were in
favor of having the public printing
done by contract.

Dyer’s motion to re-commit with in-
stractions was lost, as was Gowey's
substitute, leaving the whole matter
to the legislature.

DR. T. T. MINOR,
Of Seattle, is tall, of fine proportions
—weighing nearly 200 pound—fair
hair, light complexion and with a fair
face that portrays scholarly attain-
ments, profound thought, great digni-
ty and moral character. His face 1s a
good index of the man. He is very
suavative, easily approached, always
gentlemanly in his deportment, and
exerts a marked influence on what-
ever class or circle he comesin contact.
He is a fine offshoot of the best New
England blood, born in Connecticut,
45 years of age, married, a physician
and surgeon, standing in the very front
rank of his profession and has had a
large and lucrative practice ever since
he came to this Territory, in 1868, im-
meliately prior to which time, he was
sent by the Smithsonian Institute to
Alaska and after making his valuable
report to that national institution, he
located in our midst.
