This is done by sim-
ply placing crosses after the names he
wishes to vote for, or by writing the
names in the blanks opposite the
printed name. He then folds his
ticket so as to expose the official en-
cdorsement on its back and enters ihe
poiling place. Here his ballot is re-
ceived and deposited, the voter retiring
by another door than that by which
he entered. By this means the voter,
from the time he receives his ballot
until he casts it, has no communica-
tion with any one but the eleetion offi-
cers, and with them only for husiness
purposes; and only election officers
and persons aciually engaged in voting
are ever permiited within the railing.
