Mr. Buchanan obtained unanimous
consent and offered a substitute for
Section 21 of the article on Corpora-
tions, in regard to the appointment of
a Board of three Railroad Commis-
sioners, which was read and laid upon
the table.

tions to amend were lost, and the sec-
tion as reported, was adopted. This
section limits the State to ¥400,000 in-
debtedness, which it may contract to
meet casual deficits or failures in reve-
nues, or for expenses.

Section 2 provides that in addition
to the above limited power to contract
debts, the State may contract debts to
repel invasion, suppress insurrection,
or to defend the State in war, and it
was adopted.

Section 3 provides that except the
debts specified in sections 1 and 2 of
this article, no debts shall hereafter be
contracted by, or on behalf of this
State, unless such debt shall be au-
thorized by law for some single work
or object to be distinctly specified
therein, which law shall provide ways
and means, exclusive of loans, for the
payment of the interest and discharge
of the principal within twenty years,
and no such law shall take effect until
it shall have been submitted to the
people at a general election, and have
received a majority of all the votes
cast for and against it, and such law
shall be published in at least one news-
paper in each county, three months
next proceeding the election.

Immediately upon its being received,
Mr. Turner moved to strike out all
that part of the section requiring the
submission of the law to people, and
their uapproval of it, before the law can
be enacted, and made a characteristic
speech in ‘support of his motion.
Among other things he said that “ he
was opposed to leaving these questions
to the people. Provisions of this kind
should not be submitted to the people.

The Committee on Water and
Water Rights, reported an article on
“ Irrigation,” which provides in the
first section that the water of every
natural stream not heretofors appro-
priated within the State of Washing-
ton is hereby declared tc be the prop-
erty of the public and the same is ded-
icated to the uses of the people of the
State subject to appropriation as here-
inafter provided, and in the second sec-
tion declares the right to divert the
unappropriated waters of any natural
stream to beneficial uses, shall never
be denied. Priority of appropriation
shall give the better right as between
those using the water for the same
purpose ; but when the waters of any
natural stream are not sufficient for
the service of all those desiring the
same, those using the water tor do-
mestic purposes shall have the prefer-
ence over those claiming it for any
other purpose, and those using the
water for agricultural purposes shall
have the preference over those using
the water for manufacturing purposes,
and the third section provides that all
persons and corporations shall have
the right of way across public, private
amd corporate lands for the construc-
tion of ditches, canals and flumes for
the purpose of conveying water for do-
mestic purposes, for irrigation for ag-
ricultural lands and mining and man-
ufacturing purposes, and for drainage
upon payment of just compensation.
E. H. Sullivan of the Committee took
exception to section 3.

GENTLEMEN :—I thought that you
might possibly feel an interest in a
brief description of a firemen’s tour-
nament held in this section of the
country, and having an invitation to
attend one at Catskill, have thought
fit to send you an account of the same

If that quaint old city of Catskill,
which i3 o beautifully nestled among
the mountains as to be nearly hidden
among the recesses of their hills, had
ever an awakening from the Rip Van
Winkle lethargy which it is said still
clings to the dwellers along its hill-
sides and valleys, it was surely on
Wednesday last, when the city, from
its highest staff’ to its lowest arched
doorway, was quiveringly alive and
fairly electric with its beautiful display
of national colors, in flags, bunting,
drapery, and in every conceivable com-
bination of the “ red, white and blue.”
“Welcome,” was written over all the
engine houses, entwined in evergreens
across the streets, fluttering in mottoes
from every flagstaff, and perhaps more
plainly still was delineated upon the
countenances of all the inhabitants,
Every car, steamboat and wagon com-
ing to the city brought additional
persons who joined in swelling the
vast numbers of those who, from early
morning until long into the night,
thronged its streets.

The prize for maneuvering men upon
the streets was awarded to Rescue
Hook and Ladder Co., of Athens. This
company drilled with so much precis-
ion, and were so warmly applauded by
the citizens who lined the sidewalks,
that all competitors withdrew from the
field, without permitting comparison.

The hose carriage race was won by
Lafayette Hose, Valatie, N. Y., who
made attachment hydrant, ran off with
carriage 305 feet of hose, broke coup-
ling and attached pipe. Time dis-
puted, but about 47} seconds.

The hand engine trial attracted a
large crowd, among which were many
firemen, who were greatly interested
in the working of the engines, and in
their several distance plays.

The first prize, $100, for distance,
was awarded to Hudson River Engine
Co., of Coxsackie, N. Y., which played
a 1516 inch stream of solid water 188
feet and 9 inches. This was a 10-inch
cylinder, crane neck, Button and Blake
engine, which drafted her water, 4 feet
perpendicular, worked with 69 men on
her brakes at once, through 230 feet of
hose. She was worked on her 6-inch
stroke, using a ring nozzle.

The second prize, $50, was won by
McNawomac Engine Co.. of Athens, N,
Y. This engine was also one of Messrs.
Button & Blake’s, with 9}-inch cylin-
ders, which was worked by double-
banking brakes, with 60 men at once,
suction as before, with 250 feet of hose,
on her 6-inch stroke, usinga J-inch
ring nozzle, 172 feet and 9 inches.

The third best play was made by the
G. K. Porter engine of Cairo, which
was a Jas. Smith, piano box, with 8-
inch cylinders, working 6-inch stroke,
with 51 men on brakes at once,
through 150 feet of hose, suction as
above, -ring nozzle, 161 feet.

These plays were all made from the
reservoir, and were favored by a ten-
foot down grade. I considered the
play as not very creditable to any of
the engines, and very sincerely wished
that I had my old Columbia crew and
engine there, that we might have cap-
tured the first prize, which they assur-
edly might have done had they been
there, and in condition as in 1863,
when they played under similar cir-
cumstances a F-inch stream, on level
land, 197 feet.
