ration of Independence. That Decla-
ration affirms that governments are
| instituted to protect life, liberty, and
the pursuit of happiness, and derive
their just powers from the consent of
the governed. Women have these
rights, they are governed, and suffrage
is the only formr of consent known in
a Republic; therefore women have a
moral right to vote. The legislature
of Washington has twice given wo .ien
that right, but certain judgesimported
from less progressive communities,
have twice set aside the legislative will.
Twenty-five thousand women have
thus been prevented from taking part
in the election of this Convention, in
violation of the United States Consti-
tution and Territorial law. Will this
Convention exclude these women by
restricting suffrage to male citizens
and thus forever disfranchise women
by trying the hands of future flegisla-
tures ? We ask that the word “ male ”
may not be used te exclude women
from voting, or, if used, that the State
Legislature shall have power to confer
upon women the right and privilege of
electors to vote at all elections, Wo-
men obey the laws; they should have
a voice in enacting them; they pay
taxes; they should have a voice in
their expenditure. A vote is the au-
thoritative expression of an opinion
upon matters of general interest. It
is not a a masculne function but a
human function. Political progress
has consisted historically in the ex-
tension of suffrage to classes previous-
ly excluded. Social progress has given
womsn from age to age a larger meas-
ure of freedom and equality. During
the past century we have advanced
from a monarchy to an aristocracy, of
wealth under the Federal party, to an
aristocracy of races under the old Dem-
ocratic party; to an aristocracy of sex
under'the Republican party—we are
now taking the final step of establish-
ing a government of the people, men
and women, in accordance with the
Declaration of Independence. A gov-
ernment of men and women will be
better than a government of men
alone. It will have all the masculine
qualities with the feminine qualities
added. Women will be forever unlike
men in character and position. Every
class that votes makes itself felt in the
government in the direction of its
special interests and qualities. Wo-
men are less belligerent than men,
they are more temperate, more chaste,
more economical, more law-abiding.
These are the qualities in which our
government is lacking. They are the
wives and mothers of men. They rep-
resent the home, as man represents the
business. Men and women are made
tobe friends and helpmeets. They
must co-operate in the home, in society
and in the State. Mr. Blackwell made
a strong appeal to the men of Wash-
ington to lead in this great measure of
progress. Todo so will add 100,000 to
its population within five years of the
best Eastern people.

Woman Suffrage in Washingtou.

_ The meeting in the interest of Wo-

~ man Suffrage, at Tacoma Hall, on the
25th inst. was well attended, President
Hoyt presiding. It was ably addressed
by Dr. Henry B. Blackwell, of Boston,
Mass., on the justice and expediency

- of incorporating equal suffrage in the
new Conatitution. He said:

“The simultaneous movement for
Statehood now taking place in the
Territories stretching from Minnesota
to the Pacific ocean is one of the most
important events in our history. Men
of all parties throughout the East are
watching the actions of the Constitu-
tional Conventions now in session,
which will add eight new members to
United States Senate, and will give the

balance of political power to the West.
Especially are the friends of equal
sufirage for women desirous that the
new Constitution shall not perpetuate
the barbarous distinctions of sex by
adopting the restrictions which the
older States have inherited from their
ancestors, and which retard the estab-
lishment of woman suffrage by tying
up the hands of the legislature.

“] am here as Secretary of the
American Woman Suffrage Associa-
tion, bringing important letters, pre-

by eminent Eastern statesmen,
for the consideration of the Conven-
tions now in session, and from the
highest officers of States and Territo-
‘ries  where woman mﬂ'r:ge prevails,
“testifying to its good results.”
