DAMAGING VACILLATION.

At their regular annual meeting
held in this city July 15th, 16th and
17th, the Territorial Board of Educa-
tion adopted certain text-books to be

used in the publie schools of this Terri-
tory. This action was announced by
official printed circulars, bearing the
names of all the members of the Board
at Olympia, July 17, 1889.
teachers and book-
sellers immediately began to act in
good faith in accordance with this de-
cision of the Board. Text-book dealers
throughout the Territory telegraphed
for shipments of books to be made,
and everything apparently augured
well for the schools
opened on the first Monday in Sep-
tember,

But a change has come over the
spirit of their dreams. On Monday,
Aug. 5th, three members of the Board
of Education met in Olympia, and,
on motion,” rescinded the action taken
in the adoption of certain text-hooks
at its July meeting. At this meeting,
J. H. Morgan, Superintendent of Pub-
lic Instruction, H. J. Swim and W. B.
Turner, three of the five members were
present, while Messrs. L. E. Follans-
bee and A. L. McBride, tke remaining
members were absent.

By what authority the meeting was
called seems still shrouded in mystery
A letter was read from Mr. Follans-
bee giving his reasons for refusing to
attend. . The substance of his letter
was that the Board exercised its best
judgment at its July meeting; that it
had adopted certain text-hooks and
had entered into written contracts
with the publisliers of those text-books
in harmony with such adoption,
therefore he saw no necessity for the
meeting. Mr. McBride either sent no
communieation, or if so, it was not
read before the meeting. It is a sig-
nificant fact that a legal gentlemen
prescnt, went so far as to express his
doubts as to the authority of the Board
then and there to take any action in
the text-book question.

The President presented a commu-
nication from Stevens and Miller posts
of the Grand Army of the Republic ex-
pressing thanks to the Convention for
the passage of the section establishing
a Soldier’s Home.

J. 7. Moore and D. Buchanan each
filed a minority report jon the article
on the legislative department.

The Convention ther resolved itself
into Committee of th~ Whole for con-
sidering the reports of the Committee
on the Legislative Department, and
Dr. Blalock was called to the chair.

Section 1 provides that the legisla
tive powers shall be vested in a Senate
and House of Representatives, which
shall be ealled the Legislature of the
state of Washington.

Section 2 provides that the House of
Representatives shall be composed ol
not less than 63 nor more than 99
members. The number of Senators
shall not be more than one-half nor
less than one-third of the number of
members of the House of Representa-
tives, The first legislature shall be
composed of 70 members of the House,
and 35 Nenators.

Section 3 provides that the legisla-
ture shall provide for an enumeration
of the inhabitants in 1895, and every
ten years thereafter; and at their first
session after such enumeration, and
also after each United States census,
the legislature shall apportion and dis-
trict anew the members of the Scnate
and House of Representatives.

Section 4. “Members of the House
of Representatives shall be elected in
the year 1889, at the time and manner
provided by this Constitution, and
shall hold their offices for the term of
one vear and until their successors
shall be elected.”

Section . The next election of the
members of the House of Representa-
tives after the adoption of this Consti-
tution, shall be on the first Tuesday
after the first Monday in November,
1890, and thereafter members of the
House of Representatives shall be
elected biennially.

Section 6 provides that Senators
shall be clected by single districts at
the same time and in the same man-
ner as members of the House. They
shall be clected for a term of-four
vears, one-hali of their number retir-
ing every two years.

Section 7. “ No person shall be eli-
gible to the legislature who shall not
be a citizens of the United States and
have resided two years within the
State, and be a qualified voter in the
district where he is chosen.”

Section 8 provides that each
house shall be the judge of the elec-
tion, cte., of its own members, and a
majority of each house shall constitute
a quorum to do business.”

Section 9 provides that “each house
may determine the rules of its own
proceedings, punish contempt and dis-
orderly behavior and by a concurrence
of two-thirds of all the members elect-
ed, expel a member, but no member
shall be expelled a second time for the
same offense.”

Nection 10 provides that each house
shall elect its oflicers, the Senate
choose a temporary President when
necessary, and the Lieutenant Gover-
nor shall have the deciding vote in
case of an equal division of the Senate.

Section 11 provides that each house
shall keep a journal of its proceedings,
and publish the same, except such
parts as require secrecy. Neither
house shall adjourn for more than
three days.

Seetion 12, “The first legislature
shall meet oun the first Wednesday af-
ter the first Monday in November, A.
D. 1889. The second legislature shall
meet on the first Wednesday after the
first Monday in January, A. D. 1891,
and sessions of the legislature shall be
held biennially thereafter, unless spe-
cially convened by the Governor, but
the times of meeting of subsequent
sessions may be changed by the legis-
lature. After the first legislature the
sessions shall not be for more than
sixty days.”

Section 13 provides that no member
of the legislature, during the time for
which he is elected, shall be appointed
or elected to any civil office in the
State, which shall have been created,
or the emoluments of which shall have
heen inereased, during the term for
which he was elected.

Section 14, “No person, being a
meinber of Congress, or holding any
civil or military office under the United
States or any other power, shall be eli-
gible to be a member of the legislature ;
and if any person, after his election as
a member of the legislature, shall be
elected to Congress or be appointed to
any other effice, civil or military, under
the government of the United States
or any other power, his acceptance
thereof shall vacate his seat, Provided,
that officers in the militia of the
State who receive no annual salary,
local officers and postmasters, whose
compenszation does not exceed $300
per annum, shall not be ineligible.”

Section 15, “The Governor shall
issue writs of election to fill such va-
cancies as may oceur in cither house
of the legi=lature.”

Section 16, Members of the legisla-
ture shall be privileged from arrest in
all cases, except treason, felony and
breach of the peace; they shall not be
subject to any civil process during the
session of the legislature, nor for fifteen
days next before the commencement
of each session.

Section 17. No member of the leg-
islature shall be liable in any civil ac-
tion or eriminal prosecution whatever,
for words spoken in debate.

Section 18, “The style of the law
of State shallbe: ¢ Beit enacted by the
Legislature of the State of Washing-
ton.””

Section 19, No bill shall embrace
more than one object, and that shall
be expressed in the title.”

Sections 20, 21 and 22 provides for
the manner of passing a law by the
legislature.

Section 23 provides that members
shail receive $5 for each day’s attend-
ance, and ten cents mileage coming to
and going from the place of meeting of
the legislature.

Section 24, “The legislature shall
never authorize any lottery or grant
any divorce.”

Section 26 was stricken out.

Section 26 provides that the legisla-

ture shall never grant any extra com-

of office.

Section 27 provides that the legisla-
ture shall direct by law, in what man-
ner, and in what courts, suits may be
brought against the State.

Section 28 which provides a form of
oath for members of the legislature
was stricken out.

The [oregoing sections were passed
upon as agreed to in Committee of the
Whole, and at this stage of proceed-
ings the Committee of the Whole rose,
the President resuming the chair, and
reported progress and asked leave to
sit again was granted.

Dr. Blalock presented a report from
“ Public Health and Vital Statistics,”
providing an article, as follows, viz:

“ There shall be established by law a
State Board of Health, and a Bureau of
Vital Statistics in connection there-
with, with such powers as the legisla-
ture may direct. The legislature shall
enack laws to regulate the practice ol
medicine and surgery, and the sale of
drugs and medicines.”

Messrs, Bowen, Hicks and Dallam.

The Convention then resolved itself
into Committee of the Whole, Dr. Bla-
lock in the chair, for the further con-
sideration of the article on “ Legisla-
tive Department,” as follows:

Section 29. In all elections by the
legislature the members shall vote
viva voce, and their votes shall be en-
tered on the journal.

Section 3¢, The legislature is pro-
hibited from enacting any private or
special laws in the following cases, viz:
For changing the names of persons, or
constituting one person the heir-at law
of another, or grant divoreces; for lay-
ing out, opening or altering highways;
for authorizing persons to keep ferries
wholly within this State; for author-
izing the sale or mortgage of real or
personal property of minors, or others
under disability ; for assessment or col-
lection of taxes, or for extending the
time for collection thereof; for grant-
ing corporate powers or privileges; for
authorizing the apportionment of any
part of the school fund; for incorpo-
rating any town or village, or to amend
the charter thereof; from giving effect
to invalid deeds, wills or other instru-
ments; releasing or extinguishing, in
whole or in part, the indebtedness, lia-
bility or other obligation of any person
or corporation, to this State, or to any
municipal corporation therein; declar-
ing any person of age or authorizing
any minor to sell, lease, or encumber
his or her property : legalizing, except
as against the State, the unauthorized
or invalid act of any offices ; regulating
the rates of interest on money; remit-
ting fines, penalties or forfeitures; pro-
viding for the management of common
schools; authorizing the adoption of
children; for limitation of civil or
criminal actions; changing county
lines or loeating or changing county
seats; in all other cases where a gen-
eral law can be made applicable.

Section 31. The legislature shall
provide by general laws for the trans-
action of any business that may be
prohibited by section 30 of this article,
and all such laws shall pe uniform in
their operation throughout the State.

Section 32, “ After January 1, 1890,
the labor of convicts of this State shall
not be let out by contract to any person,
co-partnership, company or corpora-
tion, and the legislature shall by law
provide for the working of convicts for
the benefit of the State.”

Section 33 provides that the offense
of corrupt solicitation of members of
the legizlature, or of public offices, or
any municipal division thereof, shall
be defined by law, and shall be pun-
ished by fine and imprisonment. Any
person may be compelled to testify in
any lawful investigatian or judicial
proceedings against persons charged
with bribery or corrupt solicitation,
and shall not be permitted to withhold
his testimony on the ground that it
may criminate himself, or subject him
to public infamy, and shall be disqual-
itied from ever holding any position of

and ordered

honor, trust or profit in this State. A
member who has a private interest in

fect until ninety days after the ad-
journment of the session at which it
was enacted.

Section 35 requires every bill shall
be signed by the presiding officer of
each house.

Section 36. . The ownership of lands
by aliens is prohibited except where
acquired by inheritance or under mort-
gage, or in good faith in the ordinary
course of justice in the collection of
debts, and all convevances of lands
hereafter made to any alien, directly
orin trust for such alien, shall be
void. Provided, that the provisions of
this section shall not apply te lands
containing valuable deposits of min-
erals, metals, iron, copper or lead, and
the necessary land for mills and other
machinery to mine, and to be used in
the development thereof.

This section provoked much discus-
sion.  Messrs. Stiles and Sullivan
maintained that we should allow aliens
to own American land without let or
hindrance, while Messrs. Griffitts and
J. Z. Moore advocated the section be-
cause it practically secures American
soil to American citizens, and cited the
fact that aliens now own over twenty-
two millions of acres of land in the
United States—a tract larger than the
whole of New England—and they show-
ed the danger and evils of landlordism
by aliens. Judge Turner and Mr. War-
ner followed in the same vein and in
eloquent language urged the adoption
of the section.

The said section having been passed,
the Committee of the Whole rose, the
President resuming the chair, and ask-
ed leave tosit again which was granted.

On motion, the Convention took a
recess to 2 p. M.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

The Convention assembled,
President in the chair.

The Convention resolved itself into
Committee of the Whole, for the fur-
ther consideration of the article on
legislative department.

Section 37.  “ Every corporation, the
majority of the capital stock of which
is owned by aliens, shall be considered
an alien corporation for the purposes
of this prohibition.”

Sectiens 38 and 39 were stricken out,
as the provisio®s therein contained
properly belong to the action of the
legislature.

Section 40. The legislature shall
pass necessary laws for the protection
of persons working in mines, factories,
and other employments dangerous to
life or deterious to health, and fix
pains and penalties for the enforce-
ment of same.

Mr. Griffitts offered an additional
section, 41, “ Each and every one of the
members of this Convention is de-
clared to be disqualified from holding
any office created in, and the salary of
which is fixed by, this Constitution,
forever after the adoption of this arti-
cle by this Convention.” Agreed to.

Mr. Stiles offered an additional sec-
tion: ¢ No bill shall be considered in
either house of the legislature unless
it has been introduced at least ten days
before the final adjournment, unless it
be at a special session of the legisla-
ture.” Agreed to.

P. C. Sullivan offered an additional
section: “No act shall be revised or
amended by its title but the act so
amended or revised, unless it sets forth
the act at length.” Agreed to.

Mr. Stiles offered an additional sec-
tion: “No amendment to any bill
shall be allowed which shall change
the original scope or objects of the
bill.” Agreed to.

The Committee of the Whole rose,
the President resumed the chair, and
the Convention proceeded to pass upon
concurrence in the amendments made
in Committee of the Whole, and the
same were concurred in, except that
section 39 was restored, which section
provides for the establishing in the of-
fice of Secretary of State, a Bureau of
Statistics, Agriculture and Immigra-
tion, and the Convention refused to
adopt section 41, proposed by Mr, Grii-
fitts.

Mr. J. Z. Moore offered an additional
seetion, viz:

Section — It shall not be lawful
for any person holding public office in
this State to accept or use a pass or to
purchase transportation from any rail-
road or other corporation other than
as the same may be purchased by the
general public, and the legislature shall
pass laws to enforce these provisions,”
which was adopted 37 to 29.

On motion of Mr. Crowley, the rules
were suspended, the article considered
engrossed, passed to its third reading
and placed upon its final passage. A
vote being taken, it was agreed to. 44
ayes noes, and referred to Committee
on Revision.

Adjourned to 9 A. §. to-morrow.

SATURDAY, Aug, 10, 9 A. M.

The Convention met, the President
in the chair.

The President presented a commu-
nication from D. W. DeCourcy, of
Port Townsend, accompanied by a rep-
resentation of Washington’s coat-of-
arms and a history of the family.

E. H. Sullivan presented a report of
the “ Committee on Agriculture, Man-
ufactures and Commerce,” recommend-
ing that the proposition of Mr. Kin-
near, in relation to a public warehouse,
do not pass.

Mr. Durie, from Committee on Har-
bor and Tide Waters, presented a re-
port of an article providing a commis-
sion to establish harbors.

Mr. Weir presented a minority re-
port from same committee, as follows,
viz:

“The Legislature shall provide by
law for uniformly establishing harbor
lines along the harbor frontage of
every city now incorporated or here-
after to be incorporated, within the
State on the shore of navigable tide
water, such harbor lines to extend to a
depth of at least twenty-four feet of
water at ordinary low tide; and when
{such harber lines are so established,
| no privilege or franchise shall ever be
|granted to any individual or corpora-
tion for any structure whatever to ex-
tend beyond such limit toward or into
such navigable water. Every munici-
| pal corporation so situated shall have
the right to extend its streets and
{ highways across any intervening shore
‘or tide lands to such limit at such
{depth of water and shall have full
power to control, for the purposes of
wharves, warehouses and kindred im-

the

such area shall be for such purposes
under control of such municipal cor-
poration, subject however, to the su-
perior right ef the State to resume
control of the same at any time.

The Convention then proceeded to
censider the article on “ Corporations,”
as reprinted, to perfect and amend
the same prior to passing it to a third
reading. Several minor amendments
were made, and an effort to in-
sert a section establishing a Railroad
Commission, which was defeated by a
vote of 24 ayes, 39 noes, and being
placed upon its final passage it was
passed 60 ayes, 4 noes.

The article on homesteads and
property exemption, as follows: “The
legislature shall protect, by law,
from forced sale a certain portion of
the homestead and other property of
all heads of families,” was passed, 59
ayes—unanimous, and was referred to
Committee on Revision.

The Convention then took up the
Articlg ~n “ Water and Water Rights,”
viz:® ie use of the waters of this
State for irrigation, mining and manu-
facturing purposes shall be deemed a
public use.”

After some attempts to amend,
which were defeated, the rules were
suspended and the article was put
upon its final passage and it was
passed, 41 ayes, 17 noes, and it was re-
ferred to the Committee on Revision.

Several members asked leave of ab-
sence, and objections being made each
case was put to the house. Kinnear
granted leave, Jameson refused leave,
E. H. Whitman granted leave.

The Convention took up the article
Education and Educational Institu-
tions and proceeded to consider it by
sections:

Section 1. “It is the paramount
duty of-the State to make ample provi-
sion for the education of all children
residing within its borders, without
distinction or preference on account of
race, color, caste or sex.

Section 2 provides that “the legis-
lature shall provide for a general and
uniform system of public schools. The
public_school system shall include
comm8n schools and such high schools,
normal schools and technical schools
as may hereafter be established. But
the entire revenue derived from the
common school fund, and the common
school tax shall be exclusively applied
to the support of the common schools.”

Section 3 provides that the common
school fund shall remain permanent
and irreducible, and that it shall be
derived from appropriations and dona-
tions by the State and by donations
and bequests of individuals, the pro-
ceeds of lands and other property
which revert fo the State by escheat
and forfeiture, the proceeds of the sale
of timber, stone, mineral or other
property from school lands, and some
other enumerated sources.

Pending the consideration of amend-
ments to this section, the Convention
took a recess to 2 p. M. .

A SAMPLE BRICK
Of the Proposed Structure.

The following article has been sub-
mitted as a part of the State Constitu-
tion :

DECLARATION OF PRINCIPLES.

The rights of the
Pion' eg people are hereby

All wisdom rests in this Convention.

PREAMBLE.

We, the delegates elected by the peo-
ple, but the representatives of the pol-
iticians, in order to more perfectly en-
slave the people, establish injustice,
provide for the politician, retard the
general welfare, and insure to ourselves
fat offices, do ordain and establish this
Constitution for the State of Washing-
ton.

ARTICLE 1.

Secrion 1. All legislative power not
herein expressly delegated, belongs of
right to and is hereby vested in this
Convention.

SEC. 2. The legislature shall consist
of a senate and a house of representa-
tives,

Sec.3. No person shall be a reprenta-
tive or senator, who shall not have held
a federal office in the Territory of Wash-
ington other than that of postmaster.

Sec. 4. The legislature shall meet
on the first Monday in January, 1890,
and every ten years thereafter.

Sec. 5. The legislature shall have
power to raise the salaries of the State
officers, elect & watchman, two pages
and one chaplain for each house, and
adjourn.

SEc. 6. No railroad or other corpora-
tion shall ever engage in business in
this State, without permission of the
Northern Pacific Railroad and Oregon
Railway & Navigation Companies.

ARTICLE 11,

SectioN 1. The Executive Depart-
ment shall be vested in a Governor, to
be elected by the people, five Major
politicians and fourteen Minor poli-
ticians. §

SEc. 2. The salary of the Governor
shall be six thousand dollars per annum.

Sec. 3. The Governor shall perform
no duties, except as in this Constitu-
tion shall be expressly enumerated.

Sgc. 4. The salaries of the five Ma-
jor politicians shall be ten thousand
dollars each per annum.

SEc. 5. The salaries of the Minor
politicians shall be five thousand doliars
each per annum.

ARTICLE I1I.

SectioN 1. The judicial power of this
State is vested in one Supreme Court,
and such inferior courts as the Supreme
Court shall, from tim« to time, order.

SEc. 2. The Supri:ue Court shall,
consist of a Chief Justice and two clerks

SEc. 3. No person shali be eligible
to the oflice of Chief Justice who has
not been a Judge of the Fourth Judicial
district of the Territory of Washington

SEc. 4. The salary of the Chief Jus-
tice shall be fifty thousand dollars
per annum. The salary of the Clerks
shall be one hundred and fifty dollars
per annum.

ARTICLE 1v.
Miscellaneous.

SectioN 1. There shall be established
and maintained in the city of Seattle,
an asylum for feeble-minded persons.

SEc. 2. Members of this Convention

shall be assigned corner rooms on the
first floor of said asylum.
