OUR LAW FRAMERS.

THrispay, Aug. 15, 1889, 2 p. M.

The Convention assembled, Mr. Dyer
in the chair. i

Mr. Dyer a presented a petition from
the Carpenter’s Local Union  of Taco-
ma in favor of including in the list of
legal holidays provided for in the new
Constitution, Labor Day the first Mon-
day in September, i

Mr. Cosgrove presented the follow-
ing petition:  “That in the interest
of harmony and unity it is hereby pe-
titioned that the Committee on Sched-
ule be requested to take into consider-
ation the advisability of drafting a
section directing the Legislature to
enact a law forbidding children herein-
alter born in this State west of the
mountains beirg called “ Clam-eaters”
and those east of the mountains,
“bunch-grassers” and that hereafter
such children be called “ Chinooks.”

The Coavention then resolved itself
into Committee of the Whole, Mr.
Dyerin the chair, on the article on
“State, School and Granted Lands,”
whereupon Mr. Hoyt presented the
following scction as a substitute for
section 3, which was to merely take
the place of the third section in the
order of sections.

“All patents of the United States
purporting to grant to individuals
lands between high tide and the mean-
der line of the United States survey
shall have the same forceand effect as
though such lands were above high
tide,” and Mr. Hoyt supported it in an
eloquent speech in which he showed
that there are valuable blocks in Se-
attle that were located on grounds
that were covered by United States
patents but which may have been be-
low high-water mark and it is necessa-
ry to confirm those patents as there
are adverse claimants, and unless these
patents are confirmed great litigation
will follow,

Mr. E. H. Sullivan maintained that
we are not here to settle adverse
claims, not here as court and the leg-
islature, and courts should settle all
such difliculties.

Mr. J. Z. Moore denounced in strong
and eloquent language, parties coming
here to establish claims, and in this
movement he distinetly discerned a
“nigger in the fence.” The proper
place for the parties to go is to the
legislature,

Mr. Weisenberger wanted this sec-
tion adopted as a simple act of justice.

Mr. Turner insisted that we must
adhere to fundamental principles con-
sistent with the decision of the United
States Supreme Court, and ought to
relegate the matter to the legislature,
where persens and papers can be sent
flb?‘

Meosrs. Minor, Cosgrove, Kinnear,
and irunbar favored Mr. Hoyt's propo-
s1tion,

Mr. Turner offered the foilowing
substitute for Mr. Hoyt’s, viz:

“The legislature may provide by
law for validating and confirming the
title to tide or shore lands of persons
holding the same under patents from
the United States, or conveyances from
patentees of the United States, provid-
ed that the State shall not part with
title to lands necessary for harbor pur-
poses under the article relating to har-
bors.”

Mr. McElroy and Mr. Power strong-
ly urged the adoption of Mr. Hoyt's
proposition as dil also Mr. T. M. Reed,
who furnished an additional lesson on
meander lines and the difficulty of
running them.

Mr. Turner closed the debate and a
vote being taken on his substitute it
was lost 26 to 39.

Mr. Kinnear offered the following
substitute, viz:

“The State of Washington disclaims
any right in or claim to any home-
stead, pre-emption or donation land
claims, covered by patents of the Uni-
ted States, lying below high water
mark in the navigable waters of the
State.” Carried, 36 to 20.

Mr. Glasscock offered a new section
to follow the one proposed by Mr. Kin-
near and just adopted, and if this is
adopted, it will be section 4 of the ar-
ticle.

Mr. Turner offered the following
substitute, which was accepted by Mr.
Glasscock: *“The legislature shall
provide by law for the leasing or sale
of its tidal or shore lands, but no law
for the sale of said lands shall go into
eflect until it shall have been enacted
by two legislatures, one succeeding the
other,” which was adopted.

The next section was considered, and
provides that: “ None of the lands
granted to the State for the benefit of
common schools shall be sold other-
wise than at public auction to the
highest bidder after the value thereof,
less the improvements, shall be ap-
praised by a board of appraisers to be
provided by law, the terms of payment
also to be prescribed by law, and no
sale shall be valid unless the sum bid
be equal to the appraised value of the
land.”

Mr. Gowey offered an amendment,
pending which, the Committee of the
Whole rose, the President resumed the
chaig, and the Convention adjourned
to 9 A. M to-morrow.

Fripay, Aug. 16, 1889, 9. a. M.

The Convention met, the President
in the chair.

Prayer by the Rev. Mr. Chaplain.

The President presented a petition
for woman suffrage.  Laid on the ta-
ble. 2

Mr. Minor, from Committee on Re-
vision recommended a change in the
article on City and County organiza-
tion by which corporations may be
formed by special laws.

Mr. Griffitts objected, as it opened
the door for going over the work that
has been passed upon, and there is no
difficulty in organizing cities under
general laws.

Mr. Brown fully agreed with Mr.
Griffitts, and said if we go back to cre-
ating cities and towns by special act
one half the sixty days allowed for the
session of the legislature will be con-
sumed in creating special charters for
cities,

The Convention refused to suspend
the rules to consider the said recom-
mendation.

The Convention resolved itself into
Committee of the Whole, Mr. Dyer in
the chair.

Mr. Brown offered the following
amendment to section 5 which section
was under consideration at the time of
adjournment last evening. “In esti-
mating the value of such lands for dis-
posal the value of the improvement
thereon on the 22d of February shall
be excluded and such improvements

ghall not be deemed the property of
the State.” Carried.

Mr. Crowley offered an amendment
as follows, viz: “ Provided that the
sale of all school and university lands
heretofore made by the Commissioners
of any county, or the University Com-
missioners, when the purchase price
has been paid in good faith, may be
confirmed by the legislature.”

Messrs. Moore, Sullivan and Brown
eould not support Mr. Crowley’s
amendment as they know nothing of
the matter and cannot he prepared to
pass upon these titles, jbut it should
be left for the lvgisl:lturoztn determine
upon these matters. Aftér further dis-
cussion Mr. Crowley’s amendment was
:lilnllll‘(l.

Mr. Prosser offered a substitute for
the section just amended, to the effect
that the school lands Sections 16 and
36 in each township, shall never be
gold but shall remain the property of
the State forever. Timber, stone or
perishable property thereon, after due
appraisment, may be sold under terms
prescribed be law. The school lands
of the State shall be appraised and
leased in such manner and under such
terms as may be prescribed by the leg-
legislature. He supported his sub-
stitute, showing how the proceeds
of the sales of the school lands
have been fritterel away in Ohio,
Indiana and Illinois. He cited the
fact that over two millions of acres of
school land in Illinois had gone into
the pockets of thieves and robbers and
the remnant of 8,000 acres now leases
for $256,000 per annum.

Pending Col. Prosser’s address the
Committee of the Whole rose, the
President resumed the chair, and the
Conventiion took a recess until 2 p. M.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

The Convention assembled and im-
mediately went into Committee of the
Whole, Mr. Dyer in the chair, for the
consideration of the article on * State,
School and Granted Lands,” and Mr.
Prosser resumed his remarks in sup-
port of his substitute providing for the
leasing instead of selling the school
lands. After showing the loss to the
school fund by swindling operations
of speculators, he referred to Califor-
nia, where the law fixes the price of
school lands at $1.25 per acre and in
six years, from 15882 to 1886, there were
taken up two and a half million acres
which were sold at the above named
price when the same lands would have
brought $20 an acre and upward.

As Col. Prosser was furnishing im-
portant facts and information on this
subject, a large number of members
wandered from the hall and were in
groups on the surroundings grounds
in conversation, leaving the Conven-
tion without a quorum, and therefore
Mr. Tibbetts moved the Committee of
the Whole rise with a view to a call of
the House, which was done and the
members came to their seats, when Col.
Prosser resumed his remarks spoke of
the disposal of school lands in Nebras-
ka, and the success of leasing the
school lands there. He said we should
sell the timber on the land, for it is
destructible, and a subject of plunder,
and moreover, it will bring as much as
the land and timber tegether. He de-
livered an able, exhaustive speech in
defense of his proposition.

Mr. J. Z. Moore followed in the sup-
port of the substitute offered by Col.
Prosser.

Mr. Griffitts also advocated the same
proposition, and showed clearly that
it would be folly to sell the school
lands now, when in the near future
they would bring so much more.

Mr. Bowen earnestly advocated the
sale of school lands.

Upon a vote being taken on Mr.
Prosser’s amendment it was lost.

Mr. Brown offered a substitute for
the next section, (Sec. 6), as follows,
viz: “Not more than one-fourth of
each section of the lands granted to
the State for educational purposes
shall be sold prior to January 1, 1895,”
and supported his substitute by show-
ing that the increase of the value of
property makes it desirable to hold the
larger part of these lands for the rise
of value, but we must have increase of
population to have increased valuation
of the school land; and, although one-
fourth of the land is sold, there will be
three-fourths of each and every section
remaining with greatly increased value.

Mr. Cosgrove wanted the proceeds
of these lands now, and did not care
particularly about our grandchildren.

Upon a vote being taken upon Mr.
Brown’s amendment, it was lost.

The next section was taken up, (Sec.
17), and Mr. Joy offered an amend-
ment. Lost. -

Mr. Weir offered an amendment,
pending which, the Committee of the
Whole rose, the president resumed the
chair, and Mr. Dyer reported the arti-
cle with the recommendation that the
amendments be concurred in, which be-
ing done, the Convention adjourned to
9 A. M. to-morrow.

SATURDAY, Aug. 17, 1689, 9 A, M.

The Convention met, the President
in the chair.

Prayer by the Rev. Mr. Chaplin.

Power, from Select Committee, re-
port on preparing a seal for the State,
reported three designs, viz:

1st, Seal with vignette of Gen. Geo.
Washington as the central figure en-
circled in the motto, “ Our varied in-
dustries invite you,” and beneath the
vignette the figure 1889,

2d, Seal representing mountain, for-
est, water, ship, factory, church, school
building, train of cars with name of
our various products marked on cars,
upon the mountain side a rising star,
and encircling all the motto, « West-
ward the star of empire takes its way.”

3d, Present seal of the Territory
with the motto “Alki” changed to
“ welcome” with date changed from
1853 to 1889.

The Convention then took up the
article on “ State, School and Granted
Lands,” and the question being on
concurring in the amendments, they
were passed on separately and all the
amendments were concurred in except
the one rejuiring two successive legis-
latures to agree to laws for sale of tide
lands, which was lost, 32 aves to 36
noes. 3

Mr. Joy offered an additional section
as follows, viz: the preceding section
shall be so construed as to include all
the lands in the section when any
portion of such lands shall be found

to be within one mile from any incor- |

porated city. Carried, 33 to 11.
Mr. Prosser moved the .adoption of
the section he presented and advocated

in the Committee oi the Whole, pro-
viding for the lease of the school lands

|and that they shall not be sold, but
jallowing the sale of timber, and the
{ vote being taken it was defeated, 22
|ayes 43 noes,

Mr. Browne offered an amendment
providing that not more than one-
third of each section for educational
purposes be sold prior to January 1st,
1865, which was carried 35 to 31.

Mr. Stiles offered the amendment
praposed by Mr. Weir yesterday and it,
{ was adopted 44 to 19.

i Many other amendments were of-
ferred and defeated.

Mr. Griffitts offered an additional
section, to the effect that if there are
any lands that this Convention has
omitted to give away it was entirely
unintentional, which the chair ruled
out of order.

The article as amended was ordered
engrossed, printed and passed to its
third reading. A motion to suspend
the rules and place the article upon
its final passage was lost, 35 to 35,
and the Convention took a recess till

The Convention assembled, Mr. Tur-
ner in the char,and proceeded to the
consideration of the “ Schedule” which
provides as follows, viz:

SectioN 1. No existing rights, ac-
tions, suits, proceedings, contracts or
claims shall be affected by a change in
the form of government, but all shall
continue as if no such change had ta-
ken place; and all process which may
have been issued under the authority
of the Territory of Washington pre-
vious to its admission into the Union
shall be as valid as if issued in the
name of the State.

Sec. 1. All laws now in force in the
Territory of Washington, which -are
not repugnant to this Constitution,
shall remain in force until they expire
of their own limitation, or are altered
or repealed by the legislature.

Sec. 3. All debts, fines, forfeitures
and penalties, which have accrued, or
may hercafter accrue, to the Territory
of Washington, shall inure to the
State of Washington,

Sec. 4. All recognizances heretofore
taken or which may be taken before
the change from a Territorial to a
State government shall remain valid,
and shall pass to, and may be prose-
euted in the name of the State; and
all bonds executed to the Territory of
Washington, or to any county or mu-
nicipal corporation, or to any officer
or court in his or its official capacity,
shall pass to the State authorities and
their successors in office, for the uses
therein expressed, and may be sued for
and recovered accordingly, and all the
estate, real, personal and mixed, and
all the judgments, decrees, bonds,
specialties, choses in actions, and
claims or debts, of whatever descrip-
tion, shall inure to and vest in the
State of Washington, as the same
could have been in the Territory of
Washington.

Mr. Henry offered an amendment
providing that where a Superior Court
is established for a county that has
previously had no District Court tran-
scripts of the original documents shall
be furnished, which was adopted.

P. C. Sullivan moved to amend by
providing that Probate Judges shall
continue to hold their offices until the
expiration of their present terms. Car-
ried, 42 to 19. ;

Mr. Shoudy moved to amend by pro-
viding that no person shall be an elec-
tor after 1895, unless he can r@ad and
write the English language. Lost,
ayes 20, noes 31.

Mr. Stiles offered an additional sec-
tion, authorizing the legislature to
make appropriations to meet the ex-
penses of this Convention, over and
above the amount appropriated by the
United States.

Mr. J. M. Reed moved to amend by
adding, “ except the per diem of mem-
bers of this Convention,” which was
lost, and Mr. Stiles’ amendment was
carried, 42 to 16.

Mr. Crowley offered a new section,
to allow counties to raise a limited
amouut by taxation, for railroad subsi-
dies. Lost, 17 to 36.

Many other amendments were of-
fered, and Mr. Reed moved to refer
them, together with the article, to the
Committee on Miscellaneous Subjects,
to report on Monday, whereupon the
Convention adjourned to Monday at 9
A. M.

Moxpay, Aug. 19,9 A. M.

The Convention met, the President
in the chair.

Mr. Minor, from Committee on Re-
vision, reported article 2, “ Legislative
Department,” article 4, * The Judi-
ciary,” and article 5, “ Impeachment,”
and he moved that a correction be
made in the article on Judiciary, to the
cffect that the terms of Supreme
Judges shall commence on the second
Monday after their election. Carried.

Article 2, being the “ Legislative De-
partment,” was read and formally adop-
ted, 60 ayes, and Mr. Griffitts alone
voting no.

The article (4) on “The Judiciary”
was read and formally adopted, 59 ayes,
2 noes, Stevenson and Travis.

The article (5) on “Impeachment”
was formally adopted, unanimously, 59
aves,

The report of the Committee on
Federal Relations, on the “ Boundaries
of the State,” was taken up, and Mr.
Burk moved to amend by striking out
the word “north” and substitute the
word “main,” so that the boundary
shall be the main ship channel at the
mouth of the Columbia river, which
was lost, and Mr. Bowen moved to
strike out the word “ north” and make
it read “ ship channel,” and supported
it by showing that it was necessary, in
order to protect our pilots.

Griflitts found it might endanger
our admission, as it would open a con-
flict between the States of Oregon and
Washington, and a vote being taken it
resulted in 24 ayes, 35 noes.

The rules were suspended, the arti-
cle considered engrossed and placed
upon its final passage, and it was adop-
ted, 61 ayes, 2 noes, being Messrs.
Burk and T. M. Reed.

Mr. Minor called attention to a de-
fect in relation to the right of telegraph
companies, omitting the words, “ upon
payment of just compensation, . to be
ascertained in the manner provided by
law for -the condemnation of private
property for public ways,” and the rules
were suspended in order to determine
whether said words shall be inserted,
and a vote being taken, the motion to
insert was defeated, 24 ayes to 35 noes,
whereupon Messrs. Turner, Hoyt and

Gowey asked to have their protest
placed on record.

The Convention then took up the
article on “ State, School and Granted
Lands,” and it was read. An effort
was made to suspend the rules in or-
der to offer amendments, which upon
a vote, failed. Afterward the rules
were suspended to perfect a section,
which was done.

Mr. Dunbar made a plea for the
adoptien of the article, however defec-
tive.

Mr. Crowley said that this article
seemed to suit everybody but the peo-
ple, and he should vote against it.

Mr. Turner said that with all its vi-
cious provisions he should vote for it.

A vote being taken, the article was
not adopted, 35 ayes, 34 noes, a major-
ity of the whole Convention not voting
for it.

Mr. Turner gave notice that he
should this afternoon present a new
article.

On motion of Mr. Comegys the priv-
ileges of the floor were extended to
Judge Wingard, and the Convention
took a recess till 2 p. M.

Portland Welcome.

We tender our congratulatious to
the O. R. & N. Co., the Portland Board
of Trade and the Oregonian. The
course pursued by them, the first as
principal and the last two as outsiders
and abettors, in throttling the com-
merce of the Columbia river, in failing

five shillings per ton less than from
Portland, and in one instance six shil-
lings. This difference will enable
wheat operators in Tacoma to pay
three cents per bushel higher for
wheat than his competitor can who
loads in Portland. This state of affairs
has been brought about by the asinin-
ity of the Union Pacific management
of the O. R. & N. Co., who have failed
properly to grasp the situation in
which they have received the condon-
ment of the Pertland Board of Trade
and the Oregonian.
