They will observe that natural
obstructions have formed no barrier to
the steady march of progress; that
hills have been leveled, ravines filled,
the forests cleared, and elegant and
costly modern residences built where
a few years ago the wildest flight of
the most enthusiastic imagination
could find no foundation for the most
fragile of air-castles. 4

ment, Governor Lowry, of Mississippi, |
has come mnear immortalizing his
name-in the hearts of all who hold to
the supremacy and majesty of law.
Laws are enacted not only forthe pun-
ishment of offenders, but for the
protection of the people. There
ever enough evil resulting from the
breaking of a law, but when such law
law is not only broken, but its penal-
ties winked at by those whose business
it is to administer justice, then outrage
is added to crime and the people have
good reason to fear that their lives and
property are in jeopardy.

In going from the North to the

[ South to perpetrate an unlawful act,

the pugilists and their abettors tacitly
declared to the world that the laws of
the Southern States were only nomi-
nal regulations, aml that they could be
violated at the pleasure of evil-doers.
Thus, in seeking an obscure hamlet in
the State of Mississippi to carry out
the programme of a brutal and demor-
alizing exhibition, the Executive of
that State was openly defied and in-
sulted. But the principals and their
blatant adherents are beginning to
find out with whom they have to deal,
that there is a powerbehind the throne
and a requisite degree of majesty in
the law, after all.

John L. Sullivan “went up like a
rocket and came down like a stick.”
His regal journey from New York to
New Orleans was only the farsical
journey of a free citizen to the prison
house. When it was reported that
Sullivan and Kilrain had evaded the
officers of Mississippi, fought out their
fight and left the State scot free, and
hurling defiance at their pursuers,
many good people begun either to
question the moral puissance of Gov-
ernor Lowry or mistrust him as a
chief magistratc and man of honor.
But the Governor knew what he was
was about, and we fancy he called to
mind the apothegm, “ The mills of the
gods grind slow, but they grind
exceedingly fine,” and the men were
in the grip of the law, just the
same, and justice is vindicated.
This is all Governor Lowry wanted,
and now in the greatness of his
big heart he is actuated by the
throes of common humanity, and if re-
ports do not misrepresent the facts in
the case, he will relent enough to
soften somewhat the sentences of the
principal actors, perhgps . releasing
them altogether from imprisonment
and exacting only a fine.

Be this as it may, the law has been
honored in the prompt action of the
grand jury of a sovereign State in find-
ing a true bill, and by the efforts of
the Prosecuting Attorney in convict-
ing the offenders.

Pugilists will hereafter understand
that the moral power of the people is
stronger than thews of flesh. Governor
Lowry is deserving, today, of a far
greater ovation than was tendered
Slugger Sullivan on his transit from
New York to the Gulf, and his mem-
ory will lay in the hearts of posterity
while the name of the great champion
rots in oblivion.

8o far as concerns the statistical
matter we presented, there can be no
question as to its truthfulness.

Those facts are
all en the same side and all taken to-
gether, they constitute an overwhelm-
ing avalanche of arguments against
the very genius and principle of prohi-
After quoting what we stated about
the prohibitory law in Kansas, the
writersays: “Itis true that the pro-
hibitory law of Kansas, as first enacted,
drove a large number of saloon keepers
into the drug business, owing to the
absence of a pharmacy law, but the wri-
ter of the above ought to know that
the change in name from ealoon to
drug-store would not increase the
number of licensgs, as the saloon li-
cense would be equally good for a drug
store. His explanation, therefore, of
the increase in the number of licenses
issued is not the correct one.”

The article in the EveENING OLvN-
PIAN was not written to provoke con.
troversy, but to place before the peo-
ple a true record of the career of pro-
hibition since its first trial in the Uni-
ted States. We cited more than twen-
ty instances where a_prohibitory law
bad'been duly enacted and every one
of the twenty instances proved a la-
mentable failure. As to the technical
explanation of the increase of licenses
in Kansas we have nothing in addition
to what has been said. We undertake
simply to say, or rather to reiterate
what has already been said, that the
enactment of a prohibitory law in
Kansas largely increased liquor li-
censes, a fact implying that the sale
of intoxicating liquors was rather in-
creased than diminished in that State.
The reason we did not cite the Kan-
8as liquo'r statistics of 1888, was sim-
ply because those statistics had not
come to hand when the article was
written.

It is enough to say that the experi-
ence of actual trial proves prohibition
to be a failure.

only within recent years that any very
extensive improvements have been
made in the direction of clearing and
dyking the bottom lands of the Puget
Sound basin. Thousands of acres have
already been reclaimed, and thousands
of acres still remain in a state of na-
ture.

The grain production industry
throughout Western Washington may
truly be said to be yet in its infancy.
Scores of rich valleys opening into the
Sound waters, on either side, from
Point Wilson to Olympia have yet to
be prospected, and the small timber

70,000 acres of bottom lands in the
Chehalis valley susceptible of grain
cultivation, and up to the present time
but a small beginning has been made
in clearing and utilizing these valuable
lands. Even the so-called sandy prai-
ries of our upland interior are found by
experience to be far above the estimate
set upon them by the early settlers.
On a ranch about six miles from this
city, a farmer who knows the worth of
persevering labor has, for a term of
years, raised twenty bushels of wheat
per acre from despised “ sandy prairic”
lands that make up a large portion of
his homestead. It is a significant fact
that similar crops on prairie lands ad-
joining his own have proved total fail-
ures, while he raised, as stated above,
twenty bushels of prime quality wheat.
Nature has done much for the far-
mer, but it devolves upon him to do
his quota towards evolving from crude
ingredients the vital principles that
minister to his comfort and pleasure.
Heretofore, the people of Eastern
Washington have looked with disdain
on our pent-up grain fields, but the
day is fast approaching when Puget
Sound cereals will take respectable
rank in the markets of the country.
