The forest tires are driving wild
game from the Cascade mountains into
the valleys. Bears, mountain lions,!
etc., are also fired out.

Tacoma is making efforts to secure
the location of a factory for the manu-
facture of a latlie, which it is claimed,
will do the work of 5,000 men.

The scarcity of flour on account of
the dry season east of the mountains
is beginning to lie felt in the local mar-
ket, and stocks are very close.

The steamer Walla Walla, just ar-
rived in Puget Sound, brought up 2,-
090 tons of fccight from San Fran-
cisco, the largest cargo on record.

The Whatcom postollice employs
three clerks constantly and receives
and sends out from ten to twenty
sacks of mail on every mail boat.

The residence of Mr. Mary Giduinga
on the line of the Olympiu & Chehalis
railroad, was burned to the ground
Wednesday, and all its contents de-
stroyed.

The latest reported venture in jour-
nalism, is the starting of a first-class
Democratic journal at Seattle?the
plant of the Homing Journal to lie
used in the new enterpiae.

Colonel Clenden, the commander of
the corps at Fort Walla Walla, lias
recommended the abandoning of the
IHist because of the trouble connected
with securing water for the troops.

A recent visitor at Lake Clelan says
that five men including himself fished
for one day in those waters, and caught
eighty pounds of speckled trout. The
largest was twenty-two inches long,
and the smallest weighed a pound and
a half.

John B. Carson, ex-Inspector of tim-
ber lands, and who is now located at
Seattle, has expressed it as his opinion
that the difficulties of the settlers with
regard to the titles to their lands, will
shortly be adjusted in a manner satis-
factory to all.

It is the intention of the Port Blake-
ly millcompany, which is building the
road to Montesano, to construct a
magnificent steamer about the size of
the T. J. Potter, to run between Seat-
tle and Kamilchie, taking in Tacoma,
Steilacoom, etc., en route.

The prospects of a rate war between
the Northern Pacific railroad and Ore-
gon Railway it Navigation company
lias a tendency to make grain men
hold off about making purchases.
Threshing is about finished, and within
the next week it is expected the crop
willbegin to move.

Hon. Alf. D. Bowen, well known in
this section as the former editor of the
Pacific Journal, and also the Viilette, is
showing the good work of which he is
capable on the Astoria Pioneer, of
which he is now one of the proprietors.
The paper has much improved since
his connection with it.

Centralia Newt: An experienced
miner from the Wellington mine, Van-
couver, has a contract to get out 300
tons of coal from the Bijou mine, and
will probably have a much larger con-
tract when this one is completed. A
fine vein is being opener! and the ap-
proaches are being put in shape.

George Day, a gentleman of exten-
sive experience in the coal and oil
fields of the East, recently discovered
within a few miles of Aberdeen,, what
ho considers indisputable evidence of
coal gas. which always indicates the
presence of large bodies of coal. So
market! is the presence of this gas,
that when a match is touched to it, it
burns freclv.

Railroad Record: There is no rea-
son for alarm among the residents of
the North Pacific country at the pros-
pects of an early destruction of our
timber supply. Puget Sound has 1,-
800 miles of shore land, and all along
this line, miles and miles further than
the eye can reach, is one vast and al-
most unbroken forest of enormous
trees. The forests are so vast that, al-
though the sawmills have been rip-
ping 500,000,000 feet of lumlier out of
thein every year for the past ten years,
the openings so made are mere garden
patches. It has lieen estimated that
at the present rate of consumption
there is enough to last a thousand
years.

A new fish canning establishment
is to he erected at Gloucester, adjoining
Port Townsend.

A ledge of peacock copper has been
discovered near the boundary line,
north of Okanogan.

The Btf. says that the population of
Lewis county, according to the Asses-
sor's returns, is 8,507.

The Farmer's bank, at Fuyallup,
willbegin business Sept. Ist, with a
capital stock of $50,000.

The Arlington MiningCompany is to
erect a new mill for their own special
use at Ruby in the near future.

The work on the Seattle <fc Northern
railroad has been suspended aud 750
employes paid off. It is understood
no more work will be done the present
year.

C. C. Woodhouse, a mineralogist, is
making an examination of the country
about Chehalis and preparing a map
showing the location of iron and other
minerals.

Aberdeen is to have a new bank,
to be started by a gentleman named
Stevens, from Lawrence, Kansas. It
is to lie called "The State Bank of
Aberdeen."

An exchange savs: "Among the
contestants for the State capital arc
Oljmpia, Ellensburg, Y'akima and
Pasco." Wrong; Olympia is not a
contestent. She is the possessor.

The public schools of Tacoma will
open on September 2d. The Anuie
Wright seminary will be open on
Thursday, September 12; Mrs. Sarah
K. White, the new principal, has arrived
iu that city.

The present annual revenues of Alas-
ka are $9,000,000, vat the Territory is
pratically undeveloped. Kennel coal
has been discovered there in large
quantities and the mineral resources
are said to be enormous.

Charles Dinson a mechanic from
Tacoma, in the penitentiary at Walla
Walla, made duplicate keys to the
prison doors and came near releasing
all the convicts a few days ago. The
plot was discovered just in time to pre-
vent a wholesale escape.

In one day, recently, the Tacoma
saw mill cut 465,928 feet of lumber,
thereby breaking its former record of
416,000 feet. There were employed in
and awnnd the mill 220 men. The
largest cut ever claimed was one of
600,000 feet,eat by some Eastern mill.

In the Bstvef taxpayers at Seattle, W.
T., Ladd of Portland is down for $54,-
315, and I). P. Thompson, of Portland
for $40,800. The largesthulividual tax-
payer in Seattle is A. A. Denny,
whose assessment is $483,310. H. L.
Yesler is next, with$410,865. The North
em Pacific Railroad Company'* assess-
ment in King county is $873,744.

Fruit-raisers state that the apple
crop this year will be unusually short
in most all portions of Western
Washington. This is due almost en-
tirely to the ravages of the caterpillars
in the spring. In some places this
pest entirely denuded the trees of foli-
age, thereby destroying the crop. This
is said to be particularly the case along
the Black river and its tributaries.
Other fruits suffered less and willaver-
age well.

Dulles Mountains*: The Walla
Walla Journal and Statrtman have been
sued for libel because they warned the
community against women whom they
considered a " bilk." A lawyereould de-
nounce them before a jury as every-
thing that was unseemly or unpretty,
and no cause of action would lieagainst
him; but the editors are forced to
handle matters with kid gloves when
they are fully assured that an imposi-
tion is practiced upon the community

The total assessment of taxable
property in King county is $22,121,-
(530, an increase of $0,042,965 over
1888. Seattle contributes of the total
$16,078,685. The total county acreage
assessed is 297,428.64; acreage im-
proved, 10,861.77; value of land, $16,-
862,790; value of improvements, sl,-
964,035; value of personal property,
$3,354,825. Land was assessed this
year at 50 per cent, of its cash value,
and personal property and improve-
ments at 40 per cent, of their cash
value.

A dispatch from Washington States
that the Fisli Commission has been ad-
vised of the report of the discovery of
a cod bank on the Pacific coast eight
miles ofF Nestucea, Oregon, and sixty
five miles south of the Columbia river.
The same advices state that true cod
have never before been found south of
Puget sound. To this Acting Com-
missioner Rathburn says: "The true
cod is reported as far south as the
Farralone islands fishing grounds of
San Francisco, but have not been
found south of Puget sound in suffi-
cient quantities for commercial pur-
poses. \u25a0

An Eastern company has com-
menced the erection of large ware-
houses and a factory at Glennan, Port
Townscnd bay, for preserving halibut,
salmon, herring and other fish. They
have purchased 30 acres of land and
five sloops and are negotiating for
largo vessels to prosecute the fishing in-
dustry. Facilities for making sardines
and smoking fish will be the most ex-
tensive on the Pacific coast. Nearly
$60,000 is being expended on the
works, and the output will be 50,000
cases annually. The salmon will be
from Fraser river, B. C., caught in
American waters.

United States Attorney White re-
ceived a dispatch lately from Assis-
tant Attorney General O. W. Chapman,
instructing him to go to the Dalles,
Oregon, and settle the trouble among
the Indians at the Tumwater fish-
ery. The trouble is between the
Indians on the Washington Territory
side and one O. D. Taylor. For years
the Indians of the Yakima nation have
maintained a salmon fishery at Tum-
water rapids. This has l»een granted
them by treaty with the United States.
Now Taylor claims to own the land and
and refuses to allow the Indians to fish
there, has had their huts torn down
and closed up the trails with wire fenc-
ing. Last season Mr. White had all
these fences torn down. Taylor claims
to have purchased the land from one

Frank Taylor. The Indians on the
other hand, show that thev bought all
the rights Frank Taylor claimed to
have for 1,000 barrels of salmon, some
800 of which they had paid, and the
balance of which they repeatedly ten-
dered. They claim that lie now repudi-
ates the sale and they are mad. There
is great discontent among them and
they have made up their minds to fish
at the rapids anyway. It is claimed
that Taylor has a number of men em-
ployed to prevent their occupying the
land.

CONSTITUTIONAL CONVENTION.

Pen-and-ink Sketches of Its Members

J. A. SHOI'DY,
Of Ellensburg, is a man whose intelli-
gence, thorough business qualities,
practical experience, great public spirit,
enterprise and integrity of character,
makes hint not only a valuable acqui-
sition to the Convention, but also to
any community in which he lives.
He is small of stature, very compactly
built, of great energy and perseverance,
brown hair and whiskers, and a face
denoting warm friendship and decis-
ion of character. He is a native of
Illinois, raised a farmer; in the early
part of the late war he enlisted in the
Seventy-fifth IllinoisInfantry served as
sergeant and company clerk tillclose
of the war; participated in the memor-
able battles of Franklin and Nashville
and in the battles from Pe ryville.Ky.,
to Atlanta, Ga. At the close of the
war he came to Seattle; in 1871 he
went to Yakima and engaged in the
mercantile business; in 1875 he laid
the corner stone of the now flourish-
ing city of Ellensburg ; was a member
of the legislature in 1883; built a large
flouring mill in Ellensburg and during
the present year established a com-
plete system of electric light for pub-
lic and private use. In addition to his
flouring mills he is largely interested
in real estate operations. He is 47
years old and married.

GEO. H. JOKES,
Of Port Townsend, has proved himself
an able, active and faithful member.
His patriotic zeal and good judgment
have given him a prominent position
in the Convention. He is of medium
height, with brown hair, moustache,
but no beard and an intelligent face
showing great energy and persever-
ance. He may not be ambitious for
office, but the State or his county will
demand his services in the early fu-
ture. He was born in Ohio, is 32 yeans
old and is married. He was admitted
to the bar in 1879, came to this Terri-
tory in 1881 and is engaged in the
practice of his profession.

LEWIS KKACE

Of Waitsburg, Walla Walla county,
has taken but littleinterest in the pro-
ceedings of the Convention. His ab-
sence at this time and for some weeks
past willprobably cause his to be the
only name of all the delegates that
willnot be signed to the Constitution.
On his way he expressed to acquaint-
ance the wonder " what the people sent
him to the Convention for, anyway."
He is a good, honest-minded man, but
he is a great deal more at home when
engaged in farming than in construct-
ing coustitutions. He is a native of
Germany, was raised in Pennsylvania,
came to Walla Walla iu 1859, and has
since been engaged in farming and
stock raising; is 54 years old and mar-
ried.

w. L. NEWTON,
Of Avondale, King count)*, is a mem-
ber representing the labor organiza-
tion, and has been faithfullyat his post
of duty. He has not occupied the
floor, but has always been ready to
record his vote. He is of average
height, with brown hair, a moustache,
but no beard. He is a native of Ken-
tucky ; came to this Territory in 1886
and has since been engaged in coal
mining, is 36 years old and married.

W. B. GRAY,
Of Paaeo, Lincoln county, is a silent
voting member, and to our inquiries,
made no seveg&tion of his age, busi-
ness orhistory.

THE attorneys of .Messrs. Ivison,
Blftkeman & Co. have scat the follow-
ing circular the County School Super-
intendents of the Territory, and the
document explains itsqlf:

TAOOMA, W. T., 1889.
We Address you in the matter of the

new school books adopted by the Ter-
ritorial Board at their last meeting in
July. As attorneys for Messrs. Ivison,
Blakeman A Co., and Messrs. Tanitor
Bros., wc argued the case recently de-
cided by Chief Justice Hanford at
Olympia. The points to which we
specially attached importance were, as
to the legality of the August meeting,
and the validity of its action in the
item of rescinding the adoption of new
books and the contract made with our
clients in pursuance of such adoption.
At the meeting in August three mem-
bers attempted to hold a session of the
Board aud to rescind the action in
July. Our chief desire in the appli-
cation before Judge Hanford was to
have an expression from this able and
distinguished judgs, as to the validityof
the August meeting, because, if the
holding were with us then the July ac-
tion was necessarily left as the only
legal action of the Board on text-book
adoption.

We ask you to carefully read the ac-
companying opinion and thereabout
we say: The Court has judiciallyde-
termined in a proceeding properly
raising the question as to the legality
of the attempted Angust meeting, that
the three members had absolutely no
authority to meet as a board, and that
their proceedings were and are wholly
void. This of course deprives their
circular of the 6th of August last of
all authority as a direction to you of
the Board's action, and the whole mat-
ter stands as if there had l«en no such
attempt on their part to invalidate
the lawful and proper adoption made
in July.

We are confident, therefore, that by
laying fully before you the opinion of
the Chief Justice, you willsee at once
the true status of the case, and that
you will rake the proper steps to have
introduced the books referred to in the
circular of date the 17th of July, 1889.
We do not wish to put our clients or
the county officers to needless worry
and expense, and therefore to avoid
litigation bring all the facta before
you, hoping thereby to avoid the ne-
cessity of resort to the courts.
