Supt. Brintnall has His Say,

OLYMIMA,Aug. 28, lhW.
EDITOII OLYMPIAN:

In view of the fact that our school* open next
Monday, it seems necessary to notice the an-
nouncement of County Superintendent Venen in
Monday's OLYMPIAN. Last Monday morning, ut
the request of ouc of our book dealer*, the City
Superintendent went to Mr. Venen and asked him
what action he proiM>sed to take in the school-
book muddle. Mr. Venen replied that lie had no
opinion to express, aud shoulu take no action in
the matter except to send out the circulars he had
received from the Territorial Superintendent.
The position of Mr. Veucn was reported to the
School Board, in session that day, and the Board
ordered the City Superintendent*to be governed bv
the announcement of the Territorial Superintend
ent and Attorney Oeueral, which is to make no
change. Accordingly, the city schools w ill open
next Monday with the old books. How theCsun-
ty Superintendent of the morning, without an
opinion, came to he the County Superintendent of
the afternoon with an opiulou, and that opinion
iu direct opposition to the Territorial Superintend
ent aud Attorney General, will probably never be
known.

It is difficult to see how Mr. Vencn's
action could have been different from

what it was. He was obliged to take
cognizance of the decision of the Chief
Justice, from the fact that the Territo-

rial Superintendent had, influenced
hv some reason best known to him-
self, announced his intention to ignore

it. The interpretation of, and con-
struction placed upon legal enact-

ments by the courts are final, whether
the law upon which are based be defec-
tive t>r not, until their findings are

over-ruled by some higher court, or

the law is repealed. This is precisely
the situation in the present emergen-

cy. Messrs. Morgan and Brintnall an-

nounce their determination to be
swayed by the opinion of the Attorney

General, while Mr. Venen and law-
abiding citizens generally, stand by the
derision of the highest tribunal, the
Chief Justice of the Supreme Court.
There is no question as to who will go

to the wall in such a controversy, and
it is safe to predict that the " old lsiofc"
will go out of the school-room so

quickly next Monday, if the matter is
submitted to the courts as it doubtless
will be, that the whirr of their rapid

passage will linger in Mr. Brintnall's
ears for many days thereafter.

Several fruit-raisers in the Yakima
valley calculated upon 500 bushels of
peaches. Grapes are also in abun-
dance.

A recent visitor to the Sound says:
The climate here is delightful. Mer-
cury seldom rises aliove eighty and is
not often lielow freezing point. Roses
bloom not only in the spring but all
summer. Fruit of all kinds is raised
here and in Eastern Washington. We
have eaten excellent peaches, plums,
apples and other fruits raised in the
Territory.

To the Public.

The question having arisen regard-
ing the late adoption of text-books for
the common schools of the Territory,
at the regular term of the Board of
Education, held in July, and the sub-
sequent action of- a majority of the
Board held in August, to rescind the
former act anil vitiate the contracts
made thereupon, which matter was
heard on' full presentation of facts and
argument before the Hon. Judge Han-
forti. Chief Justice of the Territory,
and by him decided :

Ist, That the action of the Board at
the regular meeting in July, whether
valid or not, was not before the court,
but assuming that all that was done
at the July term is binding upon all
the parties, and

2d, That the meeting in August was
illegal and invalid, and all its proceed-
ings necessarily void, and

3d, Therefore that a lawful act. of
the Board in adopting text liooks (and
such action has not been declared un-
lawful) cannot be annulled by the
Board, even at a lawful session at-
tended by all the members thereof,
subsequent thereto.

I therefore hold, iirviewof this de-
cision, that the text-books adopted at
the regular annual meeting in July of
the Board of Education are the lawful
books to be used in the public schools.
