bell, manager of the Western Union 
Telegraph Company, stands con­
spicuous. He brought his office 
pretty squarely ba.ck upon its feet 
on Sunday night within two hours 
after the lines had been bjurned 
down in the city. Saving only three 
sets of instruments from |the burn- 
in} office, he established a branch 
office in the Western part of the 
city for the transmission of Eastern 
business, and had his main office 
in a lumber pile near Stevens street 
and Railroad avenue. He succeeded 
in getting his files clear by 5 o’clock 
next morning.

IDAHO NEWS. kicked and struck him in the stom­
ach. The lad lingered during the 
day and died Tuesday night about 
one o’clock. The accident occurred 
about fifty miles distant in the 
mountains, so that it was impossi­
ble to bring the corpse here so he 
was buried in the mountain soli­
tudes by the sorrowing party.

AND saloox
s.Bulletin : The Bonaparte and 

Bascom ranch sections of country 
are noted for Urge and well defined 
mineral ledges.

Me. has 
also located a millsite and water- 
right on the South Boise river, near 
the mine, so that if developments 
in the Barker meet his expectations 
he will have every facility7 for work­
ing this immense ledge. Large bod­
ies of mineral rock that will aver­
age fair pay is what experienced 
mining men prefer, and we would 
not be surprised to hear any time 
that McKim had been offered a mu­
nificent sum for this mining prop-

During his stay 
he was instrumental in organizing 
a Sunday school here with a good 
membership, and made arrange­
ments that may lead to the holding 
of regular religious services at 
Rocky Bar.

ginia. May he return to Idaho as 
strong physically as he is strong in 
the confidence and esteem of the 
people of his district.

Lewiston Teller : Stock men are 
beginning to feel scared in this 
vicinity, regarding feed for the com­
ing winter for their animals, the 
weather having been so dry and the 
recent fires in the mountains, will 
necessarily make the winter range 
very scarce.

Register : It seems that such a 
thing would be impossible, but 
when we realize the fact that Snake 
river is falling at the rate of three 
inches per day, the most skeptical 
may conclude that if there is not a 
change before many weeks, Snake 
river may run dry. In many places 
where an attempt to ford had not 
be made for many years, it is not 
only fordable for teams, but a per­
son can almost ford it without fill­
ing an ordinary pair of boots with 
water. We understand the Indians 
say that thirty years ago the river 
ran dry, and it is possible that it 
may be repeated this year. A 
ful examination will show that it is 
falling from three to four inches 
every twenty-four hours.

Ex-Judge David S. Terry was 
shot and killed by Deputy United 
States Marshal David Nagle at the 
breakfast fable in the Depot Hotel 
at Lathrop, California, on the morn­
ing of the 14th inst. The shooting 
was caused by Terry’s slapping the 
face of Justice Field, of the United 
States Supreme Court. The be­
ginning of the trouble occurred 
September 13, 1SS8, when Justice 
Field rendered a decision declar­
ing the co-called marriage con­
tract between Sarah Althea Hill 
and Senator Sharon void. Terry 
had married Sarah Althea, and both 
he and his wife have threatened to 
assault Justice Field whenever they 
should meet. In consideration of 
which fact Attorney-General Miller 
had ordered the marshal of the dis­
trict to see that the person of Jus­
tice Field was protected, and it was 
in discharge of this duty, with writ­
ten instructions in his pocket, that 
Nagle fired the fatal bullet. Nagle 
was arrested and taken to Stockton 
and locked up.

Mr. President: Consistency is a jewel 
which I have always prized most highly, 
but it never has seemed to be such a 
priceless gem as at the prescut time, be 
cause at the present moment above ail 
others in my life does my conscience 
urge me to do my whole duty and be 
consistent with my whole course iu this 
body, which has been at all times to de­
nounce those inhuman, infamous and 
anti republican sections, and even whole 
articles, which are incorporated in that 
so-called constitution ; and as I see no 
reason to change my opinion concerning 
these sections and articles, I therefore 
refuse to sign the constitution.

At this point, Cavanah, of Elmore 
county, excitedly moved that all 
members refusing to sign the con­
stitution should receive no pay for 
their services.

“I second the motion !” rang out 
all over the hall amid much confu­
sion, but as soon as order was par­
tially restored, Mr. Pefley said :

Mr. President : I have not asked for 
pay; do not want it, and would not take 
it under any circumstances, because I do 
not think that I have earned anything; 
nor do I think any one here is entitled 
to pay for bis attendance, or in any way 
whatever: because we all came to this 
hall knowing that there was no pay at­
tached to the office of delegate in this 
convention. And that our meeting was 
a voluntary act sanctioned by no law of 
this territory, and I believe that every 
session of the legislature will be impor­
tuned by a strong lobby for the payment 
of this debt, which if recognized will 
finally come out of the tax-payers’ pock­
ets; and as that motion was intended for 
myself only, the mover would have done 
better to have saved bis thunder for some 
one else.

I think the motion would have carried 
by a large majority had not the president 
ruled it out of order.

A RASCALLY MINNEAPOLIS LAWYER.

J. Frank Collom, one of the best 
known young lawyers in Minneap­
olis, has confessed to forging the 
name of JohnT.

The next move was to con­
front the young man with his crime, 
which was done in very few words 
by an attorney in the presence of 
Mr. Blaisdell and the bank officers. 
The young attorney broke down 
completely and confessed his crime 
in detail, and amid hysterical sobs 
and tears begged to be sent to the 
penitentiary as the place he deserved 
to be. It is stated that the money 
which Collom fraudulently obtained 
was all lost in real estate deals. 
Collom was not arrested at last 
count, and it was reported that his 
father and other friends would 
to his assistance. If 6uch proves 
to be the case it is probable that 
fhe affair will be settled. Young 
Collom occupies a handsome resi­
dence on Portland avenue aud lives 
in good style, employing several 
servants. He has a charming wife 
and several young children.

They 
had an armed band of about 130 
natives. They marched about mid­
night to the palace and ordered 
Lieut. Parker to surrender, which 
he refused to do. Several shots were 
exchanged, and after a skirmish 
that lasted about an hour, the lead­
ers were taken prisoners. Boyd was 
badly wounded and Lieut. Parker 
was shot in the shoulder. Seven of 
the insurgents were killed apd twelve 
wounded. Letters were taken from 
Wilcox which led to the arrest of 
several well known people, among 
them being J. E. Brown, editor of a 
Hawaiian newspaper. It is thought 
that the leaders will never be con­
victed, as they will demand a jury 
trial by the natives, and the most 
of those are in sympathy with the 
movement.

Sullivan and Kilrain have both 
been indicted and taken back to 
Louisiana to be tried for fighting.
