The
Kenilworth, a four-master,is now burn-
ing and floating down the stream to
Vallejo. The Honour, an iron ship, is
burning near Benicia. The lire boat
has gone there from Mare's Island,
to assist the Yard Fire Company.

The warden found
two more keys, one for an inside door
and the other for the cell door in a new-
cell wing. One more key that to with-
draw from each cell in the corridor
simultaneously?was needed to allow a
trusty to unlock the cells and let all
the convicts out, who could then have
murdered or overpowered the guards
and taken away the keys for the other
cell wing, thus letting the remainder
of the prisoners loose. The total num-
ber now in the penitentiary is 170.

An Evenly .Batched Quartette.
NEW YORK, Aug. 23. ?Patrick l'ack-

enham, who cut his wife's throat for
refusing to bring him liquor, Jack
Lewis, a negro who killed his mistress
for refusing to live with hini, James
Nolan, who also murdered his mistress
for some cause, Fred Carolin, who,
while drunk, hacked his wife to death
with an axe, were executed in the
yard of the jail this morning. Neither
Packenham or Nolan who, were first
led out flinched. The drop fell two
minutes after they emerged from their
cells. Lewis and Carolin were hanged
in a bungling manner, they being
scarcely lifted from the floor by their
weights and were literally choked to
death. Carolin made a deperate scene
at the gallows. He threw his legs
about so violently as to kick offhis
slippers, then he began to gurgle and
choke, and the rushing, wheezy sound
came from under the terrible cap for
fully ten seconds. The body turned
and swayed. His contortions were so
painful that half a dozen men turned
away their heads. Poor Carolin was
slowly strangled. Although his body
WAS violently contorted he made no
sound.

Magic's Nan-Appearance.
STOCKTON, Cala., Aug. 23. ?At 10

o'clock this morning,in Justice Swain's
court, the postponed preliminary ex-
amination of David Nagle was called.
The defense was not represented at all.
After a short wait, Sheriff Cunningham
put in an appearance, and Swain said:
" Mr. Sheriff, the ease of the people
against David Nagle has been set for
this hour. Have you the prisoner in
court?" Cunningham replied, " No,
your Honor, the same reasons set forth
in my return to you Wednesday, will
answer for my inabilityto produce the
prisoner." District Attorney White
asked that the case be postponed until
to-morrow morning. Court adjourned.

Five New Crulaera Ordered.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 23.?Bids were
opened yesterday at the Navy Depart-
ment for the construction of three 2,000-
ton steel cruisers and two 3,000-ton
cruisers under plan furnished by the
Navy Department, including the latest
implements in naval warfare. The
speed to be respectively 18 and 19
knots per hour. The 2,000-ton vessels
not to cost exceeding $700,000 each,
and the 3,000-ton vessels not to exceed
$1,000,000 each. All bids were in ex-
cess of the prices named by the Acting
Secretary of the Navy authorizing the
construction of the vessels and were
therefore rejected.

He
says that in an engagement at Lacoupe
a Gatling gun killed all but thirty-
eight out of 250 followers of Hippo-
lyte. There are 7,000 of Legitime's
soldiers in the ramparts at Lacoupe,
but it is no telling when they willgo
over to Hippolyte, as most of them are
from southern towns. Preston says
Lacaupe once captured by Hippolyte,
Port-au-Prince would go also, and Hip-
polyte would be victorious. He would
not be surprised to hear at any time
that Port-au-Prince had fallen. The
correspondent of the Pott says that in
the battle at Lacope about 150 were
killed and wounded on each side.
Port-au-Prince is now invested on all
sides except by water, and foreign war
vessels are near, patiently waiting for
its fall.

A Callfornlan Suicides.
MODESTO, Cal., Aug. 23.?Yesterday

morning at 3 o'clock, Isaac Brinker-
lioff, one of Stanislaus' pioneer citizens
left his home nearTuolumc river, stat-
ing that he was going to gather figs.
Not returning to breakfast, search was
made. At noon he was found in a
shed 300 yards from the house sus-
pended by the neck by a half inch
rope, dead. The diseased was a native
of New York, and has resided in Cali-
fornia since 1852. A year since he
was committed to the insane asylum,
but was liberated.

A HOME LESSON.

Word comes that the ranchmen and
fruit growers of Southern California 1
are about to present a memorial to

Congress setting forth that,on account
of the destruction of forests on their 1
mountain ridges the streams of the
lower region are -Irving up and thus
depriving the country of tlie means of
irrigation.

The memorial asks that the timber
claim system be abolished in that por-
tion of the .State before the last vestige i
of mountain foliage disappears forever.
A long array of statistics formidable;
in their nature and startling enough
to alarm the most easy-going, are be-'
ing prepared showing the calamitous
results which have alreadv followed j
mountain denudation. Thousands of
acres of the Sierr i foot-hills have been
deprived of their growth and the work
of destruction is still going on under

jthe guise of the authority vested in
I the timber claim act.

As a natural consequence the moun- j
tain streams and small lakes are diy-
ing up, and in many cases they have
disappeared altogether.

Several lakes of respectable area on
the table lands of the western slope of
the Sierras have either disappeared
totally or sunk into miserable or im-
passible marshes. It is claimed bv
farmers living in the vicinity of King
river that it was an important stream i
ten years ago, whileLake Tulare was a !
magnificent inland sex. Now, a little
below the mouth of the Fresno irriga-
tion system King river has become
wholly dry and its pebbly bed only
remains to point out its former course.
Tulare Lake, also, has " gone back,"
in the parlance of the country, anil
has actually receded a distance of ten
miles at one point from its former
limits. Intelligent farmers affirm
that these ominous changes have
taken place since 1879. In conse-
quence of this, the once verdant and
productive regions below are now dry
and sterile, nor can the owners get
water enough through their irrigation
trenches to raise average crops. The
whole face of the country is fast as-

suming an air of dreariness and deso-
lation.

Afew years ago, Lake Elsinore was
the outlet of the San Jacinto river
and, in fact the terminus of that
stream. San Jacinto mountain, or

rather its grand old forest constituted
the main source of these waters. To-
day, the lake is shrunken to a pond
while the river is not to be found, save
in the school geography and atlas.
Vinevardists in the districts west of
Lake Tulare complain that after July
not a drop of water .can be had for ir-
rigating purposes. Added to these in-
conveniences which occur every year,
there comes, ever and anon, those ter-
rible floods which devastate the whole
country below, and periodically undo
the work which the toilinghusband-
men have taken years to perfect.

The people of Tulare valleyarc hold-
ing mass meetings to discuss the best
means of righting this great wrong
against nature, and thus prevent fur-
ther loss to themselves. But to bring
the matter home, we would note the
gradual decadence of many streams in
Western Washington contiguous to the
Sound. These streams are mainly the
product of mountain springs, but every
year the supply is becoming less in
consequence of the ravages of the tim-
ber cutters, and the increased number
of forest fires!

The Black Hills, in this vicinity,
supply the thousands of springs which
go to make up the source, not only of
Black river, but also of scores of
streams putting into the Sound. It
may not be generally known that the
Black Hills come within the province
of surveyed lands, and " timber claims"
are rapidly being taken each year high-
er up on their southern and eastern
declivity. Early settlers can remem-
ber when Black river was navigable for
small steamers ten miles higher up
from where to-day itbarely suffices for
the rafting of small booms of logs.
The story is tlu same all over the

I country. Wherever the uplands have
[been denuded, the springs are drying
up and the valley streams are steadily
shrinking. For the ultimate good of
the surrounding country, the forests
that now clothe the Black Hills should
forever be left intact. Let the farmers
of Western Washington heed the
healthful lesson taught by the calami-
ties that have overtaken the people of
California.

Now that the legally constituted
delegates have done their work, and
given to the people of the Territory a
Constitution for their future State, it
devolves upon every voter to inform
himself, as becomes an intelligent citi-
zen, upon all vital points of the new
document.

By the choosing of their dele-
gates to a Constitutional Convention,
and afterwards by the right ofsuffrage,
they are formulating and engrossing
upon the pages of history, rules of ac-
tion for the moral and political guid-
ance of an indefinite and perhaps lim-
itless posterity. At their annual or
biennial general elections, intelligent
voters are choosing their rulers and
other officers for a fixed and compara-
tively brief period of time. Not so,
however, in an election having for its
purpose the adoption or rejection of a
State Constitution. This important
document, if accepted, becomes a fix-
ture to mould the character of the peo-
ple and thus to affix its impress for all j
time.

\t ith these considerations in view,
then, it becomes every well-disposed
citizen to see well to it that he has in-
formed himself as to all the important
points of the new Constitution for
which he is about to cast his ballot.
