Tais is section 4 of the Bill of
Rights as introduced in the constitu-
tional convention with an explana-
tion of what “liberty of conscince”
means:

Sec. 4—The exercise and enjoy-
ment of religious faith and worship
shall forever be guaranteed; and no
person shall be denied any civil or
political right, privilege or capacity,
on account of his religious opinions;
but the liberty of conscience hereby
secured, shall not be construed to dis-
pense with oaths or affirmations, or
excase acts of licentiousness or justi-
fy polygamous or other pernicious
practices, inconsistent with morality
or the peace or safety of the State;
nor to permit any person, organiza-
tion or association to directly or in-
directly aid or abet, coansel or advise,
any person to commit the crime of
bigamy or polygamy, or any other
crime.

No person shall be required to at-
tend or support any ministry or place
of worship, religious sect or denomi-
nation, against bis consent; nor shall
any preference be given by law to
any religious denomination or mode
of worship.

State may from time to time be
divided by law.

SkcrioN 3. The Senators shall be
elected for the term of four years and
the Representatives for the term of
two years from und after the first day

this Constitution shall assemble at
the seat of government, they shall,
on the first day of the convening of
the Legisluture next thereafter, draw
numbers for loug and short terms.
Numbers corresponding  with the
number of Senators elected shall be
placed on seperate pieces of paper,
which sball thereafter be carefully
folded so as to hide the number and
placed in a box, The Senators shall
then, in the presence of the Governor,
Secretary of State and State Auditor,
or any two of them, draw the num-
bers from said box.
