CHIOAGO SHAKEN,

The Severest Wind and Rain Storm
That Ever Visited the Olty.
CHeaGo, July ~It was reported
late to-night thut a house on Twenty-
third street was blown down during a
severe wind storm which prevailed dur-
ing the early part of the evening, and a

number of peaple were killed,

The heaviest rainfall ever known in
this section of the country did thou-
sands of dollars damage in the city to-
night. The shower cloud came from the
northwest, and meeting a contrary cur-
rent of air, hovered over the city for two
hours and a half, tinally passing to the
northeast. Rain began about 6:30 and con-
tinued inblindingshwets until 9o'clock,
The violence of the wind at times almost
reached the fury of a tornado. In two
hours and fifteen minutes there was the
shenomenal rain fall of 4.12 inches,
Basements and cellars were flooded all
over the city, some to the depth of three
to four feet, The wacer rushed down
the incline into La $Salle street tunnel
abruptly and reached a depth of over
three feet in the center, completely inter-
rupting for a time the tratfic of the cable
cars, On the west side, during the
storm, atree was blown down upon a
passing street car, crushing the passen-
wers, but injuring none seriously.  In the
outskirts of the city several houses were
struck by lightning, the m-rn‘uunu being
badly shaken up and scared, but as far
as known no one was killed.
