An Address on Contributions from Johns«

SETTLED PEACEABLY.

Further Trouble nme Homeslead Steel
Works Averted.

The great strike at the Homestead steel

works of Carnegie, Phipps & Co., at

Homestead, Penn., is practically over. A

CHARITY MISAPPLIED,

That 1s What the Johnstown Peonple Scem
to Belleve of Thelr Cuse,

A large mass meeting of citizens has
been held at Johnstown, Penn., to protest
ngainst the manner in which the relief
fund is being distributed. Burgess Hor-
rell, in a speech, said the people of the
valley should themselves take charge of
the disbursement of the contributions, ns
the state corumitteo had shown incapacity
for the work, urging that the relief fund
be as speedily as possible contributed in
money ditrectly to the people to whose
benefit it"was donated, and all purchases,
contracts and expenses to b paid for out
of the fund immediately cease. The
rosolutions state that if the assertion im-
puted to Gov. Beaver that $1,500,000 has
already been expended in Johnstown and
vicinity has any foundation in fact, it is the
strongest possible argument that the funds
have not been wisely disbursed. Only by
gross extravagance and carelessness could
such a sum have been used, and the people
have received no adequate return, ‘Ihe
disbursement of t e fund directly will
provide work for builders and trade for
merchants; will stimulate business, restore
confidence in the community and thus
directly and indirectly help those for
whom this fund was intended. 'Lhe reso-
lutions closed with an nppenl to the custo-
dians of the funds at Philadelphia, New
York, Pittsburg and other localities to
trasmit the funds in their hands intended
for tho Conemaugh valley sufferers direct
to the local finance committee, to be dis-
tributed in cash upon requisitions of the
board of inquiry. An additional resolu-
tion was passed reauesting the state com-
mission to furnish an itemized statement
of expenditures to date.

“BUNT” IN WHEAT.

An Unusual Disease that Is Ruining Fields
in Indiana,

Horace 1. Steckbridge, director of the
government agricultural experiment sta-
tion for Indiana, has been investigating
the new wheat discase that has appeared
in certain sections of that state,

articularly in LaGrange county, and which
1s seriously affecting the wheat crop over
considerable areas. The disense ix a fung-
us growth, known as “bunt” or “stinking
smut,” on nccount of its strong
and disagreeable odor. It is rarely found
in America. The wheat head, on ripening
may possess very nearly a normal appear-
ance, hut, on shelling, the grains are
found to be filled with a black, greasy
powder, the result of the growth of the
}nngns, beginning with the very germina-
tion of the seed and keeping pace with the
growth of the plant. Its action is no more
hurtful than that of common smut, but
its odor renders it more objectionable, It
is very apt to occur so abupdantly ina
field as to render the entire crop well nigh
worthless. Seed wheat may be freed from
spores by being sonked in” a solution of
blue vitroil (enlphate of copper) for thirty-
six hours; four ounces of sulphate to one
gallon of water.

AN EXTRA SESSION

It Is now Conslidered Certaln that There
Will be One,

A Washington ¢pecial says: There is
no longer any reasonable doubt that there
is to be a session of the next congress be-
fore December. The only point which
may be eaid to be undetermined is the date.
The president’s private secretary inciden-
tally said to-day that he believed an extra
session had practi ally been determined
on. The president himself was quite as
specific in his statement to Senator Wash-
burn, of Minnesota. It is certain, how-
ever, that congress will not be convened
until after the representatives from the
new states have been elected. The day
fixed by the several senators who have
conversed with the president as most pro-
bable is the last Monday in October or the
first Monday in November.

Serious Trouble in Ohlo Threatens to Dis-
rupt the Order.

There is trouble in tte A. 0. U. W. in
Ohio that threatens to disrupt it not only
in that state but throughout the United
States. Some of its members go so far as
to say that it will destroy confidence in all
similar benefit organizations in the United
States if the action of the grand lodge of
Ohio, as directed by the supreme lodge of
the order, is persisted in. 7he proposi-
tion is to repudiate, so far as Hamilton is
concerned, and tax ali of its lodges, which
include one-third of all its membership of
the state, out of existence. If such a
thing is legally possib'e those who join
such orders have no security and can have
no confidence in them in future.

MANITOBA SURRENDERS HIM.

Extradition Papers Grantod at Winnipeg
for the Suspect, Burke,

In the closing arguments of ‘the Burke
trial at Winnipeg, the counsel for the de-
fense assailed the evidence, which they

held did not connect the prisoner in any
manner with the murder of Croninj that
Burke knew Cronin or ha( any malice
against him, The prosecution contended
that the evidence made a  clear enough
case to justify extradition. Judge Buin
held that a suflicient case had been made
ont; that while most of the evidence is
circnmstantial, it seemed to him that evi-
dence giving strong presumption of guilt
is all thal is necessary to commit the pris-
oner for trial or remand him for extradi-
tion. He therefore committed Burke to
jnil to await extradition. The full court,
ha snid, is now sitting, and the case could
bo brought before them immediately on
application for a writ of habeas corpus.
Application will be made to the depart-
ment of justice at Ottawa for extraiition,
but tle prisoner will be given fifteen days’
grace in which to appeal from Judge
Bain's decision.

Postmaster- General Wanamaker says he
has suggested this rate and that some of
the companies objected. To them he
had written a lotter which stated among
other things: “I desire to say that the
rate proposed was fixed upon information
furnished to this department that your
company has been making rates to various
large corporations that are, in some in-
stances, ns low as the figure now proposed
for government service. With notice of
this fuct I would not be justified in making
for the government a new contract at high-
er rates than were charged other persons,
especially in view of the privileges and
benefits extended your company by theacts
of congress, I submit to your own sense
of right that the government is entitled to
minimum rates.”

coeded in getting out velow, He was
bruised about the face. T'urdy Case res-
cued two men nameéd Nellis and Vosburg
by means of ropes.

Citizens are now engaged in removing
the wreckage of Schriver's mill, under
which they think other Lodies have been
lodged. It is belioved that the two men
who went down oh a plank lost their lives
at the dam, and that their btodies were
carried down the stream and are now in
tho Mohawk river,

No one knows how many were drowned
or who are missing. Toe flood was so
great and the current so swift that little
help could be rendered. Tho State street
iron bridge and the railroad bridge were
swept away., They were large structures,

During the heaviest part of the storm,
Main and Elecker streets in Gloversville
were flooded with water. The new pave
ment in Blecker street was torn up for
several blocks. A number of residencs in
the upper part of the town are entirely
sirroundedl Dby water. The foundation
walls of & new stone building now in
ccurse of construction on North Maine
strect, Gloversville, were partly carried
away. The two iron bridgeson tha Cen-
tral and the Fonda, Johnstown & Glovers-
ville railroads are gone. The railroad
and State street lridges in Johnstown
we:e large, first-class structures. The
Ferry street bridge consisted of an arch
spanning the entire width of the stream.
It was upon one of the plank walks that
the people were standing when the arch
was carried away. Shriver’s large mill is
entirely wrecked, the loss being albout
$19,000. Several small buildings are
partially ruined, their foundations being
undermined.  Many of the bridges on
country roads along the valley are goie,
and some fields of grain are partially
covered with water, The loss to property
at Groversvil'e will probably be covered
by $3,000. It is quite likely that $20,00)
will cover all the damaje wrought by the
storm.

FATAL WRECK IN MEXICO.

A Train Plunges Down an Embankmoent—
Two Klilled and Nineteen Injurod,
TWO PASSENGIRS were instantly
killed and about twenty eeriously injured
in a wreck on the Mexican Central IRoad,
five miles from Chihunhua. Heavy rains
in the mountnins had turned a dry
arroya, spanned by nan iron bridge,
info a raging river, and the wators
bad undermined tho track by wash-
ing away the sand abutment. When
the train reached this abutment, ranning
at the rate of twenty-five miles an hour,
the trne’ gave way, and the train went
over the embankment, falling a distance
of twenty feet.

Enough has developed to show that a
majority of the committee on submission of
the constitution is opposed to making any
change which is not authorized by the on-
abling act, though several amendments
have been offered. A few changes are ad-
mitted to be desirable, but will not _be
atlempted for two reasons., In the first
place there is the fear that the president
will not issue his proclamation in case the
constitution ratified in November should
not be the identical constitution ratified in
Mav with only such changes as_are spe -i-
ficd. In the eecond place, shounld even
the desirable changes be made, there is
the fear that certain issues, especially pro-
hibition, mi%ll:t be embodied into the con-
stitution. e clause which limits the
state ebt to $500,000 will have to bs
cbanged, as the debt is already about
$700,000.

The convention has held but short ses-
sions ay yet. The committee on appor-
tionment and on submission of the con-
stitution number twenty-five each, or one-
third of the entire convention. The

urpose is to do the chief work of the body
n committees. It will be some time yet
before thae pmceedinss of ths convention
will smack of special importance, as the
gist of the committees’ reports will not be
ready, ‘Lhe functions of the conveatio
are 50 limited by the enabling a-t that
many fraitful questions will not be con-
sidered.
