THE EIGHTH BONDER. 
SIOUX CITY WILL ERKCT A THIRD 
- ' , GORGEOUS COltN PALACE* 

Tho 1880 ̂ Plaits Adopted—1Tho Handsomest 
Palace of The Soricft—A Grand Emblem 
of King Corn'a Noble Empire—A Fow 
DlscripUvo Points.

The announcement thai Sioux City, 

Iowa, will build ber third Corn Palace for 
the exposition which occurs Soptember 
23d to October 5th, 1889, has already been 
widely circulated, and publio interest is 
awake to know what the third attempt at 
the "Eighth Wonder of the World" will bo 
like. The Sioux City Journal of recent 
date gives some ooints upon tho Biibject 
which are reproduced bolow. That paper 
says: 

Architect Loft yesterday gave a Journal 
reporter a verbal elucidation of tho plans 
for the Corn Palace of 1889. Tlio building 
will have a frontage of 210 feet on Sixth 
street, extending from the west curb on 
Pierce street to the eaet side of tho alley 
between Pierce and Nebraska streets, and 
a depth of 120 feet north and south. 

The principal entrance, in the conter of 
the south rac&do, is a wide open portico 
two stories in height, the roof of which 
forms a terrace opening from the third 
story balconies. 

Tho main feature of the design, a large 
square tower 200 foet in height, risos at the 
back of the portico. This tower is flanked 
on each side by smaller ones, with piutia-
oles and ornamental balconies. Tho bal-
ooaies are connected with the different 
stories of the small towers with light 
bridgos, and flying buttresses conuect the 
angles of tho towers with slender buttress 
piers at the corners of the mam tower ter­
race. In the treatment of this central 
effect the designer has uso ! somo of tlio 
olements of the original Com X'alnce, al­
though the general result obtainod is 
entirely ditlerent and promises to be much 
more attractive. 

Passing inside, at tho back of the tower 
framing wil: bo a large music or amuse­
ment stand, or Btage, with tho ceiling 
open to the roof, and covered with a large 
fan-like sounding-board. 

At the sides of tho stand, and extending 
woll in front, will be two largo open 
spaces. Tlieso are the m lin wings of the 
building, with a combined floor spaco of 
8,000 square feet. 

Around these open spaces the booths 
and sections for exhibitors will be ar­
ranged. 

Over the booths will bo a wide balcony, 
extending around throe sides of each wing 
and . onnecting with tho second story of 
the tower, which wi.l directly faco the 
amusomont stand ond bo devoted to (ho 
refreshment features of the palace. There-
will bo no "I'ari6iau loges" on the floor, 
the nrchitect says; but it will not be sur­
prising if he should take advantage of tho 
central tower and hang out a few at a 
higher level. 

A feature of the design is tho wido bal­
cony in the west ond, where the building 
spans Piorco street. 

Wide stairways will extend from tho 
main floor to tho balconies at oaeli sido of 
the tower, easy of access and ascent and 
affording nrnplo exit. 

Tho building would not be a Corn l'ul-
aco wore it not for the decorations. Its 
general style will perhaps odapt it to the 
piaceful forms and brilliant tlnte of the 
corn products of this region as well as any 
that could have beon selected; and while 
tho decorations will start with a full-grown 
American flag 220 feet above tho ground 
andnumerous bits of bunting willbo un­
furled lower down, tho main covering will 
be grains and corn in all their obtainablo 
forms. 

The design for the interior contemplates 
a more complete preparation for the decor­
ative work than has boen attempted beforo 
and tho hammer and saw will not so often 
be oalled into requisition, whereby tho 
arduous work of the ladies' corps will be 
much reduced. 

A prominent feature of the deBign is tho 
elevator running to tbell(l()-foot elevation 
of tho main tower, where a large refresh­
ment room and wido terrace supply n 
substantial motive for a somewhat airy 
flight. Above this easy staits ascend to 
the lGO-foot level and to a hanging bal­
cony 160 feet from the ground. 

Tlio general style of the building will 
be comjiosite, with a strong leaning toward 
the "Corn Palaoe idea." The openings in 
the exterior walls will bo symmetrically 
arranged, generally with arched tops. 
Those in the first story will 1 0 separated 
by slender columns with orior.tal capitals, 
that arrangement admit iug tho maximum 
of light to the booths inside.

Tho School liook Men Attempt It, l*rn 
Bono Publico. 

A reoent dispatch says: A combination 
has been formed by tlio leading school 
book publishers for tho purposo of rogu-
lating the methods of selling their publi­
cations. The publishers deny that thoir 
combination or agreement partakos in any 
sense of the nature of u "trust." It was 
formed, they aflirm, solely for the purnoso 
of reducing the cost of doing business, 
and thero is no attempt to govern prices. 
It provides that publishers hereafter shall 
not employ travoling agen s. Tho saving 
in expenses which the agreement will af­
ford will enablo tho publishers to sell 
books at lower prices. 

And The Mukors of Chopping Itowls, Too. 
Says a St. Louis special: A move­

ment is on foot to form a trust in tho 
manufacture of woodenwaro. Tho matter 
has been quietly discussed among wooden-
ware manufacturers for some time, and it 
is stated on good authority that the pie-
liminary steps of the formation of a trust 
havo boon taken, and that it will bo per-
fe ted and in control of tho soveralWood­
en ware manufactoriesaf the United States 
by the 1st of next .January at the latest. 
The firm of Samuel Cupples & Co., of this 
city, which is the leading factor of tho 
woodonware business in this country, is 
credited with being tho promoter of tho 
new trust, and, it is stated, will exercise a 
strong influence in its management. Tho 
competition in tho woodenwaro business 
in lecent years has-.been severe, and in 
some instances disastrous to the interests 
of those whoso money was invested in it.

A Tory Ancient Case Finally Dinpovri Of. 
The term of the circuit court at Ijexing-

ton, Ky., which has just closed, disposed 
of one of the oldest cases ponding in Ken­
tucky ond one of more than ordino'ry in­
terest, having beon in the courts since 1811 
and known as Wyckliffe's oxecutors vs. 
Brickonridge's heirs. The case has be..n 
to the court of appealB several time? and at 
last, afte;- costing in the neighborhod of 
$1,000,000, has been decided in fnvor of 
the heirs of John Breckonridgp. The suit 
was originally based upon an alleged con­
tract between John- Leo on iho ono par 
and John Breckeuridge and George Nich­
olas on the other part, dated August fit b, 
1795, whoreby Leo sold lo Nicholas and 
Breokonridge one-half of a tract of Iiind 
in Clark county, Ky., containing ovor 
9,0C0 acres, for the "sum of f 50 per ten 
acres. Henry Clav was mixed in tho saso 
originally. Tho original claim, out of 
which this oase arose, amounted to only 
about $5,000, but the amount of land in­
volve1, tho present value on account of 
tho rich iron deposits, aud the natural ten­
dency of litiganlfi to fight as long as pos­
sible, have cotinued to keep this case on 
the docket these many years. The record 
is very voluminous, and many of the pa­
pers in the case are curiosities, dating baolc 
to the foundation of the coinmonwea.th.

Tho Goodtander Mill company, of Fort 

Scott, Kac., has commonced a suit in tlio 
circuit court against tho Standard Oil com­
pany, on a plea of trespass on the cnis for 

200,011.1. la November. 18S7, the Stand-
arl Oil company shipped u tank car con­
taining 6,0(10 gallons of kerosene oil to 
Fort' hcott,. where it was placed upon a 
side track behind the extensive uiillsaud 
elevators of the Goodlander company.

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THOSE CONSTITUTIONS. 
THE rROCIKKSS BEING MADE 1»Y THE 

DAKOTA COXVEHTIOXS. 

Excopt In Division of l'roperly the South 
Dakota Ilusiness Is Easy—The Joint 
Committees in Session—Tlio North Body 
Sliovieretl witli Many Propoiitions—The 
Ono Legislative Botly Idea. 

South Dakota.' 2^-
Tue committee on division of the prop-

erts and debts of the territory being 
engaged upon that wort at Bismarck, but 
little business has occupied the attention 
of the convention, and the sossions have 
been short. Soveral committees to whom 
were referred various portions of the con­
stitution, reported, the reports being 
generally to tho effcct that the articles re­
ferred need no changes. Under the pres­
ent holding with regard to the scopo of 
the omnibus bill very few committees will 
feel free to make othor report than this. 

Among-the more important reports othor 
than routine are the following as made to 
date: 

The committee b'n compensation of pub­
lio offloers reported 1 oction 2. articlo 21, 
precisely as it stands in the Sioux Falls 
constitution. It gives salaries as follows: 
Govornor, $2,600; secretary of state, treas­
urer, auditor, commissioner of school and 
pubio lands, and superintendent of public 
instruction, each $1,800; attorney-gonoral, 
$1,000; judges of the Bupromo court, $2,-
500, and of the oirouit co'urt, $2,000. After 
the year 1890 authority is given the legisla­
ture to add $500 ta the salaries of tho 
governor and each of the judges. 
In this section just one word was 
changed and that was that no oflicor should 
receive any fee or perquisite iu addition to 
salary above mentioned. The word "fee" 
was substituted for salary. 

The judicial committee have agreed on 
the following report on judicial districts: 

First District-Union, Clay, Yankton, Bon 
Homme, Hutchinson, Charles Mi*. Douglas, 
Turner, Gregory, Moyor, Tripp, and that strip 
of toraitory of tho atato west of|tho Missouri and 
east of the Oflth meridian. 

Sccond District—Lincoln, Minnehaha, Mo-
Cook, Moody and Lalio. 

Third District—Brookings, Kingsbury, Deuel, 
Hamlin, Codington, Clark, Grant Boborts, Day 
and the "Wahpeton and the SiBSoton reserva­
tions. 

1' ourth District—Sanborn, Davison, Aurora, 
Brule, Buffalo, Jorauld, Hanson, Miner, Lyman, 
Pratt and Preslio. 

l''ifth District—Beadle, Spink, Brown and 
Marshall. 

Sixth Dfstrict—Hand, Hydo, Hughes, Sully, 
Potter, Faulk. Edmunds, Walworth, Campbell, 
McPherson and Stanlay. 

Seventh District—Pennington, Custor, Fall 
ltiver, Shannon, Washal.-augh, Ziebach, Nowlin, 
Sterling, Jackson, Lugenhell and all that por­
tion south of the Big Clieyonno and west of tho 
Missouri river. 

Eighth District—Lnwrenco, Meade and all 
that portion of the state north of the Big Chey­
enne, except a pnrt of Sterling and that section 
west of tho Missouri river. 

The oall of the ro l of standing commit­
tees, on tho 19tb, brought out a dozen re­
ports, which were as follows: 

Legislative department, election and 
right of suffrage, on foderal relations, on 
exemption, on military affairs, on educa­
tion and school lands, on state institu­
tions and public buildings, on mines, min­
ing and wator rights, on banking and cur­
rency, on executive and administrative, on 
seal and ooat of arms, on manufactures 
and ngriculture, miscellaneous. 

All of these reports weio made a Bpecial 
order for the 23d. In none of them have 
any changes, beyond a necessary verbal 
ohange here and there, beon made. 

Under the consideration of special or­
ders, the half dozen reports submit ted ou 
tho 18th were taken up one by one and 
adopted. They woro as follows: On com­
pensation of public officers; ou public ac­
counts and expenditures, on nmendmentn 
and revision of tho constitution, on cor­
porations other than banking and munici­
pal, on bill of rights, on municipal corpo­
rations. Tho formal adoption of the&a 
reports sends them to tho committee oq 
arrangement and phraseology, and practi­
cally fixes thoir identity in the constitu­
tion. 

1 NOTES. 

The judiciary reported a resolution that 
this convention has no aut 1 ority to allow 
members of tho convention of 1885 who 
neglected to sign the constitution to do so 
how. 

The committee on schedule has lost it# 
grip on the Australian ballot system. Th-j 
subject has been thoroughly considered, 
and tho committeo has rescinded its former 
action to recommend tho adoption ot the 
Af. .Indian system.' 

Tho federal relations committee report­
ed favorably a resolution asking congress 
to appoint a commission and make an ap­
propriation for a geological and hydro-
graphic survey of Dakota with a viev 
specially of investigating the extent of the 
artesian woll boring. 

A large number of county officers aie 
in the city to learn what construction the 
constitutional convention will place on the 
matters of. electing county officers this fall. 
Somo havo held thai such elections will be 
necessnry, and not a littlo uneasiness pre­
vailed. Tho committee on schedule will 
report that no county officer, except county 
judge, is to be elected, and that the county 
commissioners, after admission, shall be 
ompowered to appoint clerks of court until 
the next election. 

Joint Committee Sessions, 
The first joint session of tho commis­

sioners met at Bismarck on the 16tli. On 
motion ti.o chairmanship is to be alternate 
from day to day, and this makes Kollarn 
aud Camp tho chairmen. A rule was 
adoptei that the vote show separately how 
cacti commission votes, and a majority of 
the two bodies is to deoide all questions. 
The meeting was cor ial between tb^ 
bodies, though all deliberations were of 
tlio most guarded nature. 

Tho joint session of tho commission 011 
the 19th accomplished nothing. ThoBOuth 
mado several efforts to arrive nl a basis, 
but so far the Dorth'has kopt all resolu­
tions from becoming offeotive. The reporl 
of the secretaries on bonds and indebted­
ness was made, which should hnvo estab­
lished a basis. Tho question of tho capital 
will figure in tho deal. The r ii road t ixes, 
ovor which litigation is pending in North 
Dakota, have boen brought in. South 
Dakota does not fool as if questions of 
pennies should bo bi ought in when consid­
ering the magnitude of the job on hand. 
Wbi'o each session brings tho commission 
nearor, an agreement is sti 1 far away. . .. 

North Dukotn. ' ' 
The most important measure yet brought 

prominently boforo the North Dakota con­
vention is embodied in tho following reso­
lution, introduced by llr. Slovens by re­
quest: 

Jtesolvivl', That the constitution provide that 
tho legislative authority of thiB state shall rcBt 
In a single body, to bo oallod a legislative as­
sembly, which shHll consiBt of nut less than 
ono hundrod m&uibcrs, to bo olectcd by the 
pooplo; provided, the legislative assembly may 
from time to time increase tho number of 
members as nocussity may require. 

While tho introduction of ihis proposed 
ar.iclo is a further- evidence tint the 
friends of one legislative body are at work, 
tho advocates of tho older and more gen­
erally known Bcheme of tho two houses 
liro not idle. 

Tho proposition lo abolish the office of 
the justice ot the peace and establish 
county courts was tho subject of n lively 
meeting of tho judiot ry committee on the 
18th. The opponents gained u victory and 
the committee will voto against the propo­
sition. Tho committeo has agreed ton di­
viding the stato into six judicial districts 
and favors the establishment of an appel­
late court, the judges of which sha 1 be 
elected and shall ho separate and distinct 
from the regular district court. 

Scott, of Barnc6, strikes at secret ses­
sions by proposing that in aoting on exec­
utive nominations the senate shall sit wiih 
open doors. 

Parsons, of Morton, proposes to abolish 
Ibe labor black list by providing that anj 
person or corporation keeping « black list 
shall be deemed guilty of eonspiiacy 
against the wefare of the state and puu-
iBhed for felony. 

Many other articles were introduced and 
referred to the proper committees.

HAS HE ABOLISHED DEATH! 

Dr. Oron-n-Sequard Claims to Have Dis­
covered tlio Elixir or I.lfo. 

The medical world is excited by tlio 
statement of Dr. lirown-Sequard, 
the great French specialist in nervous 
diseases, who declared before the Bio­
logical Society of Paris, of which ho is 
the president, that after twenty years 
of experimenting be had discovered a 
trne elixir of life, a substance that 
would rejuvenate tho old and make 
strong the feeble. He contended that 
if the living cells of a young and vigor­
ous being could be injected into an­
other where the vital spark was low 
liis organism must vibrate in unison 
""it'll the fresli life. Many years ago 
the doctor advanced views of the same 
character in a lecture before tlio medi­
cal faculty of Paris and has since been 
engaged in experimenting on the sub­
ject by treating old and wornout ani­
mals. Finally, as ho states, horeaclied 
such perfection that he tried his elixir 
upon himself with startling results. 

The doctor is now 72 years old, and 
presumably is subject to the weakness­
es and infirmities of age. Sis revital­
izing substance, he explained, was 
derived from certain organs or glands 
takon, still quivering, from livo ani-
ainals and reduced nt once to a pulp in 
a mortar with distilled- water. From 
this compound he extracts an essence 
which lie usos aa a hypodermic injec­
tion. 

The doctor administered to himself a 
cubic centimetre witli a hypodermic 
syringe, just as morphine is injected. 
He declares that the day following this 
experiment, after two injections of this 
vital essence, he felt, himself trans­
formed. Up to that t ime half an hour's 
work standing up in his laboratory ex­
hausted him. Now ho declares ho can 
study three hours uninterruptedly 
without the least repose. His appetite 
has increased, liis sleep is sweet and 
refreshing, his stomach performs its 
functions admirably, and his intellec­
tual labor is performed with wonderful 
ease and clearness. His feelings also 
havo been youthful. Dr. Brown-
Sequard declared that tho dose he took 
was equal to ten years' rejuvenation. 

Medical men in New York are 
skeptical about the doctor's alleged 
discovery, and smile incredulously 
when asked what they think' of it. 
While they admit that all thiugs are 
possible, they are far from ready to 
givo credence to the story as it comes 
from France, or to accept the state­
ment without further proof than has 
yet come to hand.— New York World
