while I was upwards of two months in 
Brown county, the reputed banner < ounty 
for wheat in Dakota, an 1 while all wore 
complaining of the growing destruction of 
their crops they were too tender hearted to 
blame the poor little gopher. Late in 
June I came to thiH county and examined 

. many fields lmving tjje saino appearance of 
the blighted tie ds in l'.rown county. Hero 
I found men of experience, intelligent 

. farmers, courageous enough to denounce 
the little 'varmints.' In every field, 
whether all or partially destroyed, the work 
of the gophers was plainly seen, the stool 
or tuft of wheat grown from ono see I, 
having from one to Six stalks, had in every 
instance from three to five .of the principal 
stalks eaten off in different stages of itj 
growth from one to three inches above the 
ground, and to-day you can find the 
straw, some eaten off a month since and 
some but 'yesterday, lying side by side, 
and'I am satisfied tho stalks thus eaten 
have destroyed the whole plant. In many 
fields to-day I find patches of rank green, 
rioh, tall wheat, with lioudrt four inches in 
length, growing in the highest, dryest 
soil, "good enough to }Mold from twenty-
hvp to thirty bushols per acre, while all 
around is blight and" destruction. Sly 
objeet in writing this letter is to gxcite 
curiosity and causo investigation, and I 
nniconfident tho day is not far distant 

i when the intelligence of Dakota will de­
mand of tL'o legislature a sufficient bounty, 
to induce every man and boy in the 
county to wage a Svar of extermination 
against tho worst enemy of the country's 
prosperity.

Burbauk was the fourth executive 
oftheterritory. Ho was u son-in-law of 
Senator.

After bis term of governor of Dakota er-, 
pired he entered tho posioffice department 
as an inspector,, and for a long time the 
territory was part of his inspection dis­
trict. 

Gov. Wm. Howard died in office. Ho 
was from Michigan, and was the man con­

Gov, Nohemiah G. Ordwuv followed 
Howard, and his friends consider him u 
good enough citizen to be a candidate for 
United States senator from North Dakota. 

• Gov. Gilbert A, Pierce, President Ar­
thur's nppointee, remained and has Lis 
residence at Eiamnrck. 

Gov. Ijonis Kossuth Church, who enjoys 
the distinction of. having been the only 
demooratie eqoontive of Dakota,liveBiu 

rhltnfrom 

New York, where ho had been of consider-, 
able prominence in tho party. Ho shows 
no disposition to leave Dakota. 

Gov. Mellette, by whose'appointment 
President Hntrison emphasized tho repub­
lican policy of homo rule for the territory, 
has been a resident of the terriloiy for 
eleven vears. But he camo here originally 
from Indiana with a federal]appointment.

(Springfield, and then nt Watertown, for 
four years, after which he wiped out tho 
reproach of being a carpet bagger by seven 
yoars'. residence and practice of his pro­
fession.

$0,508,957; the cost of col'oction for the 
fiscal year just onded will nggregato about 
$4,185,000, being a fraction loss than 3.2 
percent., which is exactly tho same as 1888. 
Tho total receipts from the different objects 
of taxation wore: From spirits, $74,313,2110, 
an increaso of $5,007,039 over the previous 
fiscal year; from tobacco, $31.8(i0,81SO, an 
increase of $1,204,429; from fermented 
liquors, $23,723,835, an increase of $390,-
G17; from oleomargarine, $894,218, an in­
creaso of $30,108; from banks aud bankers, 
$6,214, an increase of $2,011, and from 
miscellaneous $'J1,0K9, a decrease of 
$75,248.

Tho announcement that the noteB of tho 
heavy dry goods firm of Lewis Bros. 4 Co., 
of New York, had gone to protest was the 
all-absorbing topic of convorsuti.an in 
mercantile circles there a few davs since. 
According to current report tl'.o liabilities 
of the embarrassed firm amount to nearly 
54,000,000, which, it was thought, oould 
be mo?!? than covered by the resources 

when the latter were in shape to be im-
medlntelv available. 'u •« 

Tho absence of Lewis 1 ros. & Co. from 
their place of business during the fore­
noon gave rise to the supposition that 
they were endeavoring to make arrange-
ments lo take up the protested notes. It; 
was un erstood that if the firm could bo 
given a little time they would bo able to 
pay iu full, nnd co itinue business without 
(ietriinent to either themselves or their 
customers* The members 01 tho firm aro 
Walter H. Lewis. Joseph W. Lewis, Henry 
Lewis and John I. Boardman, all well nud 
widely known'iu the business community. 
Their house is one of the largest of i<s 
kind in the United States. 

T c assignment of Lewis Bros & Go­
wns filed in tho county clerk's ollico at 
New York. The assignment was exe­
cuted iu Philadelphia. 

Great surprise was occasioned in Phila­
delphia and other cities by tho announce­
ment that the firm had madean assignment 
for the beutfit of their 1 reditors. Tho firm 
is ono of tho largest in its line of business 
iu tho country. It has houses in many of 
the largest cities of tl e United States, no­
tably New l'ork, Chicago, Baltimore an.I 
Boston. 

The business of the firm has amounted 
to as high as $15,000,0fl0a year. Lately it 
is said to have fallen to $8,000,000 or 
$10,000,000 annually. They, claimed that 
their capital was $1,50 ',000, and that they 
made money every year. Since January 
there has been doubt expressed about 
their financial standing, and in March last 
Bradslreet's took away their capital ruting 
and reduced their credit rating a grade.

Full particulars regarding the double 
lynching of John Avorill, postmastor at 
Sweetwater, Wyo., and Kate Maxwell, his 
mistress, Sunday night, show it to have 
been a very sensational affair oven for that 
country of sensations. 

Stociimon of the Sweetwater region have 
boen tho victims of cattle thieves for vears. 
On account of prejudice against tho large 
outfits it bus boen impossi lo to convict on 
this charge and the rustlers have become 
very bold. Avcrill nud his romarkablo 
partner have been very active in thieving. 
The woman could hold her own on the 
range, riding like a demon, shooting ou 
the slightest pretext and handling tho 
lariat and branding iron with tho skill of 
most expert vaquero. 

Fifty freshly branded yearling steers 
wero counted in tho Avorill vt Maxwell 
herds Saturday morning. 

Word was passed along the river and 
fifteen or twenty moh gathered at a desig­
nated placo-and ga'loped to the cabiu of 
Averill and Cattle Kato without unneces­
sary noise. 

The rustlors were at home. As half a 
dozen men rushed into the room, a Win-
liester was poked through each window 
end a command to throw un thoir hands 
was given with unmistakable earnestuess. 
The two sprang for their weapons but 
were quickly overpowered. Slio < ailed for 
her own horse to ride to tho tree selocte I 
for a scaffold aud vaulted tc the animal's 
back from the ground. Averill did not 
esist. 

When preparations for the exocution 
had been completed Averill and tho woman 
wero asked to speait. 

Tho man suoko only of his office, si.yiug 
tliat bo did not wish a certain man to bo 
his successor. Ho was promised the in­
fluence of tho party for another candidate. 
Kato made qnito an address. She wished 
tho affair kept as quiet as possible, desir­
ing that hor mother be kept in ignorance 
of her disgraceful career and'tragic doath. 
It was useless to deny that their herd hail 
been stolen from tho ranchmen of .that 
soclioii, but if thoy did not wish to divide 
it among themselvos sho would like to have 
it sold and the money given to a home for 
wayward girls. The horses wero led from 
under tho pair. A fow bullets wero fired 
into Averill's body aud tho lynchers roda 
away. It is doubtful if an inquest will be 
held, and tho oxecutiouers have no fears of 
being punished. Tho cattlenleu have been 
forced to this, and moro hangings will 
follow unless thoro is less thieving.

BUILDING TWO STATES. 
PROCEEDINGS OF . THK CONSTITU­

TIONAL CONVENTIONS IN DAKOTA# 

Progress as Made From Day to Day In Botli 
Sections—Work of tho Joint Committees 
ou Division ofProjterty—Slde Notofc 

Sonth Dakota. 
On tlie 20th tbe convention met and ad­

journed vithoilt transacting any business 
whatever. About two-thirds of tho re­
ports of ptandiug committeesv have been 
submitted. „ , 

Just one-third of the delegates were 
preseut ut the ten-minute session on the 
22nd. The only business presented wus a 
reaoiution instructing the joiut committee 
on the part of South Dakota tbat in case 
of any uucertaintaiuty as to tLelocationof 
the seventh stannard parallel of the boun­
dary lino between the Dakotas, as fixed by 
the omnibus bill, to come to the best pos­
sible agreement with the commission of 
North Dakota and report the same to this 
convention. 

The session of the 23d was freely at­
tended and good progress was made. Ten 
reports were adop ed and added to tbe fin­
ished work. Among these was tbe article 
on exemptions., whith is as foliows: 

The right of the debtor to enjoy the 
comforts and necessaries of life shall bo 
recognized by wholesome laws exempting 
from forced sale a homestead, the value of 
which shall be limited and defined by law 
to all heads of families and a reasonable 
amount of personal property, the kind and 
value of which to be fixod by general laws. 
The legislature, therefore, will determine 
the limitation of exemptions. 

The committee on legislative apportion­
ment reached an agreement on the senso­
rial apportionment, by which the number 
of districts is fixed at forty-one and sena­
tors at forty-five; the latter being the limit 
provided in tho constitution. The arrange­
ment is practically in accord with the ap 
portionment agreed upon some time ago, 
being one senator for every 1,600 voter* or 
major fraction thereof. The report of the 
committee was not uuanimous, standing 
13 to 0. The minority object toth.it num­
ber of seuators as being too great for the 
present population. 

A long, sharp, pointed and for the most 

Eart interesting debate occurred on the 
4th over the report of the judiciary com­

mittee on the apportionment of the ju­
dicial districts. The minority report con­
templated tho putting of Beadle, Spink 
and Brown counties into different circuits, 
and thorefore lecommonded a different 
formation - of the third, fifth and sixth 
districts. Tho majority report was, how­
ever, adopted. 

The committee on rules reported that 
certificates be issued to members and em­
ployes for per diem after the federal ap­
propriation of $20,000 oeoome exhausted. 

Tho other new reports submitted were 
for submitting the minority represent t-
tion clause and the prohibition dause as 
separate articles. Also the report of the 
committee ou revenue and finance. 

Tho committee on legislative apportion­
ment has made its report. The seuate is 
given forty-fivo members and the house 
12i. The committee has given to each 
county ut least one representative indepen­
dent of auy other county and as many 
mord as its vote—counting 600 voters or 
major fraction thereof—will entitle it to. 
Tho apportionment is as follows:

There was a full attendance at 
ibe session of tbo convention on the 2»tli 
ami the report of the committee on legis­
lative apportionment was made the Bpecial 
order. It was adopte 1 without discission. 
Tho committee amended tho Sioux Palls 
constitution so as to make the lands 
granted for school purposes embrace the 
5:),0(10 acres grunted for tbe state capitol 
fund, nud tying up said grant so it could 
only bo subject to tho same restrictions 
as wero placo 1 upon the sale of school 
lands. It wan contended that this con­
vention Ins no right, under ti o omnibus 
bi;l, to so amend tho eons itution, and 
further, that granting tho rigut, it would 
lie injurious action to placo any limitation 
upon the disposal of this grunt, whioh 
wus clearly made for the purpose of pro­
viding a state capitol. In this view the 
convention concurred by so amoiiding the 
report as to make it oonform to the Sioux 
Fulls constitution. 

Tho maiu feature of the convention's 
proc.edings on tho 2Gthwasthe considera­
tion of tho report if the committee of 
schedule and ordinance. A few najs ago 
a resolution was referred to tho judiciary 
committee asking its opinion as the power 
of tho convention to provide for the elec­
tion of a clerk of the circuit court at the 
October election, no such provision seem­
ing to bo made by tho omnibus bill. Tho 
committee reported that in their judgment 
tho convention had such power. Tho 
amendment was defeatod and therefore 
aftor the olection of the circuit jujges in 
October, tho succeeding territorial judges 
and clerks of court, heretofore appointed 
by territorial judges will vacate their ofiiues 
and the vucancy will bo filled by tho sever­
al bourns of county commissioners. 
Another amendment to the schedule was 
proposed, providing for a modified form 
of the Australian system. Here again tho 
question of the powers of the convention 
arises. 'J he mattor was under discussion 
when the convention-adjourned. 

T^.e debato on the ballot reform or Aus­
tralian system, gavo an opportunity far 
speech making, which was evidently on-
joyed. At tho evening session the debate 
was resumed hotter than ever. It grew in 
intensity and velocity until near lljp'clock. 
Finally Judge Carson, of Deadwood, 
spoke. Clearly and slowly he told the 
convention that whilo it has undoubtedly 
desirable to have every uroteetiou thrown 
urouud the ballot box, the passage of this 
piece of legislation was, "to say the least, 
of doubtful expediency, and this conven­
tion really oould not afford to take the 
chancos of having the work destroyed for 
the sake of an experiment inballot reform. 

The vote stood 34 to 27, which shows 
how evenly the convention was divided. 
The vote by no means represents tho sen­
timent in favor of the system, bnt the 
inexpediency of its adopti ,n by the con­
vention. Were the convention a law­
making body it would go through with a 
rush. 

A dozen delegates met and adjourned 
on the 27th. When the convention ad­
journed tho night before its work was 
practically completed with the exc option 
of the submission and adoption of the re­
port of tho joint commission now at Bis-, 
mar.k. Not more than two or three days' 
time will bo reunited to couclude the work 
of tho convention. 

Tlio Joint Committee., -
Tlio joint commission for division of 

territorial property between states at work 
on books discovered that instead of No th 
Dakota having received more money out 
of tho general funds than South Dakota, 
Soutii Dakota has received $22,000 more 
(ban North Dakota. 

South Dakota proposed that esi h state 
take its institutions and puy their bonds. 
North Dakota demands she be given credit

: It has been agree . that tbe matter of 
records and archieves be first taken up and 
disposed of. Oil this point the commis­
sion is agreed and no' trouble will result. 
; No progress was made by the joint com-

miision on the 20th. The subject con­
sidered was the disposition of records. 
'J hree of the North Dakota numbers were 
absent. ~ 

Nothing waB accomplished in the joint 
sesBion on the 23d. There was really 
no session, not enough North Dakota 
members being present to make a quorum. 

The joint commission on the 26th about 
ram-hed an agreement, although there is 
$25,000 difference, but tie ihoirman of 
each commission was authorized to adjust 
thif, difference. The bonded indebtedness 
on public institutions will be assumed by 
the states in which Jthoy are located re­
spectively. The public library will be 
sold at auction between North and South 
Dakota, going to the slate bidding the 
highest. The records pertaing especially 
to South Dakota will go to the south and 
inoso of interest only to North Dakota 
remain in North Dakota. Those essential 
to both will be copied, one keeping the 
original and the other taking a cop}'. 
Money paid out of the general fund in 
making permanent improvements on in­
stitutions will bo charged to the state iu 
which the institution is loc ted, and ad­
justed accordingly. Tho state taxes to be 
refunded to purchasers of railroad lands 
along the line of the Northe n Pacific will 
be paid proportionately by tho two states. 

The joint commission has practically 
reached a settlement. The ohairman of 
each commission was appointed to formu­
late a basis for settlement,' and their re­
port was adopted. The proposition of the 
north some days ago was that the Bouth 
pay $100,000, but this was whittled down 
to $42,500. 'J ho south gets the library 
for $4,000. 

Each state shall take the public institu­
tions locate I within its boundaries, with 
all appurtenances, furniture, etc., and shall 
assume payment of all indebtedness ngainst 
the territory, founded or funded on acoount 
of such institutions, respectively. All 
ot er items of personal property and mis­
cellaneous effects belonging to the territo­
ry, ex ept the territorial library und terri-
toria archives,.shall be divided as nearly 
equal as possible between North and South 
Dakota. The state of South Dakota shall 
pay to the state of North Dakota $42,500 
on a"COunt of excess of territorial appro­
priations for permanent improvements ou 
territorial institutions, which under this 
agreement will go to South Dakota, and in 
full settlement of the unbalanced account 
and for all claims against the territory of 
whatever caturo, legal or equitable, arisiug 
out of the allege I erroneous or unlawrul 
taxation of the Northern Paoifio railroad 
land, and the payment of said amounts 
shall discharge and exempt the state of 
South Dakota from all liability for or on 
account of tbe several matters hereinbe­
fore referred to; nor shall either state 
bo called upon to pay or answer to any 
portion of any liability hereafter arising 
on account of the transactions heretofoj-e 
had,which liability would be a law liabi ity 
of the territory of Dakota had such terri­
tory remained in existence, aud whic 
liability grew oait of matters connected 
with any public institutions of the terri­
tory situated or located within tho boun­
daries of either state. Neither state shall 
pay any portion of any liability of the 
territory arising out of erroneous taxation 
of property situated in tho other state. 
If on investigation it appears that tho 
militia property is divided between the 
North aud South Dakota c impanies in 
proportion nearly equal, thon the property 
is to remain in that stute within the limits 
of which it now is, otherwise it shall be 
divided as nearly equally as possible. 

The first adjustment of accouuts shall 
be upon the following basis: Nor h Da­
kota shall be charged with all sums paid 
to publics institutions located' within its 
boundaries on account of tho current ap­
propriations since the same became a 
slnto, and South Dakota charged with nl. 
sums paid to public institu ions located 
within its boundaries, on the same ac­
count, and during the samo time; each 
state to be charged with one-half of the 
general expenses during the same time; 
that all moneys paid into the territory 
during this period—from about Mar. li 11 
to the time of final adjustment—from 
North Dakota, shall be credited to North 
Dakota, and all such sums poid in from 
South Dakota for the same time, shall be 
credited to South Dakota. Except that all 
railroad taxes paid in o the territorial 
treasury si^oe tne date above named for 
the years prior to 1889—that is betwoeu 
North and South Dakota and the rai road 
tax of 1889—shall be distribute i as already 
provided by law, exoept that so much of 
the taxes as go to the territorial treasurer, 
shall be divided as follows: North Dako­
ta shall have as much thereof as is paid by 
the railroads in North Dakota and South 
Dakota so much thereof as is paid by the 
railroads in South Dakota. 

If thoro shall be an indebtedness at the 
time of the final division, or if there shall 
be a surplus at tho time of such division, 
each shall be entitled to tho amount it has 
paid in, over and above the amounts it 
stands obarged with. 

The payment from South Dakota to 
Nortli Dakota, or as much of it as possi­
ble, shall be mado by South Dakota as­
suming North Dakota's share of current 
liabilities at the time .of the final adjust­
ment, inoluding North Dakota's share of 
cost of copying the records. 

It is further recommen "ed that South 
Dakota und North Dakota pay one-half 
each of all liabilities now existing, but not 
audited and allowo.l, except those incur­
red on account of public institutions. 

Each state shall succeed to all tha rights 
of the territory upon contraots for public 
works within such state, or bonds to se­
cure the completion of such contraots. 
Each state shall reoeive all unexpended 
balances of the bonds whioh it is to pay, 
whether said balanoes have been ooverod 
Vack into the treasury or not. 

North Dakota. 
The constitutional convention was given 

a genuine surpribe on the 2l9t by the pre­
sentation of a comnletc constitution. This 
constitution is said to have been prepared 
with great care, and after consultation wit j 
some of the best constitutional lawyers in 
the L'nion. In many respects it is identi­
cal with arti.-les already introduced iu the 
convention. It is a compilation of some 
of the best provisions of the constitu­
tions of tho different states and tho United 
States, fitted to North Dakota. With re--
gurd to taxation it has no specific provis­
ions, embodying the "Wisconsin constitu­
tional provision on this subject, which pro. 
vides that the rule of taxation shall be 
uniform upon property made subject to 
taxation by tbe legislature, leaving the 
power of regulating the method of taxa­
tion with the legislature. It rIsq provides 
that the property of non-residents shall 
not be taxed at a higher rate than that of 
residents, allows the legislature to fix the 
passenger and freight rates on railroads 
and transportation companies, tho rates to 
bo reasonable and the courts to decide 
what are reasonable rates. It prohibits 
the loaning of tho orodit of tho sthte to 
any association or corporation, vests the 
judicial powers in a court of impeachment, 
consisting of the senate, a supreme court, 
district courts, county courts and justices 
of the peaoe, thus providing for the estab. 
lisment of county oourts. It.limits tho 
Mlinb?r of judges of tho supreme oourt to 
three, which may be ineieased after five 
years. It provides against female suffrage. 
The house of representatives shall oonsist 
of not less than seventy.five nor more than 
120 members, and the senate not less than 
one-third nor more than one-ha f of the 
number of the house. Each organized 
oounty shall be entitled to at least one 
member of ̂  tho house* The senators are 
i ivide I into two olasses; one to 
be elected tux two years and the 
other for four. It provides for bien­
nial. sessions of the legislature not ex­
ceeding ninety days, to convene on the 
first Tuesday iu January after olection. 
It requires two-thirds of the members-
elect to overrule the veto power. The 
governor shall either approve or return a 
bill within five days from the time of de­
livery to him, and shall have the ten days 
after adjournment within which ta approve 
or reject. It iB against minority repre­
sentation anl provides for election by 
plurality vote. It gives the legislature full 
power to regulate liquor licenses. Auy 
coal lands which the state may acquire in 
the congressional grant shall never be 
sold, but may be leased. The school fund 
shall be invested in United States bonds, 
bonus of the stiite or first mortgage Becur* 
lties of the state at not more than one-
half the value of the land. It prohibits 
the passage of speoial1 laws and provides 
that the property ot "the wife before mar­
riage and what she may acquire during 
married life shall bo exempt from execu

tion on claims against the husband. It 
prohibits foreign corporations from tan. 
acting business in the st.ite uutil tbev 
point an agout in the state, who shall h. 
subject to process by law, aud prov acs 

that no foreigner shall vote until two 
years after he has declared h;s intention 
to become a citizen, and that the reading 
of the Declaration of Independence wHh 
facility shall be considered atestoftlin 
qualigcation of a voter. No act of lh» 
legislature Bhall take effect within siitv 
days ufler adjournment, unless specially 
provided in tho preamblo or body of tbe 
act. 

Tho convention udjourned ou the 20th 
without the transaction of auv business 
save the introduction of two articles 
These were: Providing that nil elections 
Bh'all be by secret ballot; Hiut ballots slial'-
be provided by state aud counties re-
spe.tivolj; all electors must be registered 
ninety days before day of election; also • 
1 roviding that the only purpose flu- which 
funds may be used before or aftor elec-
tions by auy candidate or his agent sha'l 
be renting halls for meetings, posting cir­
culars, newspapers anl uaveitisiuR of! 
publi i speakers, nnd traveling expenses. 

Tho evenl of tho day on ti e 22nd was 
the consideration of a resolution providing 
for n sing'e body legislature. The ques­
tion was discussed in lommittee of the 
whole, but the committee rose without 
reaching a vote. A hurried caucus showed 
that over tbirtv-five members of the con­
vention are favorable to the proposi­
tion and that many more are ou the fence. 

At the afte noon session it was ordered 
thnt all standing committees be requited 
to report by Thursday of he present 
week. This is dono to force the conven­
tion to business. 

Lander, of Richlan ', iut oduced an arti­
cle discouraging the holding of large 
tracts of lauds by individuals or corpora. 
tions as against the public we'faro. J3T? 

Bennett, of Grand Forks, introduced a 
provision that at the general olection im­
mediately preceding the oxpirutiou of tbe 
term of a United States senator front this 
state tne electors may by ballot express 
their preference for a enndidute for the 
United States senate. A number of other 
articles were introduced. 

Prohibition potitions nre beginning to 
pour iu, and it is evident that they li&vo 
not given up liopo • f having n prohibition 
clause embodied in tbo constitution. 

The complete Constitution introduced by > 
"Williams came up for reference on the 23d fi 
but was postponed, 

The proposition to vest the legislative i 
powers in a single bo ly was again dis- •' 
citssod in committee of the whole and fur- it 
uished a field day for orators. 'J he propo- S 
sition was defeuted nnd the convention 
will mako an apportioumeut for the two 
houses. 

The judiciary committee reported to the : 
convention on the 21 h. The committee 
re ommends that the supreme court have 
three judges; six judicial districts with as 
many judges, nnd thnt the present system 
of justices of tbe peace be retained. 'J he 
committee favors holdiug all terqis of the • 
supreme court at the capital, terms of the 
judges of the supreme court to be six 
years. 

'Jke legislative committee report made 
ou tho 25th provides thut the senate shall 
consist of not less than thirty nor more 
than fifty members, an I the house not loss 
thau sixty nor more than 140, tbo senators 
to be divided into two classes to be elected 
for two and four years respectively. Ses­
sions sha'l not exceed ninety days, for -
which compensation shall be $:iu0 and 
mileage of In cents. 

The committee on education prohibits 
sectarianism in schools, and leaves to the 
legislature the establishment of a uniform 
system. 

The committeo on executive provides 
that the governor shall hoi i office for two 
years or until liis successor is qualified; 
gives the governor power to disap rove of 
auy item or part of any bill making appro­
priations, and tho part approved shall be­
come law. It provides salaries as hereto­
fore reported. 

The suffrage committee introduced nn 
article providing that all male citizens, 
et ., may vote, nnd submitting the ques­
tion of female suffrage to a vote of the 
mnle electors ono year from next fall. 

The minority report of the committee on 
the judiciaiy department, submitted on tho 
20th, provides for the election of c unty 
judges in each organic d county, whose 
term of ofiice shall be two years "and gives" 
county courts original jurisdiction in .all 
matters of probate, guardianship and set­
tlements ot estates. 'I he oiHoe of justice 
of the peace is virtually nbolinhed. 'J he 
committee on revenue and taxation sub­
mitted its report with a proposed nrticle 
for the constitution. It gives the legisla­
ture power to provide for raising revenues 
sufficient to defray the expenses of the 
Btale for each year not to exceed four mills 
on the dollar on tho assessed valuation of 
all taxed properly. Tho legislature shall 
exempt from taxation all prooertv used 
exolusivoly for schools, religious,cemetery 
or charitable purposes, and personal prop­
erty to any amount not to exceed 200 acres 
of land and. improvements thereon shall 
be separated and assessed. Cultivate 1 
an • uncultivated land of, tho same quality 
shall bo assessed at tho same value. Rail­
road property shall be assessed by tha 
state board at not less than $3,0u0 pot 
mile.

The judiciary reported a resolution that 
this convention has no out ority to al'ow 
members of the couveution of 1885 who 
neglected to sign the constitution to do so 
now. 

The committee ou schedule has lost its 
grip ou the Australian ballot system. The 
subject has beeu thoroughly considered, 
and the committee has rescinded itsformei 
action to recommend the adoption ot the 
Australian Bystem. 

The action of tho schedule committee iu 
refusing to submit to the modified form of 
the Australian system will not be final. ' 
A strong minority report will be submitted r 
favoring some form of tho Australian ' 
system, and it is claimed that there is u 
sufficient number of delegates favorable 
to the measure to ai'opt the report of the 
minority, 

Tho mileage of some of tho members 
amonntij to no inconsiderable sum. 
Wheeler, of Minnesela county, heads the 
list with $231.30, Judge Corson, of Dead-
wood, gets $i27.70, Scollard, of Sturgis, 
$223,50, Wood, of Pennington, $211.80, 
aud Parker, of Full Itiver. $192.50. Tho 
smallest amount of mileage i6 -paid to 
Goddard, of McCook, who receives $9 for 
traveling from Montrose to Sioux Falls 
and return. 

Under the present law Dakota is tho 
best plaoe in the union for the debtor who 
does not care to pay his debts. Tl,o law 
exempts u homestea I without limit as to 
vnltie and $1,500 worth of personal proper­
ty. For several years the legislative as­
sembly has vainly tried lo reduce their 
assessment and make possible the collec­
tion of debts. The constitution simply 
provides that the homestead shall be lim­
ited in value. J.he effeot of so liberal an 
oxemptive is au immense number of chat­
tel mortgages at o high rate of interest. 

The members of the South Dakota oon-
Btitut.onal convention are somewhat 
indignant at the West Superior obamber 
of commerce. Two weeks ago tho secre­
tary wrote to to secretary of the 
convention, asking him if the ' delegates 
would accept an invitation to attend tho . 
"Wa erway couveution nt West Superior 
August Cth if free transportation were fur- : 
uished. Secretary Burdick wrote that the 
delegates..would be glad to accept such an 
iuvitation, and in time received tl:e printed 
invitations for distribution. Later he re- i 
ceived a letter saying that ono aud ono- : 
third fare w..s the least the railroads would ! 
do, but that the chamber of commerce 
hoped to get the fare reduced. One-half 
tho delegates will not go. 

NOBCH. 
The "Williams constitution, introduced 

on the 20th, is the subject of much discus- -
sion. It oonflicts with tho judicial com­
mittee, inasmuch as it favors tha estab­
lishment of county courts, and conflicts 
with the idea of county court advocates by 
refusing to abolish the office of justico of 
the peace. It antagonizes the woman suf­
fragists by ignoring them altogether. It 
does not p'ease the prohibitionists because 
it leaves the question entirely, with the 
legislature nnd makes no provision for tno 
submission of the question to a vole. 

Tho committee have agreed on the fol­
lowing salaries: Governor, $3,000; lieu­
tenant-governor, $2,000; auditor and 
commissioner of • inauranco, $2,500 each; 
secretary of state, treasurer, superin­
tendent of public instruction, commis­
sioner of schools and publio lands and -
attorney-general, $2,000 each. Tho com- • 
mitt^e will, also recommend that tho 
railroad commission consist of three mem­
bers, who shall be eleoted, aud w\ase 
salary Bhall be $2,000 each. 
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
