are free to particis o litcs &nd to join in

11, [Onthis basis, the British Government confirm their previous statement that
they would be prepared to enter preiminary exploratory ialogue vith Sinn
Féin, ithin three months.]

12, The rish Government would make their own arrangements withi their

jurisdiction to enable democratic partes to consut together and share in

dialogue about the poliical future. The Taciseach's intention is that theso

include other
parties, of a Forum for Peace and Reconcilation, to make recommendaions
on ways in which agreement and trust between both traditions in reland can
e promoted and estabiished.
