The point of the letter, as you will see, is to associate Mr. Hume very
closely (in a way which perhaps implies parentage) with proposals made by the
Taoiseach in June; and to convey Mr. Hume’s judgement that these proposals
would lead to a total cessation of violence. Mr. Hume’s reasons for writing in

this way before tomorrow’s meeting are transparent.
