The 
consultations, to begin early next month, will also address the 
framework for those negotiations and whether to hold a referendum 
-n support fcr the peace process. I hope all the parties will 

themselves to oarticipate fully in the process announced 
today"m order to create the lasting peace the people of Northern 

Ireland deserve. 

The United Jtar.es remains fully committed to supporting the 
h'for ceace ir. which the two governments, the parties and 

t-e'-eccie of Northern Ireland have invested so much. I will 
-emain n close touch with Prime Ministers Major and Bruton, who 
know they have my full support in their pursuit of peace. We 
will continue to work with the parties in the same cause.
