Again, the result is generally as expected although the UUP
might be disappointed at not picking up a third seat.

South Antrim

A good performance by the DUP winning 2 seats. Again the UUP
might have expected to have had a good chance of gaining a
third seat. The Alliance Party will be disappointed that

they did not win a seat, which would have been likely under
an STV system.
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North Antrim

A very good result for the UUP. Dr Paisley certainly would

have expected to pick up 3 seats in his main power base.

North Down

A good performance by the UUP in overtaking Robert McCartney,

whose success in the Westminster by-election last year seems

to have been dependent on DUP voters. McCartney will be

disappointed not to have got a second seat.
