Reverting to the plans of John Hume, about which I wrote to you
yesterday, I understand that he has now accepted that efforts to build on the
10 October statement are unlikely to lead anywhere in present circumstances. I
believe that he is now reflecting on the possibility of putting some questions to
us himself (rather than Gerry Adams) about the possible timing of Sinn Fein’s
entry to the talks process after an unequivocal ceasefire. We have made clear
that our position has not changed since our November statement, but that we

are happy to repeat what we said then, if that will help. We will wait to see
what he comes up with.

I will keep you in touch, but meanwhile would again be grateful if you
could keep this to yourself if John has not briefed you or the Taoiseach himself
(which I hope he has done or will do).
