In September 1989, a group of residents and business people from North Belfast met
with a view to encouraging the setting up of a Local Enterprise Centre in the area. In early
summer 1994, the first phase was opened with phase two in early 1995.

It is situated at the junction of North Queen Street and Duncairn Gardens, adjacent to the
Yorkgate Centre, in one of the first areas of Belfast to be industrialised. It is seconds
away from the M2, the Westlink and the planned new bridge across the Belfast Lough to
County Down, providing easy and rapid access to all parts of Belfast, and destinations
throughout Ireland. The centre is so close to the boat terminals, both airports and the
motorway network, that mainland United Kingdom, Europe, and other international
destinations are easily accessed.
